Do you know...? 
Ein landeskundliches Brettspiel 

V o r b e m e r k u n g : 
Lernspiele eignen sich nicht nur zum Üben von Strukturen und Lexik, sondern auch zur Wieder­
holung und Festigung landeskundlichen Wissens. Im allgemeinen läßt sich für die sprachlichen 
Spielinhalte ungefähr abschätzen, in welcher Klassenstufe sie von den Spielern bewältigt werden 
können, da sich die Lehrwerke in ihrer grammatischen Progression ähneln. Bei den landeskundlichen 
Lerninhalten ist das nicht der Fall. Die im folgenden vorgeschlagenen landeskundlichen Fragen und 
Aufgaben, die für das Ende der Sekundarstufe I gedacht sind, müssen daher eventuell an den Wis­
sensstand Ihrer Klasse angepaßt werden. Damit Sie das Spiel mehrmals einsetzen können, ohne daß 
es langweilig wird, weil alle Antworten bekannt sind, ist es sinnvoll, daß Sie bei der Abänderung 
neben reinen Wissensfragen Aufgaben wählen, für die es mehrere Lösungen gibt. Alle Antwort- und 
Lösungsvorschläge für einen Satz Karten sollten in einer Liste zusammengestellt werden, in der die 
Schülergruppen in strittigen Fällen nachsehen. Wenn Sie zwei oder mehr Spielsets mit unterschiedlich 
beschrifteten Kartensätzen herstellen, können Spielergruppen ihre Spiele untereinander austauschen. 
Falls es Ihnen zu viel Mühe macht, den hier abgebildeten Spielplan nachzuzeichnen, können Sie ein 
Mensch-ärgere-dich-nicht-Spielbrett durch das Anbringen von verschiedenfarbigen Markierungspunk­
ten (für die (Q u n d (ß ) Felder) für dieses Spiel abändern. 

S p i e l v o r b e r e i t u n g : 

Gruppen von vier bis sechs Spielern werden gebildet. Jede Spielergruppe erhält einen Spielplan, drei 
Sätze von Frage- und Aufgabenkarten mit je zehn Karten, einen Würfel, so viele Spielsteine (Knöpfe, 
Münzen o. ä.), wie Spieler in der Gruppe sind, und eine Abschrift der Regeln. 

Spieldauer: 20 bis 30 Minuten 
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Spielregeln für die Hand der Spieler: 

RULES 
You need: the game plan, three sets of cards, a dice, and as many markers as there are players 
in your group. Place the cards face down in the Squares shown on the game plan. 

1. Each player chooses a marker and places it on START. 
2. The player whose birthday is earliest in the year Starts the game. 
3. Throw the dice. Move your marker forward the number of Steps shown on the dice. 

If you land on a white circle nothing happens and you give the dice to the player on 
your left. 

If you land on a striped circle take the top card from the striped Square. Read out the 
question or task on it and answer. Then put the card aside and give the dice to the 
next player on your left. If you do not know the answer you may ask someone eise in 
the group to help you. If he/she does not know the answer either move your marker 
back as many Steps as you moved it forward in this round. Put the card at the bottom 
of the pile and give the dice to your player on your left. 

If you land on a circle with an L in it take the top card form the square marked L. 
Read out the question or task on it and ask your neighbour on the left to answer. 
Then put the card aside and give the dice to the next player on your left. If he/she 
does not know the answer you may help him/her. If you do not know the answer 
either move back as many Steps as you moved forward in this round. Put the card at 
the bottom of the pile and give the dice to the next player on your left. 

If you land on a circle with an R in it take the top card from the square marked R. 
Read out the question or task on it and ask your neighbour on the right to answer. 
Then put the card aside and give the dice to the next player on your left. If he/she 
does not know the answer you may help him/her. If you do not know the answer 
either move back as many Steps as you moved forward in this round. Put the card at 
the bottom of the pile and give the dice to the next player on your left. 

4. The game is finished when all cards have been used or the last player has reached FINISH.
