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The Survey on the Actual Conditions of Raising and Utilization
of Goat in Nagano Prefecture

In order to find out the actual conditions and problems of goat farming, the survey was carried
out in Tida and Saku, Nagano Prefecture. The number of farms surveyed was 14 in Iida and 18 in
Saku. The average area of cultivated land of farmers surveyed was 82 a in Iida and 152 ain
Saku. The average number of goats per farm in [ida and Saku was 2.1 and 1.0, respectively.
On three farms, they fattened goats. Feeding system of the animal was tethering or soiling. Feed
of goats consist of seasonable products or food waste, including wild grass of river banks and
dykes, left-over vegitables and mulberry leaves, left over food and pasture grass. Goat’s milk is
consumed exclusively by families, and kid and chevon are sold for cash income.
