Abstract : This paper is to introduce the actual management of Character Education in one public elementary
school in Kansas City, U.S.A., according to the teachers’ management plans of this school, printed matters for
students and some textbooks about character education for teachers. Additionally this paper shows the change of
moral education in the U.S.A, the comparison of traditional moral education with character education and
teachers’ checklists to facilitate class discussion. Character education manages in school district units beyond
class, grade and school.
