The approach of this research is using an expetahgnantitative approach.
The data that is obtained used the statispcetiest-posttest analysis that calculated
by t-test. And the techniques of collecting theadare by using observation,
guestionnaire and test. The population of the rekess all of the seventh grade
students aMTs TTC Babakan Ciwaringin. The seventh grade of the studentdVids
TTC Babakan Ciwaringin consists of 2 classes; 7a and 7b. The total nurober
population comes to 34. And for the sample, theemse simple random sampling
as many as 33 students.

The students’ response of application of spelliag game is as big as 67 %,
it means students responded quite positively. Tidesits’ vocabulary competence of
the pretest resulted the average score 6,3. Meanwhile, froempdsttest resulted the
average score 7,8. It shows the result ofpgbesttest is higher than the result of the
pretest and means the students’ vocabulary competenceased. The result of t-test
also showst=6,543 that is compared hytable=2,036 where it means there is
positive significant influence of application ofedliing bee game on the students’
vocabulary competence.

The conclusion is the students responded positimedypplication spelling bee
game. Their vocabulary competence also increasedhlsy application in the
classroom. So, it has significant correlation iplagation of spelling bee game on the
students’ vocabulary competence.
