Gospel Crusaders is that division of the Spiritual
Outreach program which sends evangelistic teams
to local churches across the educational zone. This
year fifteen teams were scheduled for nearly
seventy-five weekend revivals. The witness left by
these teams has given new vitality to many churches
and has helped many people find a personal rela-
tionship with Christ.

The primary function of Lay Witness concerns
personal evangelism. Teams are sent to churches
to assist in special calling programs. Team members
have led people to Christ in their homes during
rhese calling programs. In addition to aiding in call-
ing, teams often participate in Sunday morning
services.

Servants of Christ sends teams to churches which
have a Sunday school attendance of one hundred
or less.

YEAR OF NEW BEGINNING

The new Central Educational Zone which came into full-orbed
being in the year 1967-1 968 is composed of sixty thousand Church
members. This Zone includes the states of lllinois, Indiana, Michigan,
and Wisconsin. It is made up of ten Districts with both lay and
ministerial Trustees elected to represent the Church constituency. In
addition to these forty Trustees, there are two alumni and the Col-
lege President which serves on this important Board.

One-third of the Board is serving for its first year. The loss of one
hundred and eighty thousand dollars of support from the five Dis-
tricts which have gone into the two new college zones means that
new levels of financial support must be found. The new Board of
Trustees are conscientious and are dedicated to the proposition
that Olivet must be strengthened financially to meet the challenges
of our day.

In this year of new beginnings we are dedicated to two proposi-
tions. We must keep faith with our time-tested objectives, and we
must experience creative renewal in order to survive in our dynamic
society.

There are seven time-tested goals of the historic protestant col-
lege according to Lloyd Averill, President of the Council of Protestant
Colleges and Universities. This is our time-tested pattern.

1. The typical protestant college has been small and residential.

2. If has a distinctive institutional and Christian world view.

3. Its curriculum has been defined by the Liberal Arts and Sciences.

4. If has stressed synoptic vision over a massive accumulation of

knowledge.

5. lts style both of life and learning has been marked by moral

Seriousness.

6. It has maintained a strong conviction about the importance

of the academic study of religion.

7. It has sought to reproduce in its graduates, as if has desired

to exhibit in its own life, motivation to the service of mankind.

These traditional patterns are grooved into the thinking of Olivet,
and are intelligently reviewed by its able faculty in order that we
may often experience creative renewal.

There must be creative renewal financially if Olivet is to reach
its potential.

There must be creative renewal academically if Olivet challenges
the hundreds of youth it serves.

There must be creative renewal spiritually if Olivet lives up to its
time-honored motto: “Education With a Christian Purpose.”
