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           Town budgeting for two more teachers is a rule infringement. 

  In Nagano Prefecture, Koumi town's two primary schools initiated "small class 
teaching" by dividing a large class into two classes. The town council appointed two 
qualified teachers for the two classes using their own budget. But Nagano prefectural 
board of education called a halt to the town's decision citing national rules. The town 
conformed the direction by the prefecture and restores the decision to divide 1 class to 
2, but kept small class teaching.

Koumi town has two primary schools. The number of new second grade pupils in 
Kitamaki primary school is 38 and in Koumi primary school it is 36. To improve the 
quality of teaching, the town decided to make each of these large classes into two 
smaller classes of 19 students each in the case of Kitamaki primary school, and 18 each 
in the case of Koumi primary school.

However, the national rules about organizing classes fix the number of teachers that  
the prefecture allocates so that two teachers for two classes in primary school is only 
allowed when there are 41 or more pupils in a grade. Koumi town council didn't ask for 
increased prefectural allocation but appointed two female teachers using their own 
budget.( These personnel expenses amount to 8.6 million yen per annum.) The status 
of the new personnel is not actually "teachers" but "regular service employees".

The PTA chairperson of Koumi primary school welcomed the town's decision 
commenting that "Over 35 pupils in one class sounds too big. The town's decision 
reflects the trend of the times." A parent of a pupil in Kitamaki primary school said,  
"It will be easier to keep an eye on each pupil compared with 38 pupils in one class".

The reason for the prefectural board of education’s judgement is that dividing one 
class into two classes when there are under 40 pupils is seen to conflict with equal 
opportunities in education. Consequently, from the point of view of equity, they cannot 
approve Koumi town's decision.

Mr. Kurosawa the superintendent of Koumi town board of education, replied firmly 
as follows, "The cut-off number of 40 pupils in a class comes from financial constraints 
put on the prefecture from the national government. If our town pays for the additional 
staff I don't understand what is wrong."

The prefectural board of education ultimately presented a compromise whereby the 
number of pupils in classes must follow general the rule but team teaching according 
to subject will be allowed." Koumi town agreed. Mr Kurosawa said he was satisfied 
that the appeal allows there to be two more teachers for the pupils.
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Because of urbanization and functional 

changes in family life, 
the influences of home and community in 
the educational process have become lower 
than ever. There is a need to clarify the roles 
and limits of family and community  and to 
restore and revitalize the influence of both 
from the stand point of the education of their 
children.
