RESUMEN: Por primera vez en la Republica Argentina se sefiala el hallazgo de Zygoribatula lata (Acarina-
Oribatulidae) como hospedador de Moniezia expansa (Cestoda Anoplocephalidae). Los ejemplares del citado
oribatoideo revelaron la existencia de hasta dos cisticercoides en su cavidad celomatica. Moniezia erpansa resul-
t6 la especie mas abundante y por consiguiente la mas patégena. La técnica de tincion empleada en el diagndstico
diferencial de las especies de Moniezia, supera en rapidez y seguridad a las utilizadas cominmente.

SUMMARY: The intermediate host for Moniezia is the first finding report in Argentine Republic Specimens of
oribated mites have been shown one or two cysticercoids in their celomatic cavity.
