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Abstract



Background and Objectives: The status of villages in the process of economic, social,
cultural and political development of countries is of great importance and the development of
any country depends on its rural development. Rural development is a key factor in sustainable
development. Lack of control over the massive rural-to-urban migration has caused many
problems in direction of sustainable development for cities and for villages that have been

evacuated. which is why the study is necessary in this regard.

Methods: This research has examined the reasons for the villagers' migration to the city.This
descriptive cross-sectional study was conducted in Rafsanjan in Y+)1. Data were collected
through a survey and using researcher-made questionnaire in four areas of economic, social,
cultural and geography. The statistical population of the study was ¢+ + people, (Y°+ immigrants
and Y° -+ people living in rural areas). Data were analyzed by descriptive and analytical statistics

using SPSSY +software.

Results: The results of the study showed that economic problems play a greater role in
migrating villagers to the city. According to the adjusted logistic regression, the relationship
between the odds ratio of immigration, age, university education and unemployment were
significant (p = *»++ V), (p <*»++Y) and (p = *+»* V) respectively. The probability of migrating to
the city decreases with increasing age and unemployed people and those with higher education

levels.

Conclusion: The findings of this study showed that the highest immigration of rural
population in Rafsanjan was among young people and educated people, and the main reasons
were economic problems and unemployment. The results of the research by identifying the
important causes of rural migrants can guide policymakers and planners in solving villagers'

problems and helping sustainable development of villages.
