Anti-Corruption Activities in the Netherlands

The Netherlands is one of the countries with one of the lowest levels
of corruption, which is regulated by Anticorruption law in 2001. In particular,
it determines that officials are not allowed to receive gifts worth more than
50 euros, to use the services of enterprises and travel companies when
traveling to rest, etc. In addition, Dutch enterprises operating abroad are
prohibited from giving bribes and gifts to officials in foreign countries.

The anti-corruption system in the Netherlands includes different
procedural and institutional measures. The most important of them are:

1. Constant reporting and publicity in matters of detection of
corruption, discussion ofthe consequences of corruption and punishment for
them. Every year, the Minister of the Interior submits a report to the
Parliament on the findings of corruption and measures taken to punish those
involved in corruption.

2. Developing a system for monitoring possible points of occurrence
of corrupt practices and strict control over the activities of persons located at
these points.

3. Creation of a systemof rights and duties of officials with indication
of their responsibility for violation of official ethics.

4. In the most significant organizations, in particular in ministries,
there are internal security services whose task is to identify the mistakes of
officials, their intentional or accidental violations.

5. Creation of a system of state security to combat corruption with
considerable powers to identify cases of corruption.

6. Corruption fighting by mass media.

Criminal  legislation was amended to punish bribery and
embezzlement in the period of 2003-2008.

The knowledge of the reforms in higher educational institutions must
be transparent. This issue is very acute in many countries, and our country,
unfortunately, is of no exception. This can be helped by such a tool as social
advertising (the creation of posters with slogans against corruption and the
importance of quality education). It is necessary to raise the level of
consciousness of students and stop the bribery in the system of higher
learning.

Evidently, corruption is a problem for education systems around the
world. A lot must be done to preventit. It is being taken seriously enough
now.

Economic globalization has made corruption a cross-border crime.
Corrupt transactions can cross multiple jurisdictions, making the ensuing
police investigation complicated and lengthy.

Nowadays, global coordination of actions is essential for the world’s
police. Due to this, INTERPOL has developed the following projects aiming
exchange of information and cooperative law enforcement actions:

— International asset recovery: INTERPOL’s secure global police
communications network allows authorized users to exchange information
and better coordinate their investigations.

— Operational support: INTERPOL can coordinate working meetings
between member countries in order to facilitate investigations that cover
more than one jurisdiction.

— Training: INTERPOL offers regional training workshops to
investigators and prosecutors through the INTERPOL Global Program on
Anti-Corruption, Financial Crimes and Asset Recovery.

Foreign Anti-Corruption Experience

The analysis of international fight experience against a corruption
testifies that present corruption features are those factors that create the real
threat to the national safety and democratic development in the most countries
all overtheworld and influence negatively on all spheres of public life.

The analysis of foreign countries legislation testifies that constitutions
of many democratically developed countries lay on the law enforcement
authorities certain part of work in the sphere ofanti-corruption measures
enforcenment.

In Israel an anticorruption actionsarecarried out by the system of
"certain duplication of monitoring™ after possible corruption actions. It is
provided by government agencies and special subdivisions of police as well
as by the department of the State managment that owns independence from
ministries and state departments and public organizations such as
"Department for the cleanness of government”.

In Great Britain high standards of civil behavior are the results of
political and legislative measures, moral changes and more effective social
control after civil servants. This country has the oldest traditions of fight
against a corruption. The system of anticorruption mechanisms is well-
regulated at the legislative level.

At the bottomof anticorruption fight in Germany laid down the task
of material and financia sources abolishment of criminal groupments. It is
achieved in two ways: by appropriation (appropriation of property) and by
creation of the proper legal base for makingthe "money laundering™"
impossible.

The conducted analysis of foreign experience for crime
preventioninitiatives in Israel, Great Britain, Germany and other countries
allows us to form an idea of national anticorruption strategy development that
is very important for the present-day Ukraine.

European Experience in Combating Corruption in the
Police

Around the world, honest police officers find themselves discredited
by the actions of corrupt fellow colleagues. Their ability to properly serve
their citizens is degraded by corrupted policing systems.There are debates as
to what lies at the root of corruption, but whatever the cause, corruption is
utterly unacceptable in the police, an institution that exists to protect its public
and is the enforcer of the rule of law. The public needs to knowthat the police,
as a service provider to citizens, are transparent and accountable; and when
cases of police corruption are discovered it is also vital that the public see
corrupt police officers being investigated and prosecuted.

A precondition for efficient operational measures is the availability of
the following key elements that can be found in countries with well-
developed integrity systems: 1) Ensuring the autonomy of anti-corruption
institutions and units from the police forces and preventing political
interference, especially in complex and serious corruption cases;

2) Checks and balances among anti-corruption institutions through
several levels of mutual control;

3) Linking anti-corruption to the supervision of professional
standards;

4) Linking anti-corruption efforts to the safeguarding of civil rights
through the enactment of a systemfor independent processing of complaints;

5) Adequate resources and sufficient powers of anti-corruption
departments by establishing local level structures, allowing them full access
to operational information and enhancing their effectiveness by introducing
a method for distinguishing between minor and serious corruption cases.

Corruption among police officers has been viewed with an increasing
concern by the authorities and the public in many European states. The
recommendations set, if applied appropriately, could have a positive
influence on the process of modernisation of the police in the field of
management, leadership, ethics, integrity and, above all, on the prevention of
corruption in the long-term.

In countries with endemic corruption, integrity reforms can only be
successful if anti-corruption institutions succeed in tackling internal
corruption challenges.

Preventing and Combating Corruption in the Police

The problem of corruption in various areas of government and
governance is relevant nowadays and has a global and systemic character.
Corruption is a direct threat to national security, hampering the development
of democracy and civil society in the countries. It should also be emphasized
that corruption in the activities of the police agencies promotes the
development of organized crime, and also has a negative impact on the
development of legal reforms.

The level of corruption in law enforcement agencies is increasing
every year. In 2015 criminal proceedings were brought againsttwo hundred
and sixty law enforcement officers and eight judges, within the first nine
months of 2016 charges were brought against four hundred and fifty law
enforcers and sixteen professional judges.

Anti-corruption measures in foreign countries in the overwhelming
majority are similar. It is explained by the process of integration of
legislation, active intergovernmental coordination of measures to counteract
corruption.

The integrity of the police, like any other institution, requires the
formulation of a rule and the creation of incentive systems for compliance
and sanctions for violation this rule. Summarizing international experience,
the following measures of prevention and counteraction to corruption in the
police should be highlighted:

1. the development of informal ethical norms that exclude corruption
behavior;

2. the formalization of anti-corruption requirements;

3. the creation of material incentives for policemen who do not allow
corruption;

4. the establishment of sanctions for corrupt police officers.

A number of orders of the Minister of the Interior of the Slovak
Republic and the President of the Police approved a list of prohibited police
activities.

In Germany, the Anti-corruption Code was introduced.It clearly
specifies the areas of police activity in which there are high risks of

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corruption, features of corruption behavior and defines the procedure for
action in case of temptation to commit a corrupt act.

In the United States, the rules of corruption in the police include the
definition and adherence to professional standards: every policeman is
obliged to adhere to the code of professional ethics.

It is necessary to pay attention to the experience of the Bulgarian
Ministry of Internal Affairs that created a hotline for complaints about
corruption among the employees of this department, besides twice a month
there are receiving visitors so that they could file their complaints and
suspicions concerning the corruption of the officials of the ministry.

One of the elements of the corruption prevention in the Canadian
police is carrying out special psychophysiological studies of the polygraph
applicant.

In the United States and the United Kingdom a network of public
associations is empowered to oversee the investigation of acts of corruption
in the police.

In the Republic of Belarus the Main Directorate of Homeland Security
of the Ministry of Internal Affairs was established.

The analyzed experience of foreign countries in preventing and
counteracting corrupt practices among policemen may be a guiding factor in
the reform of the National Police in Ukraine and the implementation of anti-
corruption measures in the state.

It was recognized that it would be appropriate to apply legal and
organizational measures to ensure the internal security of police authorities
that they had established themselves in other countries, in particular regarding
the adoption of common standards for combating corruption in the police and
the formation of a state anti-corruption strategy.

The Independent National Commission on Oversight,Transparency
and Integrity of Italy (CIVIT) was created in 2009.0n the basis of Law
Nel25,adopted by Parliament in 2013,the name CIVIT was changed to
ANAC(National  Anti-Corruption  Institution for Supervision and
Transparency of State Administration). ANAC carries out an analysis of the
causes and factors of corruption in order to take measures to investigate and

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its counteraction.Its main functions include the following:development and
approval of the National Anti-Corruption Plan;analysis of the causes and
factors of corruption in order to establish countermeasures;monitoring
implementation and e the effectiveness of the Anti-Corruption Plan in public
administration, the control over the proper implementation of plans for
transparency,has the right to carry out inspections,investigations, access to
the documents required by it,to supervise the execution of legal acts, and to
detect and minimize the negative influence of behavior that contradicts
transparency requirements., ANAC can provide advice to government
agencies on the compliance of employees with the requirements of the Code
of Ethics.ANAC sets criteria, rules and standards for the creation and
development of codes of ethics, provides annual reports to the Parliament on
anti-corruption activities and violations in the field of public
administration,as well as the effectiveness of anti-corruption policy. ANAC,
within its competence, cooperates with international organizations and anti-
corruption institutions of foreign countries, exchanges information and
methodology in the field of implementation of state anti-corruption
Strategies.Based on the provisions of anti-corruption legal acts,ANAC is
actively cooperating with the Italian Financial Guard for inspections and
investigations. ANAC's key partners is the National School of Public
Administration,office of the international non-governmental
organizationTransparency International in Italy,as well as the World Bank.

The Fight Against Corruption in Chinaas an Example
to the World Community

Corruption is a phenomenon involving many different aspects,and it
is therefore hard to give a precise and comprehensive definition. However, at
the core of most definitions of corruption is the idea thata corruptact means
the abuse of entrusted power for private gain.

On the world stage of economic activity, even the biggest players are
subject to corruption. Some are actively fighting, trying to moderate the
appetites of criminals, some of whom are completely satisfied with it.

Over the past5 years, the People's Republic of China has been active
in the fight against corruption, with the arrival of the new head ofthe People's
Republic of China, Xi Jinxing, who has launched an active struggle against

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corrupt officials of the lower and middle level. News about the massive fight
against corruption in China quickly swept the whole world.

Over the past decade, China has entered a phase of active economic
growth, more is the merit of the country's political leadership, which one of
the main tasks has put the fight against "tigers and flies" - so in China are
called corrupt officials of different levels. China is considered the best
country in the world in terms of the number of investigations conducted and
bribe takers and corrupt officials brought to trial. According to the working
report of the Supreme People's Procurator of the People's Republic of China,
investigations are conducted annually in China and judicial decisions are
made against some forty thousand corrupt officials.

Similarly, the punishment for corrupt officials was toughened; it did
not depend on the rank or other privileges of the criminal. According to the
Chinese legislation, the death penalty can be carried out immediately, and
may be postponed for up to two years. As a rule, economic deferments are
given. In this case, if the offender during this time has not committed any
"deliberate crimes™ and generally behaved roughly, the highest measure can
be replaced by life imprisonment.

1. The Danish Model:Denmark is one of the most egalitarian societies
in theworld.The Danish welfare scheme ensures a healthy work-life balance
and healthcarefor all. Freedom for the individual, equality, respect, tolerance
and a strong sense of mutual trustare core values in Denmark.

2.Another contributor to the low level of corruption is theintensified
focus on Corporate Social Responsibilitythat Denmark has experienced
recently. To have an anti-corruption strategy as a part of the company’s CSR
policy is important as it functions as a trade mark for companies.

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3. Strong legal framework criminalizing a wide range of corruption
related actionsas well as an independent and efficient judiciary.

4.Disclosure of budget informationto the public fosters efficient
management by public funds. Moreover, operational participation of people
in the budget process is needed to reduce the embezzlement of public funds.

5.Strong Media: Media monitoring public, private companies and the
government would reduce the corruption. The fear of bad-image should
supersede the need to adopt corrupt practices.

Transparency, integrity, independent judiciary, civic activism and
social trust are the factors that make Denmark one of the least corrupt
countries in theworld. In addition tolower level of corruption, Denmark also
has a high standard of living, high social mobility, high literacy and
equality.Such efficient practices are being used by various least corrupt
countries.

Countering Corruption in Austrian Police

In Austria until 2010 there have been a low number of indictments
relating to corruption and only few corruption cases have been prosecuted
against the Austrian police. The success, in comparison to many other
nations, can be in part attributed to the stable economic performance of the
state, which allows the Austrian police force to receive appropriate salaries.
It must be noted that Austria is a gateway to the European Union from the
Eastern European countries, which creates additional corruption
opportunities. Despite this, studies illustrate that officers and supervisors tend
to be knowledgeable about the boundaries of the police culture, especially
with regards to the types of behaviors permitted and prohibited. Whilst
Austria has somewhat been devoid of corruption, there have been several
corruption cases particularly over the last several years, which question the
accountability of the Austrian police. In 2006, the Vienna police chief was
charged with abuse of office and unauthorized acceptance of gifts from
private companies, which was the testament to the rising number of
corruption acts committed by Austrian police. Despite such a rapid elevation
in corruption cases amongst police authorities in Austria, no public data and
scarce quantities of academic research detailing the number of police officers
registered or suspected of, orinvolved in acts of corruption are available. This
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is because the institutions in charge of countering corruption have only started
analyzing it in the last few years, due to the contemporary context that police
corruption in Austria is situated. It must be noted that despite this recent
escalation in police corruption prevalence, Austriastill remains a country that
is characterized by a low number of corruption cases compared to other
countries throughout the world. The economic security of Austria has allowed
the police to develop internal control measures that are necessary for
identifying and combating corruption. Established internal control measures
include the Office for Internal Affairs, the Office for Public Affairs, as well
as the Office of the Ombudsman. These institutional bodies, coupled together
with the high degree of intolerance toward corruption amongst Austrian
citizens, and the stable nature of the Austrian economy, appear to facilitate
the foundations for a positive framework needed in order to mitigate and
eradicate police corruption throughout Austria.

CORRUPTIONIN INDIA

Corruption in India is a serious national problem that influences the
country’s economy and the credibility of central, state and local government
agencies. A study conducted by Transparency International in 2016 recorded
thatabout50% of Indians had paid bribes to get a job done in a pub lic office.
India ranks in 79th place out of 176 countries according to the Corruption
Perceptions Index of Transparency International.

Corruption is known as dishonest or fraudulent behavior by those in
power. Corruption can include giving or accepting bribes or gifts, double
dealing, manipulating elections, diverting funds, laundering money and some
other things.

There are many causes of corruption in India and they are quite
complex. The most important factor is the nature of a human being. People
in general have agreat thirst for luxuries and comforts, so they get themselves
involved in all unscrupulous activities which result in monetary or material
benefits. Moral and spiritual values are not given sufficient importance in
educational system, which is highly responsible for the deterioration of the
society. Corruption is partly connected with small salaries paid to officials
being employed in the government sector that force them to earn money by
illegal ways. Low job opportunities make plenty of people in India engage in
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various corrupt practices to get the job offer. They give bribes and then
criticize the corrupt officials. There is no unity among the public to stop
corruption.

Corruption in India mostly occurs due to excessive regulations,
complicated tax and licensing systems, numerous government departments
with opaque bureaucracy and discretionary powers, monopoly of government
controlled institutions on certain goods and services delivery, and the lack of
transparent laws and processes. Corruption in India is a result of the
connection between officials, politicians and criminals. Corruption has
become something respectable in India, because respectable people are
involved in it.

Beyond all doubt, the punishments imposed for corrupt acts are
inadequate. Those who are caught red-handed or found guilty do not get strict
penalties. First they are suspended for a few weeks or months and then they
are appointed to the same position in anotherlocation.

The question how to reduce corruption is constantly arising in India.
Here are some possible ways to solve the problem. First of all, strong and
stringent laws need to be enacted which give no room for the guilty to escape.
Moreover, establishment of special courts for speedy justice can be a huge
positive aspect. Much time should not elapse between the registration of a
case and the delivery of judgment. Unfortunately the police are perceived to
be corrupt in India. Corruption in the police at all levels of their interaction
with the public has left the latter with little faith in this institution, which is
supposed to be a protectorand guardian of the security of the people.

Fighting Corruption in the US

The most determined policy in the fight against corruption by means
of legislative means is the United States. At the international level it is
recognized that the criminal legislation of this country contains a broader
concept of criminal corruption than in Europe, which pays no less attention
to the problem of corruption. US law provides for punishment for active and
passive bribery in the form of a fine, the amount of which is calculated by a
triple bribe size, or imprisonment up to 15 years. Both can be combined by
court order. For stimulating the commission of lawful actions by an official,
i.e. for giving and receiving "tips", US law provides for a fine, the size of
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which determines the court, or imprisonment for up to 2 years, or the
combination of both. A separate rule of the US law provides for criminal
liability of the heads of banks for providing a loan or a cash gift to the
inspectororassistantinspectorwho checks the bank orhas the right to inspect
it. This rule is the prevention of bribery. When bringing to justice, you do not
need to prove thatthe inspector has taken any action in favor of the bank. For
the commission of this crime, punishment is provided in the form of
imprisonment for up to one year or a fine for the amount of a loan or gift. The
same penalty and disqualification is awaited by the inspector who accepted
the loan or gift from the bank that he inspects orcan inspect. The special rule
concerns active and passive bribery of employees of the federal banking
system, aimed at obtaining a loan. The article provides for a fine of up tol
million dollars or triples the value of a thing given, offered, promised,
solicited, demanded, accepted or accepted by the bribed. Provision is also
made for imprisonment up to 30 years, or for combining both. If the value of
a bribe did not exceed 1 thousand dollars, then the deprivation of liberty
cannot be more than one year. Criminal punishment is the requirement or
receipt of money or property values in order to facilitate the device for public
service. The perpetrator shall be punished by imprisonment for one year, or
by a fine in the amount of the required or received amount, or by combining
both types of punishment. An exception is made for special recruitment
agencies that are authorized to participate in recruiting for the civil service.

Combating Corruption in Police

The concept of corruption is known to every citizen. It is a criminal
phenomenon that afflicts society and the state. One of the most important
issues that should be noted here is corruption in law enforcement agencies.

It is a social phenomenon in which the actions of officials cause
significant material and economic damage to a state, a society or a separate
company. Both young and experienced employees take part in corrupt
practices.

Corruption in law enforcement agencies is one of the main threats to
national security, as it undermines the financial system, public confidence in
the state, as well as the ability of civil servants to defend their national
interests through the use of positions for their own enrichment.
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The most common type of corruption is acceptingmoney causing
direct or indirect harm to the organization or the state. A person involved in
corruption schemes is almost always interested in material gain.

The reasons forthis phenomenon are low level of legal consciousness,
briber’s ignorance of the law, his belief in the expediency of bribes; belief
thateven legitimate requirements cannot be satisfied legally; underpaymentof
law enforcement officers.

Typical causes of corrupt manifestations by a policeman are
greediness, desire to obtain additional benefits using official authority,
inability to manifest principality, to refuse persons their illegitimate requests,
a tendency to act under the influence of others.To succeed in combating
corruptionit is important to apply for a job a new staff, increase material and
social security, and eliminate rooted corruption links.Corruption should be
disadvantageous in economic, political and social spheres.

The main step to fight corruption is to make the legal systemwork and
enforce the laws. Every corrupt person should be punished. It is almost
impossible to getrid of corruption but it does not mean that it is not necessary
to combat it. Important means of combating corruption is the principle of
equality of a citizen and the state before the law and the court. The absence
of this principle today leads to the abuse of powers by law enforcement
officials.

Combating Corruption in New Ze aland

New Zealand is regarded as having one of the lowest levels of
perceived corruption in the world. Transparency International's 2016
Corruption Perceptions Index ranks the country first place out of 176
countries. New Zealand had previously topped the index for seven
consecutive years until 2013; it dropped to second place in 2014 and fourth
in 2015. New Zealand has ratified several important international anti-
corruption conventions such as the OECD Convention on Combating Bribery
of Foreign Public Officials in International Business Transactionsand the
United Nations Convention against Corruption.

The OECD Anti-Bribery Convention (officially Convention on
Combating Bribery of Foreign Public Officials in International Business
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Transactions) is a convention of the OECD aimed at reducing corruption in
developing countries by encouraging sanctions against bribery in
international business transactions carried out by companies based in the
Convention member countries.

The United Nations Convention against Corruption (UNCAC) is a
multilateral treaty negotiated by member states of the United Nations (UN)
and promoted by the UN Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC). It is one of
several legally binding international anti-corruption agreements. UNCAC
requires state parties to the treaty to implement several anti-corruption
measures that focus on five main areas: prevention, law enforcement,
international cooperation, asset recovery, and technical assistance and
information exchange.

UNCAC's goalis to reduce various types of corruption that can occur
across country borders, such as trading in influence and abuse of power, as
well as corruption in the private sector, such as embezzlement and money
laundering. Another goal of the UNCAC s to strengthen international law
enforcement and judicial cooperation between countries by providing
effective legal mechanisms for international asset recovery.

New Zealand has some investigative agencies that help combat
against corruption. First ofthem is the Independent Police Conduct Authority
(IPCA) is an independent civilian oversight body that considers complaints
against the New Zealand Police and oversees their conduct. It derives its
responsibilities and powers from the Independent Police Conduct Authority
Act. Under section 12.1 of the Act, the Authority's functions are to receive
complaints alleging misconduct or neglect of duty by police employees; or
concerning any practice, policy, or procedure of New Zealand Police and to
take action as contemplated by the Act. It may also investigate any Police
incident involving death or serious bodily harm and make recommendations
to the Commissioner of Police based onthose investigations.

The IPCA is independent from the New Zealand Police. It is not part
of the Police and is required to make its findings based on the facts and the
law. It does notanswer to the Police or anyone else over those findings and
in this sense, its independence is similar to that of a Court. The Authority's
status as an independent Crown entity means that there is no political
involvement in its operations. The second is the Office of the Ombudsman
was established in 1962 under the Parliamentary Commissioner
(Ombudsman) Act 1962. The term "Ombudsman™ is Swedish and basically
means "grievance person”. The primary role of the Ombudsman in New
Zealand is to investigate complaints against government agencies. The
Ombudsman's role is described in its Annual Report for 2012 as follows: "We
investigate, review and inspect the administrative conduct of state sector
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agencies, and provide advice and guidance, in order to ensure people are
treated fairly in New Zealand” and that “a high level of public trust in
government is maintained”.

Dealing with Corruption as a Part of an Officer Training

There are several technological advances in policing and law
enforcement that could impact the amount of corruption. With increased
technology comes more transparency. This transparency has led to increased
accountability and greater oversight. Early intervention systems are a perfect
technological advancement that helps to understand how corruption can be
effected. These systems increase police accountability by reviewing an
individual officer’s actions, arrest patterns, performance problems,
accumulated complaints and various other factors. These systems rely on data
to manage and identify officers whose performance exhibits problems.
Interventions, usually counseling or training, to correct those performance
problems can then be initiated. As departments and legislative bodies create
more laws to controlpolice conduct, the officers themselves feel resentful due
to the dynamic and uncertain nature of their work. This leads to the officers
distancing themselves from departmental accountability in an attempt to
develop self-protection. External changes in society impact law enforcement
corruption as well. Corruption reflects the area of opportunity. From extorting
pickpockets to engaging in drug trafficking, opportunities exist to benefit one’s
self. The opportunities for corruption are greatest when there is a large degree
of discretionary authority given to a police officer. The changes that are a part
of society impact law enforcement which then in turn impacts the training that
these officers must undertake. These various shifts will lead to better policing
which will then be better able to serve society. To that end, police training
recognizes the need for its courses to provide officers with real life scenarios.
There are four elements to a successful training program: contextualize the
learning, integrate key topics throughoutthe curriculumand build the scenario
and conduct a thorough debriefing after the scenario. Additionally, ethics
training should teach officers to ask themselves three questions when faced
with an ethical dilemma. Is it againstthe law? Is it against policy? Is it against
my own personal code of ethics? Furthermore, bettereducation and training of
officers leads to more positive attitudes toward their job. The more educated an
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officer is, generally, correlates to a higher level of problem solving, a greater
appreciation of cultural diversity,and more skill in dealing with and fostering
relations with the community. There is also more ethical decision making and
less corruption in officers who are more educated. Enhanced training and
advanced study lead to a higher degree of prestige and respect for law
enforcement officers, which in turn may lessen corruption.

CORRUPTIONIN INDIA

Corruption is a global phenomenon. It is found in every society.
Various surveys report the police force to be the most corruption prone sector
in India. The surprising thing is that the police take money both from the
accused and the complainants. The powers enjoyed by the police in India are
sowide that they can accuse, arrest, and harass even an honest person. Cases
of beating the poor people(e.g., rickshaw-pullers, labourers, vendors, etc.) on
small pretexts and taking away all the money in their pockets, accepting
money from truck-drivers, collecting ‘hafta’(weekly fixed amount), from
shopkeepers are very common.

Police corruption is a specific form of police misconduct designed to
obtain financial benefits, other personal gain, or career advancement for a
police officer or officers in exchange for not pursuing, or selectively
pursuing, an investigation or arrest. The prevailing form of police corruption
is demanding or accepting bribes in place of not reporting organized drug or
prostitution rings or other illegal activities. Another example is when law
enforcers flout the code of conduct in order to secure convictions of suspects
through the use of falsified evidence. There are cases where police officers
deliberately and systematically participate in organized crime themselves.

Atrticle 7 of the United Nations Code of Conduct for Law Enforcement
Officials says that ‘Law enforcement officials shall not commit any act of
corruption. They shall also rigorously oppose and combat all such acts’.
However, there are various situations in which these unlawful acts are
committed.

The reasons for corruption within Indian police are generally related
to the colonial model of policing and the lack of accountability in the law
enforcement systemof the country. The police were organized as a colonial
force in the period of British rule in India. Poorly paid and badly trained
Indian police were given extraordinary discretionary judgments and broad
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authorities to deal with the native population. The police were created to
strike terror in the hearts of the people so that they could not pose any
challenge to British rule. Unfortunately the police system deliberately
designed to subjugate the local people and promote colonial interests was
nevertheless maintained after the county gained independence.

The defaulting police officer has become a symbol of the entire
organization and the police misconduct is a powerful weapon which stains
the image of the force. Thus the major task of the police nowadays is to
improve the image for which reforms at the personnel level are imperative.
Ronald Segal said that “corruption like sacrifice starts at the top and
percolating down colours the whole society”. Hence, nationwide
determination to combat corruption is needed to achieve the effectiveness of
anti-corruption measures in Indianpolice.

The Role ofthe Police in Combating Corruption in
Ukraine and the UK

Under current conditions, corruption has become a factor that poses a
real threat to the national security and democratic development of every
civilized country in the world, including Ukraine. In counteracting and
combating corruption in Ukraine, special attention should be paid to
borrowing international experience from those countries with the lowest level
of corruption in the world. The UK is among such countries, which is one of
the ten least corrupt countries in the world.

An investigation into corrupt practices in the UK is covered by Public
Sector Corruption. It is a special police unit in the field of combating
corruption in the public sector. In the case of committing corrupt acts in
particularly large amounts (£ 2 million), or, if the crime is very serious,
Serious Fraud Office will investigate it.

In Ukraine, the Department for the Protection of Economy as an
transregional territorial body of the National Police has been established to
counter and combat corrupt acts, those tasks include: 1) participation in the
formation and implementation of state policy in the field of combating
economic crime; 2) detection, prevention and suppression of crimes in the
field of economics; 3) counteraction to corruption offenses and offenses
related to corruption; 4) establishment of causes and conditions for the
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commission of offenses in the field of economy, as well as taking measures
to eliminate them, etc.

Fighting Corruption in Great Britain

Problems of corruption in Great Britain are the focus of attention of
criminologists and practical law enforcement officers. The police carry out
the investigation of crimes which fall under the characteristics of corruption.
There is a special section in the structure of anti-fraud department of police
in Great Britain where investigators work. They investigate crimes in public
and state sector. If losses from corrupt practices exceed 2 millions Britain
pounds or a crime is serious enough such offence will be investigated by
SeriousFraudOffice.

SeriousFraudOffice  (SFO)is an independent governmental
department which carries out its activity only on the territory of England,
Wales and Northern Ireland. Its jurisdiction doesn’t extend on Scotland, isle
of Man and Channel Islands. At present time corruption matters in Great
Britain are handled according to the norms of common law (based on legal
proceedings and customs) and statutory law.

The main document containing the powers of SFO is the “Criminal
Proceedings” Act 1987. According to this Act SeriousFraudOffice conducts
investigations in cooperation with police. The formation of SFO or
involvement of police officers with case investigations in SFO didn’t
influence the constitutionalindependence of police bodies. Its organizational
structure and accountability kept the same. The activity of SFO is based on
the strong collaborative relationship with police. Police officers are a part of
investigative groups. Participation of police in the SFO’s activity is very
effective because professional experience of police officers and their
knowledge of on-scene situation enhance special knowledge of SFO officers
which are mainly in the sphere of finances and law. But police officers don’t
have special powers as some officers of SFO do.

Inte rnational Fight Against Corruption. Singapore
Experience

Corruption is one of the greatest problems of the 21st century. This
negative phenomenon exists in all countries of the world, but on different
scales. Corruption as a transnational phenomenon is a threat to the entire
world community.

Corruption in international legal instruments is defined as one of the
global problems in ensuring international legal order. The international
community seeks to unite efforts in preventing and combating corruption.
Anti-corruption is carried out in different countries on the basis of their
historical and sometimes religious development. Anticorruption struggle in
these countries takes place with different effects and in different directions.

Currently, measures to prevent corruption have been presented in
international anti-corruption programs:

- The global program of the United Nations against corruption;

- The UN Declaration on Combating Corruption and Bribery in
International Commercial Transactions;

- United Nations Convention against Corruption, etc.

There are many countries in the world that have successfully coped
with or reduced the scale of corruption. A vivid example is modern
Singapore, which takes the leading place in the world for lack of corruption.
The country used to be in an extremely difficult economic situation and was
thoroughly permeated with lawlessness.

This served as the basis for the adoption of a whole system of
measures, distinguished by strictness and consistency. To solve the problem,
The Corruption Investigation Bureau with broad powers, where citizens
could complain about civil servants and claim damages was established.
Strict economic sanctions were imposed for bribes or refusal to participate in
anti-corruption investigations. Simultaneously, the measures of criminal
punishment for corruption were tightened. Also on June 17, 1960, the Anti-
Corruption Act was adopted, which contained important items designed to
overcome the shortcomings of fighting corruption and strengthen the
capabilities of the anti-corruption department.

Employees of the Bureau were allowed to arrest and search suspects,
examine any bank account, securities and data on purchases ofany suspect in
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violation of therules established by the Anti-Corruption Act, under the same
conditions, to access bank accounts of any official, and if necessary of his
wife , children, etc.

The Office (Bureau) receives and investigates complaints of
corruption in the public and private spheres; investigates misconduct of
officials; examines the procedures for government agencies to identify
possible opportunities for corrupt situations.

Theexample of Singapore shows that thanks to political will, effective
anti-corruption legislation and incorruptible independent agency they have
managed to reduce corruption to a very low level in just a few years.

Police Combat Against Corruption in Nigeria

Corruption is widespread in Nigerian society. The Nigerian corruption
situation fits the criteria of systemic corruption. It has become part and parcel
of daily life andis tolerated, accepted, and institutionalized to the extent that
both people who give and receive bribes have internalized that behaviour.

The effects of corruption are social and economic. Governments and
communities suffer from the malaise as it makes them uneconomic in that:
less revenue is collected, with a loss to government much greater than the
individual gains; more money is paid for the goods and services procured;
policies are distorted to maximise corrupt gains, usually in favour of capital
intensive spending; resources are diverted away from social and
developmental priorities; investment is discouraged.

The Nigerian Criminal Code and the Penal Code, which are
comprehensive sets of criminal laws that apply in Southern and Northern
Nigeria, contain provisions aimed at tackling corruption in the public sector.
Today, the main institutions for combating crime are the Courts, Police,
Customs.

The main functions of police are:

1. establishing and maintaining high standards of conduct for the
honest, ethical and effective performance of policing functions;

2. provision of modern equipment and facilities to detect and combat
crime;

3. training and retraining of police officers;
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4. collaboration with international police (Interpol) organizations
world-wide;

5. having and maintaining effective systems for the recruitment of
police officers for integrity, honesty, ethical standards and expertise;

6. good remuneration of police officers;

7. constant review of data on the fight against financial crime to reflect
whether there is progress or not;

8. incentive for good performance.

Combating Corruption in Police Organizations

When faced with the issue of combating police corruption, law
enforcement agencies and administrators can try various means to deal with
the problem. There are at least four means of dealing with this issue. The first
method of fighting police corruption is through leadership. Police agencies
must have a strong administrator that is willing to assess the problems, come
up with solutions, and monitor the success of their implementations. Strong
leadership is very important in terms of handling corruption because officers
will typically look to their leaders to determine how they should behave. If
officers see that their supervisors are engaging in corruption, they are more
likely to engage in it themselves, but if they see that administrators are
following the law, punishing violations, and behaving ethically, then they
would learn that to do otherwise is unacceptable. Two other waysfor
combating corruption involved the hiring process and departmental
procedures. It is believed that if administrators selected quality applicants
through high standards, then corruption would likely decrease. The use of
psychological tests can help in the selection process because they are
designed to determine characteristics of individuals. The administrator can
decline those applicants that do not meet the standards set by the department.
With regard to department standards, it is believed that by providing training,
setting up codes of conduct, making sure the officers are punished when
violations occur, and encouraging officers to work together, a lot of the
problems with corruption would disappear in police agencies. One of the
main forms of training that police departments can provide is ethics training.
This training will give officers the opportunity to understand the different
ethical issues that are a part of the job, and, it is hoped, they will learn how
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to deal with these conflicts in a moral and ethical manner. A final way to
combat corruption in law enforcementis through civilian review boards. It is
the job of law enforcement civil review boards to investigate allegations of
corruption. The board can also make recommendations for change in terms
of punishment meted out and policies on dealing with corruption. Many
people like review boards that are independent of police departments because
of theincrease in impartiality thatis associated with them. They believe that
these types of boards are able to fully investigate issues of corruption and
look at everyone’s side of the story.

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Police Against Corruption

Police misconduct and corruption are abuses of police authority.
Sometimes used interchangeably, the terms refer to a wide range of procedural,
criminal, and civil violations. Misconduct is the broadest category. Misconduct is
"procedural” when it refers to police who violate police department rules and
regulations; "criminal" when it refers to police who violate state and federal laws;
"unconstitutional” when it refers to police who violate a citizen's civil rights; or any
combination thereof. Common forms of misconductare excessive use of physical
ordeadly force, discriminatory arrest, physical or verbal harassment, and selective
enforcementofthe law.

Police corruption is the abuse of police authority for personal gain.
Corruption may involve profit or another type of material benefit gained illegally
as a consequence of the officer's authority. Typical forms of corruption include
bribery, extortion, receiving or fencing stolengoods, and sellingdrugs.

Through both criminal and civil statutes, federal law specifically targets
police misconduct. Federal law is applicableto all state, county, and local officers,
including those who work in correctional facilities. The law makes it unlawful for
anyoneacting with police authority to deprive or conspire to deprive another person
ofany right protected by the Constitution or laws of the United States. Additionally,
federal law prohibits conduct ranging fromracial slurs and unjustified arrests to the
refusal of departments to respondto discrimination complaints.

Most problematically of all for plaintiffs, police are protected by thedefense
of immunity—an exemption from penalties and burdens that the law generally
places on other citizens. This immunity is limited, unlike the absolute immunity
enjoyedby judges or legislators.
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The localand state agencies are more susceptibleto corruption than federal
agencies. For example, the Federal Bureau of Investigation is held in high regard
and is thoughtto bean example of what a law enforcement organization should be
and its agentsare considered exemplary police officers. The federal pay scales are
greaterandthe educational standards are higher, as well. In other words, the federal
agencies havethe “creamofthe crop” of law enforcement officers. Lower pay and
less integrity are identified as two major reasons for corruption and these conditions
exist far more often in local and state agencies. The expectation of the police to
regulate morality while respecting civil liberties, cracking down on clandestine
activities while obeying regulations on how information is obtained and evidence
gathered, enforcing regulations dealing with economic enterprise while remaining
immune to the temptations create tension and contradiction. One result of this is
corruption.

Singapore. Police Experience in Fighting Corruption

Given Ukraine's European prospects and its integration into the
European Union, there is an urgent need to build an effective and effective
mechanism for preventing and combating corruption in a particular area.

Singapore is one of the countries that managed to overcome or
substantially reduce corruption. The Government of the country was aware
that the penalties provided for by law would not be effective unless they were
based on effective enforcement. Therefore, it was decided to create a Bureau
- a universal anti-corruption agency. The Law on the Prevention of
Corruption, adopted on June 17, 1960, with the amendments and additions,
which is still valid today, is the main legal act in this area, as a guarantee of
the successful functioning of the Bureau for the Investigation of Corruption
in Singapore.

For the effective enforcement of investigations, the Bureau has
extraordinary powers. They have the exclusive right, without the court's
decision, to detain and search persons suspected of corruption in which there
are claims based on information from reliable sources, they can investigate
their wives, children, relatives and guarantors. The lawful practice was to
provide citizens, upon request, with confidential information they need.
Refusal to cooperate with the investigation and concealment of information
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is considered as an offense and is punishable by a fine of up to $ 10,000 or
detention for a term up to one year.In court, you can draw any citizen
regardless of his status and rank. All cases completed by the investigation are
forwarded to the prosecutorwith a proposalto take action against the specific
persons stipulated by law.

In our view, taking into accountthe positive experience of Singapore,
it can be argued that for Ukrainian anti-corruption practical activity all needs
improvement of legislative acts, which concern not only direct performers,
but also their loved ones. And the very consistent implementation of these
laws would ensure effective prevention and counteraction to this negative
phenomenon.

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Types of Police Corruption

Police corruption is the misuse of police authority for personal gain.
It carries high costs. First, a corrupt act is a crime. Second, police corruption
detracts from the integrity of the police and tarnishes the public image of law
enforcement. Third, corruption protects other criminal activity such as drug
dealing and prostitution. Protected criminal activities are often lucrative
sources of income for organized crime.

Police corruption has two main categories - external corruption, which
concerns police contacts with the public, and internal corruption, which
involves the relationships among policemen within the workings of the police
department. The external corruption generally consists of the following
activities:

1) Payoffs to police by essentially non-criminal elements or payoffs
by those who police protection, willing to pass money to individual officers
or groups of officers.

(2) Payoffs to police by individuals who constantly violate the law as
a method of making money (for example, prostitutes, narcotics addicts,
persons who sell illegal drugs and professionalburglars).

(3) "Clean Graft" where money is paid to police for services.

These manifestations of external corruption are often based to the
established hierarchical structure of the police department.
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For example, an owner who wishes to avoid arrest must be assured
that his payments to a single officer will guarantee that the person either has
the power to order otherofficers notto botherthe owner or shares the money
with those who have responsibilities.

In all cases of external police corruption, protection is the service
granted, either in overlooking violations of the law or in providing some
additional police assistance. Internal corruption exists as a result of a desire
of individual officers to improve their working conditions or to achieve
higher status in the police department. It may include:

1) Payment of money to join the police force.

(2) Payment of money to higher ranking officers for better shifts or
assignments.

(3) Payment for choice vacation time.

(4) Strict adherence to a code of silence concerning external police
corruption.

(5) Payment for promotions.

Most types of internal corruption are seldom publicized and usually
are not the subject of federal prosecution. However, because they are often
interdependent, the elimination of external corruption may have the effect of
eliminating many forms of internal police corruption. Thus, widespread
investigations and prosecutions of external police corruption may have a
potentially significant impact onall aspects of police corruption.

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The Activities of Anti-corruption Police Agencyof Norway

Norway is a signatory to main international anti-corruption
conventions, e.g. OECD Convention (1997), Council of Europe Convention
(1990), UN Conventions (2000 and 2003).

The basic provisions on bribery and corruption are found in the
Norwegian Penal Code Chapter 30, sections 387, 388 and 389 (Oct, 2015)
and applied to all types of employment, office orassignment for both public
and private employers and principals, irrespective of position.

Norwegian anti-corruption legislation does not distinguish between
foreign and domestic public officials.

There is one national police and prosecution authority in Norway -
The National Authority for Investigation and Prosecution of Economic and
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Environmental Crime in Norway - consisting of highly specialised and
trained investigators and prosecutors.Within the ordinary police force, there
are specific law enforcement teams consisting of financial crime and white-
collar crime experts.

An offence is committed if a bribe is offered orally orin writing. It is
also consummated if such an offer is accepted or if the offender asks for a
bribe. The formation of an oral contract that includes bribes constitutes an
offence.

Since 2003 till 2015 approximately 40 major corruption cases were
investigated, resulting in convictions for companies and individuals in
Norwegian courts.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the Norwegian Agency for
Development Cooperation and the Norwegian Peace Corps have developed a
whistle-blowing system allowing anyone who has information of alleged
corruption to report suspicions through both internal reporting lines and an
external partner.

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Causes of Police Corruption in Developing Countries

No country in the world is absolutely “clean” of corruption. It is not
acceptable in developed world where corrupt officials are discarded. In most
developing countries corruption is widespread in everyday life. The society
has learned to live with it considering corruption an integral part of their
culture. Corruption is usually an acceptable social phenomenon in developing
countries and its level is much higher than in developed ones.

Corruption is a pervasive and historically persistent part of many
police organizations. It arises in the daily routines of the police. There are
multiple reasons for it. Common features to developing countries are their
underdevelopment, low level of education and wages, tendency to investin a
career. In other words, there are constant and variable factors that lead police
officers to engaging in corrupt behavior.

Constant factors are discretion, low level of supervision, low public
visibility, internal solidarity, low salaries, and contact with lawbreakers.
Usually officers may start to use the discretion to their advantage knowing
thatthey are not supervised. Soon they gain more courage and serious corrupt
behavior.
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Variable factors are influence by politics, integrity of leadership, legal
opportunities for corruption, and moral cynicism. Justice in developing
countries is quite corrupt too. It takes years to punish a corrupt police officer
who tries to avoid prosecution by hiring experienced highly-paid lawyers.

African countries dominate the ranking of the 25 poorest countries in
the world and only four countries are not African. They are Afghanistan,
Kiribati, Solomon Islands, and Haiti. People in such countries live in extreme
poverty, they lack stable means of meeting basic life needs.

Reduction in corruption depends on economic development. The fight
against corruption must therefore be based on the development process. In
order to prevent police corruption in developing countries, there should be
more consequences for actions. Corrupt activities should be noticed and
broughtto the officer’s attention as unethical, and his corrupt behavior may
bring to more serious consequences.

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The Anti-Corruption Experience of Foreign Countries:
a Practical Aspect

Formulation of the problem. The EU attention to the problem of
corruption is increasing every year. There are obvious successes in some
countries. Transparency of government policy, adopting a code of conduct
for officials, removal of administrative barriers, and absence of pressure on
business are the measures considered effective for anti-corruption, and they
definitely bring results.

The most popular measure of corruption is the Corruption Perceptions
Index (CPI), which a public institution “Transparency International”
calculates on the basis of an annual survey of the business structures’
representatives and analysts dealing with global economic and human rights
issues. By 2018, Ukraine occupies only the 130th place out of 180 positions
in “Transparency International” corruption rating, despite the sufficient
quantity and quality of anti-corruption legislative acts and institutions.

Main body. Let's consider the most interesting experience of the
particular problem in our opinion.

By 2018, Singapore is ranked the 6th out of 180 in the ranking list
“Transparency International”. Here are some of the principles this country is
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guided by: the country's leaders must give every possible example, lead a
modest way of life and avoid tolerance of corruption in any form; any person
noticed in corruption must be punished, despite their status and position in
the society; legislation should take into account previous experience and
eliminate gaps by passing appropriate amendments; if salaries are low,
talented employees join private companies, and in civil bodies those are left
who intend taking bribes to improve their standard of living.

In South Korea, which is ranked the 51st in the “Transparency
International” rating, there is one "Corruption Law", known as the benchmark
all over the world. It gives the right to any adult citizen in that country to
begin his own investigation into a bribe, and the main anti-corruption body,
the Committee on Auditing and Inspection, is obliged to support it. This
means that absolutely anyone can sue, and it must compulsory be
investigated.

The Netherlands are ranked the 8th in the “Transparency
International” rating, where the anti-bribe measures are based on identifying
and tracking systems. A special team of experts, analysts, and academics,
using data collection and calculation, monitors where corruption is possible
and establishes strict control over this sphere.

The USA is ranked the 16th in the “Transparency International” rating
list. The legislation here considers the civil service as a sphere of activity,
which excludes any personalinterests. The polygraph assists themin it when
state officials are obliged to be checked.

Hong Kong along with Australia and Iceland takes the 13th place in
the "Transparency International” rating.

The whole society was involved in the anti-bribe measures. Any
citizen can report his suspicions as for officials. Journalists have got access
to the information relating to the property and financial records of a civil
servantand his family. Due to the full coverage of anti-corruption cases, the
trust of the citizens to the anti-corruption effectiveness has increased
significantly, and people have started actively cooperate with the authorities.
Thus, officials, having considered the consequences of the charges against
the bribe-takers, changed their attitude to bribes.

Conclusions. The experience of many countries shows that citizens,
interested in overcoming corruption, are the main force in identifying
corruption offenses and passing effective anti-corruption measures. The
development of the civil control system over the anticorruption activity of
those bodies which are directly charged with the anti-corruption measures
becomes of topical importance.

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Combating Corruption in Estonian Police

Estonia’s level of corruption in general and more specifically in the
police force is low in comparison to the European Union’s average. In
Estonia the Security Police Board and Police Board are in charge of
investigating and regulating any instances of police corruption. Their main
aims are to gather intelligence and elaborate anti-corruption measures. These
boards comprise four regional departments who mainly deal with corruption
surrounding higher officials. Majority of their force have received higher
education with specialized training in corruption investigations. Their
primary purpose is to investigate instances of corruption crimes, committed
only by public servants. The achievements of this board have been solving
cases in significant white-collar crime and corruption in border and custons
guard. All of the Estonian police officers have to go through a bit of initial
anti-corruption training and some must fulfill it in terms of continued
training. The general Estonian police are governed by the Police Board who
has an Internal Control Division responsible for the investigation of
misconduct and corruption. The Police board is in control of investigating
smaller instances of corruption, as well as those cases concerning civic
officials. The most recent “Anti-Corruption Strategy 2013-2020” crosses
many private and public areas and sectors of Estonia. The aim of the Strategy
is to raise awareness and educate the population of corruption issues. Within
the guidelines of this Strategy all decisions, regulations and policies
implemented by the different ministries and boards must abide by the rule of
transparency, whereby the public must be informed of what is occurring, how
much it will cost and why. Due to Estonia’s position on the border of the
European Union (EU), their Border and Customs Guards come in contact
with a great deal of organized crime and immigrants wanting to cross the
Eastern border of Estonia into the EU. As a result, many officials in this
agency see the opportunity to increase their wealth through corruption and in
turn accept bribes to let immigrants into Estonia and the EU. This type of
corrupted officials pose a serious threat to both national security and the
security of the EU, when they let in illegal immigrants, in particular those
involved in organized crime. The Estonian Government states the aim of all
anti-corruption strategies setup in their country is to ensure their population
is allowed full enjoyment of their human rights. Through the long-term anti-
corruption strategies, the Estonian Government aims to rid their country of
any sort of corruption

Combtaing Corruption. Japanese Experience

The Japanese experience in combating corruption proves that the absence
of a single, codified act aimed to combat corruption does not prevent effective
resolution ofthe problem. The rules of anti-corruption nature are contained in many
national laws. Particular importance the Japanese legislator gives to prohibitions
against politicians, state and municipal officials. They include, in particulr,
numerous measures that would politically neutralize a Japanese official in relation
to private business both during service and after release.

Just like in Singapore, the Japanese legislator imposes strict restrictions on
the financing of election campaigns, parties and other political organizations,
introduces strictly regulated procedures for donations in favor on candidates for
elections, political foundations, and establis hes strict financial reporting procedures.
Violation ofthe provisions of the law entails application of sanctions.

The Japanese legislator qualifies as a criminal offense the actions of
politicians, that punch for a reward from the person concerned advantageous
solution by influence the state, municipal official, as well as legal entities with 50
% ofthe capital of thestate or local self-government. In Japan, as in many countries,
human resources policy is one of the main areas of the fight against a corruption.
Japanese civil servants are guaranteed decent wages. The Japanese legislator pays
great attention to the ethical behavior of politicians and employees. Since April
2000, the country has the Law “On the Ethics of Civil Servants”, as well as
government’s decree approving the ethical rules ofthe civil servant and the rules of
administrative punishments for their violation. In theethical rules of a civil servant,
the definition of an “interested person” and a detailed list of unethical actions are
excluded, which excludes arbitrary interpretation of the requirements of the law. In
April2001 the law “On Disclosureof Information” came into forcein Japan. This
act guarantees citizens the right to access official information held by government
agencies andthe possibility to appealingto the Council for the control of dis closure
in the event that government decides not to disclose certain information. These
conditions allowed civic organizations to expose several cases of corruption. Thus,
in Japan the priority areas in the fight against corruption are: 1) measures of political
economy; 2)thereformof the civilservice; 3)the providing of public freedons.

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Using the Experience of Norway in Combating Corruption
in Ukraine

For many years, Ukraine has overcome a great path in the struggle for
national independence. Setting up foreign policy, reforming all spheres of
public life and implementing European standards, socio-economic changes,
a common market for services - all these issues make the goal of European
integration of Ukrainian life.Norway is an example of a high level of
preventing corruption. Norway has worked out a clear anti-corruption
strategy for many years.

The mostimportant thing in Norway is the effective interaction within
the "triangle™ (1) non-governmental organizations, (2) the press and civil
society,and (3) the government and industry. Norway strictly adheres to EITI
standards (Transparency Initiative for Extractive Industries). If the EITI
experts oversee the industry, then the tense eyes of the Norwegian TI
(Transparency International) and a dozen other local non-governmental
organizations monitor the prevention of corruption and abuse. A key role in
the fairness and transparency of funds movement is played by the Council on
Ethics, overseeing the same Global Government Pension Fund, which has
huge profits from the export of hydrocarbons. The fund is in fact a huge
Norwegian institution of domination and a part of the economic structure.
The share of future generations of this fund has already been converted into
shares, technology and real estate around the world.

Norwegian authorities are not allowed to accept gifts and presents
from other countries, because they believe that it is also a subject of
corruption. The public control and public access to information about the
work of state bodies is constantly increasing and the formation of
anticorruption ideology and citizens' legal awareness is taking place. It is
common knowledge that prices for goods and services are very high.
Norwegians are obliged to pay taxes in a timely manner, although they are
notsmall, because Norway's main objective is the socio-economic provision
of the future generation. That is, almost all incomes go to the future of the
state and society. With regard to transparency, it is the main mechanism for
preventing corruption.

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Specialized Anti-Corruption Institutions

As a social phenomenon political corruption exists practically in all
countries ofthe world, including those that referto the "benchmark" countries
in terms of democracy development. The main problem regarding
counteraction to political corruption in the systemof civil administration is
the considerable diversity of legislation that regulates the relations in this
sphere which is much conditioned by national traditions and history. In most
countries anti-corruption legislation is relatively new and mainly
insufficiently studied. Some principles of this issue in the states of the
European Union are setup at the constitutionallevel, and in some states they
are written in the legislative acts.

Recently passed international treaties demand from the participating
countries creation of specialized bodies foranti-corruption and its preventing.
Thus, the UN Anti-Corruption Convention requires two types of anti-
corruption institutions:

- body or authorities preventing corruption;

- body, authorities or individuals specializing in the anti-corruption
law enforcement measures.

To organize an effective anti-corruption measures in Ukraine was
adopted Anti-Corruption Strategy, which defines the system of tasks and
actions to decrease corruption. This strategy is aimed at creating a systemof
integrity and professional civil service in accordance with international
standards; elimination of the corruption risks; overcoming corruption in the
judicial and criminal justice bodies, etc.

There is another approach to establishing specialized institutions.
Thus, Finland belongs to those European countries with no special anti-
corruption bodies. Their role is carried out by the Chancellor of Justice and
the Parliamentary Ombudsman. They control the activities of civil
authorities. The Finnish Constitution provides guarantees against the abuse
of state power, it regulates the decisions on the appointment of high-ranking
governmental officials. Despite the absence of special anti-corruption bodies
and laws, a number of rather vague legal norms that provoke the risk of
political corruption in the civil service system, the general principles of
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transparency and publicity of civil administration are considered to be main
public services in Finland.

One of the most prominent specialized anti-corruption institutions in
the world is the Independent Anti-Corruption Commission, which was
founded in Hong Kong in 1974. Since then the Independent Anti-Corruption
Commission has identified three key areas of anti-corruption, namely,
enforcement, corruption prevention and public enlightenment. Hong Kong
has become one of the most corruption-free countries of the world.

Consequently, each state has its own algorithm for building a structure
of institutions, but today there is an urgent need for such institutions to
operate in a single common rhythm to ensure the anti-corruption
effectiveness.

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Fighting Against Corruption in the USA

Level of corruption in the USA is average. The United States has
elaborate and extensive mechanisms for investigating and prosecuting
corrupt practices. The US faces a wide range of domestic challenges related
to the abuse of entrusted power for private gain.

The US offers a competitive market and abundant business
opportunities. Business costs are increased by extensive anti-corruption
legislation and strong requirements for compliance and internal controls.
Money laundering, abuse of office, extortion and commercial bribery are
prohibited by law.

Companies should be aware that the US government actively and
effectively enforces the established anti-corruption legislative framework,
including the Foreign Corrupt Practices Act. The FCPA provides a narrow
exception for facilitation payments and for recorded gifts of appropriate,
minimal value.

Corruption in the judiciary is a moderately low risk for companies.
Companies express general confidence in the efficiency of the legal
framework pertaining to settling disputes and challenging regulations.
Judicial favors in return for irregular payments and bribes are uncommon.

The country performs well in relation to the reliability of police
services to protect companies fromcrime. In legislation the United States has
strong and useful mechanisms for effective investigating and prosecuting
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corrupt practices. The most widely enforced anti-corruption law in the world
is the Foreign Corrupt Practices Act, which prohibits US persons and entities
from bribing foreign government officials. FCPA Resource Guide and FCPA
Compliance Quick Guide can help companies avoid corruption risks abroad
and help comply with legislation.

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Anti-Corruption Policy of the World’s Least Corrupt
Countries

Corruption is a complex social, political and economic phenomenon
that affects all countries.Corruption undermines democratic institutions,
slows economic development and contributes to governmental
instability.Still, there are a number of countries where corruption is ata very
low level.New Zealand, Denmark, Finland and Sweden have been
consistently ranked at the top of the Corruption Perceptions Index and are
perceived to be the least corrupt of all the countries surveyed. These countries
sharea common set of characteristics that are typically correlated with lower
levels of corruption.

Beside law enforcement, there is a broad consensus that fighting
corruption involves public participation and transparency mechanisms such
as disclosure of information. Recent studies show that freedom of the press
is positively correlated with control of corruption in well established
democracies. Finland, Denmark, Sweden and New Zealand all have high
GDP per capita, low inequality rates, literacy rates close to 100%, and such
prioritized human right issues as, for example,gender equality, freedom of
information, security and other economic, social and cultural rights.

Well performing countries typically have a long tradition of
government openness, civic activism and social trust, with strong
transparency and accountability mechanism in place allowing citizens to
monitor their politicians and hold them accountable for their actions and
decisions.

There are four strategic areas that are common to all these countries:

— disclosure of budget information discourages waste and
misappropriation of public funds. Therefore, countries should seek to
promote information disclosure as well as enhance citizens’ participation
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throughout the budget process. The Open Budget Index shows that Sweden
allows citizens to assess how their government is managing public funds.

— Codes of Conduct for public servants. Denmark obliges ministers to
monthly publish information on their travelling expenses and gifts.

— Legal framework criminalizing a wide range of corruption related
abuses and an independent and efficient judiciary.

Higher-ranked countries tend to have more press freedom, access to
information about public spending,and independent judicial systems. These
areas are indispensable in the fight against corruption.

The experience of foreign countries in the fight against
corruption

Reducing the level of corruption to a safe level in Ukraine is possible
only on condition that foreign experience in combating this extremely
negative social phenomenon. The selection and study of those foreign
programs aimed at combating bribery and corruption that have proved in
practice their effectiveness, presents great prospects for taking into
consideration positive foreign experience, especially in the absence of our
own really effective mechanism to countercorruption.

Let us analyze the experience of countries that have achieved a certain
success in this area:

In Israel, the anti-corruption atmosphere is provided by a system of
“certain duplication of monitoring” over possible corrupt practices is carried
out by government organizations, special police units and Office of the State
Comptroller, thatis independent of ministries and government agencies, and
public organizations such as “ Government cleanliness offices.” These
organizations investigate possible corruption points, and in case of their
detection inform investigative units. In Israel petty corruption is virtually
nonexistent because of significant social benefits for officials and punishment
when corruption is detected. In Israel not more than 5% of crimes connected
with corruption are finally brought to court and the reputation of a man
implicated in corruption scandal, is highly undesirable.

The basis of the fight against corruption in Germany is the matter of
destroying the financial base of criminal gangs. This can be achieved in two
ways: confiscation (confiscation of property) and the creation of an
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appropriate legal framework to prevent the “laundering” of “dirty” money.
Particular attention should be paid to the obligation of bank institutions to
provide law enforcement authorities with information on transaction with
money in amount of 20 thousand Euros, meaning that this information will
be used exclusively for investigation. The law stipulates the rule thatsays: if
a citizen makes a contribution to a bank in the amount of more than 50
thousand Euros, he/she is obliged to present a certificate of identity.

The main taskofthe German government in the field of prevention of
corruption is to make for civil servants impossible to misuse their official
positions.

To our opinion, Things a mentioned below may form the foundation
of a successfulnationalanti-corruption policy in Ukraine:

— Strong political will of the supreme state leadership to fight against
corruption and the unified state policy in the field of combating corruption.

— Organized social controlof civil society of the entire systemof state
administration ( an absolute prerequisite for this is the creation of an
atmosphere of transparency) and the possibility of violation of these criminal
prosecution. An important role here is played by truly independent media.

— Independence of the judiciary. This approach is fully illustrated by
the law enforcement systemof Italy, The United States, Great Britain, France
and othercountries.

— Strong accountability of those who are empowered to a truly
independent body that monitors the purity of civil servants, as well as
empowered to prosecute officials regardless of their place in the hierarchical
structure of government.

Still we should clearly realize, that neither legislative nor
administrative, norany other measures aimed at counteracting corruption can
be effective if there is no political will at all levels of government.

Police Corruption and Legislation Control

Police corruption is the misuse of police authority for personal gain.
BExamples include extortion (for example, demanding money for not writing
traffic tickets) and bribery (for example, accepting money in exchange for not
enforcing the law).
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Police corruption carries high costs. First, a corrupt act is a crime.
Second, police corruption detracts from the integrity of the police and
tarnishes the public image of law enforcement. Third, corruption protects
other criminal activity such as drug dealing and prostitution. Protected
criminal activities are often lucrative sources ofincome for organized crime.

According to the rotten apple theory, corruption is the work of a few,
dishonest,immoral police officers. Experts dismiss this theory because it fails
toexplain why so many corrupt officers become concentrated in some police
organizations but not others. Narcotic corruption, for example, is an
inevitable consequence ofdrug enforcement. Providers of these illegal goods
and service use part of their profits to bribe the police in order to ensure the
continuation of criminal enterprises.

Since corruption involves criminal behavior, prosecution of corrupt
police officers is possible. Since prosecutors depend on the police to gather
evidence and develop cases, they often don't want to “bite the hand that feeds
them.”

Legislators could reevaluate laws that create the potential for
corruption. Such a reassessment would be based on the recognition that a
major portion of police corruption is an outgrowth of laws that criminalize
drug use, prostitution, and gambling. Any serious attempt to fight police
corruption must wrestle with the decriminalization issue. Decriminalization
involves removing the criminal label from victimless crimes by legalizing
and regulating them. Decriminalization would contribute significantly to
improving the police corruption problem. It is doubtful, however, that any
state legislature will seriously consider legalizing drugs or any other
prohibited goods and services in the near future.

Combating Corruption in the Police

Corruption undermines the effectiveness of law enforcement, the
efficiency and legitimacy of police forces/services in the performance of their
functions and erodes the public confidence in law enforcement and justice.
Effective policing requires the combating of all forms of corruption in the
performance of policing functions and the promotion of high standards of
honesty, integrity and ethical behavior for police officers and other
employees of police forces/services. Since 1998, the Interpol Group of
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Bxperts on Corruption (IGEC) has been supporting Anti-Corruption Program
with its expertise and advice. The IGEC includes distinguished members
from law enforcement, as well as senior representatives fromthe international
community dedicated to combating corruption. Using the Interpol General
Assembly, the IGEC provide the Interpol Member States with a framework
for combating corruption, by formulating an Anti-Corruption strategy. This
strategy culminated in the proposal of the “Global Standards to Combat
Corruption in Police Forces/Services”.

These “Standards” have been well received by the international law
enforcement community and mark the beginning of a pro-active approach to
combating this crime. Around the world, honest police officers find
themselves discredited by the actions of corrupt fellow colleagues. Their
ability to properly serve their citizens is degraded by corrupted policing
systems. In countries where democratic principles and the rule of law are
weak, corrupt practices such as racketeering, bribes and collusion between
the police and organized crime are far more prolific. Even in countries that
have a strong rule of law, the reality is that corruption continues to occur in
the police services. There are debates as to what lies at the root of corruption,
but whatever the cause, corruption is utterly unacceptable in the police, an
institution that exists to protect its public and is the enforcer of the rule of
law.

Global Anti-Corruption Activities in Business

Corruption as an abuse of public or private office for personalgain is
one of the biggest obstacles to sustainable economic, political and social
development.The cost of corruption, which includes bribery, embezzlement,
nepotism or state capture, equals more than five per cent of global GDP —
$2.6tn. Public sector corruption alone siphons $1.5-2tn annually from the
global economy in bribes, and costs even more in terms of stunted economic
growth, lost tax revenues and sustained poverty.

According to the OECD’s (Organisation of Economic Cooperation
Development) Foreign Bribery Report (2014), which analyses all the cases
concluded, the extractive industry, construction and telecoms are sectors
most affected by corruptionThe effects are huge: from the refusal of
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companies to invest in countries to a distortion of competition and kicking
out the marketof the well-behaving companies.

Many parts of the world continue to be plagued by corruption and
presentsignificant risks for companies seeking to do business there.

The International Transparency corruption perception index, which
ranks 180 countries and territories by their perceived levels of public sector
corruption according to experts and businesspeople, uses ascale of 0 to 100,
where 0 is highly corrupt and 100 is very clean. This year, the index found
that more than two-thirds of countries score below 50, with an average score
of 43. Unfortunately, compared to recent years, this poor performance is
nothing new.

The absence of an independent judiciary and free media, constraints
on civil society and freedom of speech are also important restrictions in the
fight against corruption. And, if a country fails to tackle corruption within its
borders, there is little hope of it fighting corruption internationally.

Corruption within Police Departments(USA)

Corruption is defined as behaviorof public officials who accept money
or other bribes for doing something they are under a duty to do anyway. In
terms of law enforcement, police officers engage in corrupt actions when, for
money or other favors, they fail to do something when they have a lawful duty
to do or when the officer does something that he or she should not have done.
Anexample of an officer’s failure to perform his or her duty is when an officer
accepts asmall bribe in exchange for notissuing a traffic citation. An example
of a law enforcement officer doing something that he or she should not do
would be an officer’s protection of criminals who engage in unlawful actions.
Finally, an example ofan officer misusing his orher discretion involves letting
personal values, biases, and beliefs interfere with the performance of the job.
Protection of illegal activities involves the officer using his or her position to
protect those individuals engaging in illegal conduct. There are three general
categories or levels of corruption within police departments. The first level is
the so called “the rotten apples and rotten pockets” theory of police corruption,
which holds that only one officer or a very small group of officers in a
department or precinct is corrupted. With this theory, because there is no
widespread corruption within the police department, the organization might not
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do anything to combat these corruption acts. The second level of corruption that
occurs in departments is known as the pervasive, unorganized corruption. With
this form of corruption, many officers within a department might be engaging
in corrupt actions, but they are not working together. The final level of
corruption occurs, when the entire police department is working together and
protecting each other. This type of corruption is known as the pervasive,
organized corruption. What are the means of combating corruption within
police departments? First of all, through the legislation. Legislators could
reevaluate laws that create the potential for corruption. Such a reassessment
would be based on the recognition that a major portion of police corruption is
an outgrowth of laws that criminalize drug use, prostitution, and gambling.
Secondly, any serious attempt to fight police corruption must wrestle with the
decriminalization issue. Decriminalization involves removing the criminal
label from victimless crimes by legalizing and regulating them.
Decriminalization would contribute significantly to improving the police
corruption problem. It is doubtful, however, that Congress or any state
legislature will seriously consider legalizing drugs or any other prohibited
goods and services in the nearest future.

Police Corruption Carries High Costs(USA)

Police corruption is the misuse of police authority for personal gain.
Most researchers identify nine main types of corruption by law enforcement
officers: corruption of authority, kickbacks, opportunistic theft, shakedowns,
protection of illegal activities, case fixing, direct criminal activity, internal
payoffs and padding. Corruption of authority is when an officer receives
some form of material gain by virtue of his or her position as a police officer
without violating the law. Anexample of this form of corruption occurs when
an officer accepts agratuity, even such as a free meal. Kickbacks occurwhen,
in exchange for referring an offender to a business, the officer receives a fee.
When a police officer steals from a crime scene or an arrestee is known as
opportunistic theft. What should the police comprehend? First, a corrupt act
is a crime. Second, police corruption detracts from the integrity of the police
and tarnishes the public image of law enforcement. Third, corruption protects
other criminal activity such as drug dealing and prostitution. Protected
criminal activities are often lucrative sources ofincome for organized crime.

What are the causes of police corruption? According to the “rotten apple
theory”, corruption is the work of a few, dishonest,immoral police officers.
BExperts dismiss this theory because it fails to explain why so many corrupt
officers become concentrated in some police organizations but not in others.
Anotherexplanation pinpoints US society's use ofthe criminal law to enforce
morality. Unenforceable laws governing moral standards promote corruption
because they provide criminal organizations with a financial interest in
undermining law enforcement. Narcotic corruption, for example, is an
inevitable consequence ofdrug enforcement. Providers of these illegal goods
and service use part of their profits to bribe the police in order to ensure the
continuation of criminal enterprises. When police controls break down and a
scandal occurs,special investigating commissions can mobilize public
opinion and rally public support for anticorruption and antiviolence reforms.
Commissions pinpoint where the internal controls of the police have failed,
and recommend changes in policy. Since corruption involves criminal
behavior, prosecution of corrupt police officers is possible. Since prosecutors
depend on the police to gather evidence and develop cases, however, they
often don't want to “bite the hand that feeds them”. Legislators could
reevaluate laws that create the potential for corruption.

Counteraction to Corruption: How Corrupt are Police
in the United States?

Corruption is one of the most serious problems of the modern world.
Objective factors of its development indicate that corruption poses a
significant danger to the life of society, and the scale of its spread constitutes
a threat to national security.

Corruption is a social phenomenon, and the struggle with it cannot be
limited to the establishment and application of legal liability. An important
point in the corruption prevention systemis public position. There are three
main components to a successful counteraction to corruption: proper anti-
corruption legislation, its effective use by the relevant state authorities,
the political will of the state to counteract corruption in all spheres and at all
levels of government.

In the United States, anti-corruption legislation is characterized by
extreme rigor. In case of allegations of corruption againstapolice officer, not
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only his activities, but also the work of his immediate superior is subject to
mandatory verification. The work of the subordinate against whom
allegations of corruption are raised is checked. An American policeman is
strictly forbidden to accept any offerings in any form.

There are certain places in the USA that are unusually corrupt, like
some large cities and some rural areas, but 98% are totally clean. Some
restaurants give cops discounts or free meals in exchange for allowing their
trash cans to violate city policy.

In the US policespecial work on the prevention of official misconduct
is organized. This is accomplished through the implementation of a system
of departmental control, which is based on two elements: monitoring well-
being of employees and their relatives, as well as daily control over the
employee's official activities. As a result, corruption in the US police is at a
rather low level.

Police Corruption: European Perspectives

Corruption among police officers has been viewed with an increasing
concern by the authorities and the public in many European states. As aresul,
while no common approach has everbeen tested with respect to the judiciary,
elected politicians or the customs, countering police corruption has become
an all European effort. During the last decade, several European countries
developed multi-institutional systems for police integrity. On EU level,
platforms like the European Partners against Corruption (EPAC) were
introduced, enabling specialized anti-corruption institutions to cooperate and
share experience. In addition, Europol, Interpol and the UN developed and
shared the blueprints of common standards and good practices in preventing
police corruption.

After the reforms the system for internal control gradually went
beyond the initial narrow framework by linking control and the professional
standards in everyday police work to disciplinary and enforcement functions.
This reform altered the whole approach to internal control: the new system
became a management tool for guiding everyday police work. Its concept
assumes active involvement of both senior and middle police managers.

The Europe systemfor countering police corruption is well structured
and modern. It is based on the following principles:
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1) checks and balances among a number of institutions investigating
corruption;

2) specific degrees of independence corresponding to the tasks of each
department and institution;

3) adequate allocation of resources and a strong regional presence of
all major institutions and internal control units;

4) linking professional standards to anti-corruption and zero-tolerance
policies to unethical and unprofessional conduct;

5) the use of proactive tactics and instruments for countering
corruption.

The overall result is that the Europe police have relatively low levels
of corruption.

Aus der Erfahrung der Korruptionsbekimpfung

Jeder Staat bekdmpft Korruption seiner nationalen Gesetzgebung und
dem Rechtssystem entsprechend. Diese Funktion ist auf viele Instanzen
verteilt, normalerweise auf Strafverfolgungsbehdrden.Heute gibt es kein
einheitliches Standardmodell fiir ein spezelles Antikorruptionsorgan. In
einigen Lindern werden sie als unabhédngige Korperschaften
geschaffen.Viele Anti-Korruptions-Agenturen fungieren als Spezialeinheiten
der Staatsanwaltschaft, nationale Rechnungspriiffungsbehdrden oder als
Polizeibehorden.

Der  OECD-Bericht »opezialisierte Antikorruptionsbehdrden:
Uberblick von Modellen* enthilt eine Klassifikation bestehender
Institutionen:

1) Mehrzweck-Spezialorgane. Sie besitzen sowohlpriaventive als auch
rechtschiitzende Funktionen.Dabeistellt die Strafverfolgung von Straftaten
im Bereich der Korruption eine gesonderte Funktion dar. Nach dem Muster
dieses Modells wurde das Biiro fiir die Untersuchung der Korruptionsfille in
Singapur gebaut;

2) Spezialeinheiten in  der Struktur der Polizei  oder
Staatsanwaltschaft.In einigen Féllen umfassen diese Stellen Befugnisse zur
Untersuchung und Verfolgung von Korruptionsdelikten;

3) Institutionen mit ausschlieBlich praventiven Funktionen. Diese
Organe verfiigen iiber die Befugnisse der Strafverfolgungsbehdrden nicht.

UntersuchungsheamtenvonCRVC eine breite Palette von Befugnissen. Die
Arbeitsmethoden der Organisation sind ziemlich autoritdr. Gerade das
ermoglicht jedoch eine erfolgreiche Korruptionsbekdmpfung.Seit vielen
Jahren gehdrt Singapur laut dem Transparency International Index zu einem
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Dutzend der am wenigsten korrupten Linder der Welt und rangiert unterden
asiatischen Lidndern an erster Stelle.Nachdem man die Erfahrung der
Titigkeit von Anti-Korruptions-Korperschaften analysiert hat, kann manzum
Schluss kommen, dass sie gemeinsame Merkmale in der Struktur haben und
drei Hauptaufgaben erfiillen, und zwar: die Strafverfolgung durch effektive
Ermittlungs- und UntersuchungsmafBnahmen; Bes eitigung von Bedingungen,
die zur Korruption beitragen; die Aufklarungsarbeit; sie vereinigen repressive
und praventive Funktionen im Rahmen einer Institution.

Bestechung. Korruption bei der Polizei

Die Korruption ist heute eine Spitzenfrage im Kampfe gegen die
Kriminalitit in der ganzen Welt. Diese Erscheinung ist nicht neu, die
Bestechung und die Bestechlichkeit existieren wahrscheinlich seit der
Entstehung der Gesellschaft, aber in der letzten Zeit stellt man einen immer
steigenden Anstieg der Korruption fest. Ermittler fiihren einen harten Kamp f
aufdiesem Gebiet. Die Zahl der aufgedeckten Félle von Bestechung hat sich
in den vergangenen Jahren verdreifacht. Die Dunkelziffer bleibt doch hoch.
In vielen Lindern halten Beamte, Arzte und Polizisten die Hand auf. Nach
den Angaben von Transparency International zahlt weltweit jeder Vierte
Schmiergeld.

Am weitesten verbreitet sind Schmiergeldzahlungen in Afrika siidlich
der Sahara, danach folgen der Nahe Osten sowie Nordafrika. Die vorderen
Platze in dieser Liste besetzen Afghanistan, Kambodscha, Kamerun, Indien,
der Irak, die Paldstinensergebiete und Sierra Leone. Europa und Nordamerika
folgen mit grofem Abstand.

Die Korruptionsentwicklung in den westlichen Industriestaaten
beurteilt man aber in den vergangenen Jahren besonders schlecht. Sosind 73
Prozent der Befragten in Europa und 67 Prozent in Nordamerika der Ansicht,
dass sich die Lage verschlechtert habe. In Deutschland ist die Kleinkorruption
sehr wenig verbreitet. Anders als in vielen Landern kennen die Deutschen es
nicht, dass man einem Stralenpolizisten Geld fiir etwas gibt. Die wirklich
spannenden Korruptionsféille bei der Polizei finden sich nicht auf dieser
unteren Ebene, sondern in den Bereichen, in denen Kontrollen stattfinden,
zB. im Bereich Beschaffungskriminalitit, im Kontakt mit der organisierten
Kriminalitat.
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Jedes Land fiihrt den Kampf gegen die Korruption eigenartig. Eine
Provinzregierung in Vietnam hat den Polizisten verboten, mehr als 3,50 Euro in
den Taschen zu haben. Wer nach dem Dienst mehr Geld bei sich habe, miisse
seinemChefvorherinformieren und das Geld in einemverschlossenen Umschlag
tragen. Die Polizei gilt nach einer Umfrage als korrupteste Institution im Land.
Autofahrer werden oft unter fadenscheinigen Griinden angehalten und komrren
nurgegen Geld ohne Strafmandat davon.

Die Helme der marokkanischen Polizisten sind seit Kurzem mit
kleinen Kameras ausgeriistet. Damit will der Staat gegen Korruption
vorgehen. Die Malinahme dient nicht allein der Korruptionsbekdmpfung.
Zusétzlich sollte sie die Polizisten dazu anhalten, die Menschenrechte zu
achten. Mit der Hilfe von Kameras lassen sich Bestechung und
Amtsmissbrauch einddmmen.

Korruption und Korruptionsbekdmpfung sind heute sowohl in
Industriestaaten als auch in Entwicklungsldndern zentrale Themen. Dieser
wichtige Bereich des oft staatlichen Versagens zum Schutz der Bevélkerung,
der Wirtschaft und des Gemeinwesens bewirkt in vielen Lindern wegen der
diesbeziiglichen massiven Auswirkungen einen Zorn der Massen gegen die
Regierenden und andere Eliten.

Korruption und deren Bekdmpfung sind heute in der ganzen Welt
zentrale Themen. Im Bereich der offentlichen Verwaltungfiihrt Korruption
zu hohen materiellen Schiden und zu immatericllen Auswirkungen wie
Vertrauensverlust der Biirger in staatliche Organe.Einige Staaten
erzieltenbedeutende Erfolge bei der Bekdmpfung der Korruption.

Die Bekdmpfung der Korruption in den USA wird dadurch unterstiitz,
dass  Beamte, einschlief3lich des  Priasidenten des  Landes,
Kongressabgeordnete und Senatoren fast keine Immunitdt haben und in
besonderer Weise verfolgt werden kdnnen. Fiir eine Bestechung gibt es in
den USA Celdstrafen oder Freiheitsstrafen von 15 Jahren bis zu 20 Jahren
Haft.

In Kanada gelten Antikorruptionsgesetze fiir alle Mitglieder des
Parlaments und fiir die Regierung. Eine strafrechtliche Bestrafung wird
sowohl denjenigen, die empfangen haben, als auch denen, die bestochen
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haben, auferlegt. In diesem Fall drohtihnen eine Geldstrafe und in besonders
schweren Fillen eine Freiheitsstrafe bis zu 14 Jahren.

In Deutschland ist das Niveau der Korruption in den Organen der
Staatsgewalt niedriger als in anderen Staaten. Ein Staatsbeamter in
Deutschland erhélt eine menschenwiirdige Arbeit, einen hohenLohn und
soziale Garantien. Erschétzt deshalbseine Arbeit und erledigt seine Aufgaben
in vollem Umfang und qualitativ.

Strafen fiir korrupte Praktiken in den Niederlanden sind verschiedene
ZwangsmafBnahmen: von der Entlassung eines Beamten von seinem Anmt bis
einem vollen Verbot der Arbeit im staatlichen Hoheitssystem. Das Gesetz
von GroBbritannien ,Uber die Bekimpfung von Bestechungsgeldem™
schreibt Freiheitsstrafen bis zu 10 Jahren vor, korrupte Unternehmen kénnen
mit einer unbegrenzten Obergrenze bestraft werden.

In Frankreich verfolgt die Antikorruptionsgesetzgebung das Ziel, die
Ausiibung amtlicher  Aufgaben in persdnlichen Interessen zu
verhindern.Nach franzdsischem Recht wird jeder, der als korrupt angesehen
wird, mit 7 bis 10 Jahre Haft bestraft.

Die Polizei als ein Rechtspflegeorgan spielt eine groBe Rolle in
diesem Kampf. Sie bezeichnet Korruption als Kontrolldelikt: Sowohl der
Geber als auch der Nehmer begehen eine Straftat.Zu den Aufgaben der
Polizei gehoren der Schutz des Einzelnen, der Gesellschaft und des Staates
vor rechtswidrigen Eingriffen, Ermittling und Aufklirung von mit der
Korruptionstétigkeit verbundenen Verbrechen, staatlicher Schutz von
Opfern, Zeugen und anderen Beteiligten in solchen Strafverfahren.

Wie korruptist Deutschland?

HKorruption  ist  effektiv, attraktiv.  und lukrativ®’,  sagt
Korruptionsexperte  Wolfgang Schaupensteiner. 100 Millionen Euro
Bestechungsgelder flieBen jahrlich in Deutschland, schétzt das BKA.

Bestechung, Vorteilsannahme, Schmiergelder, sind viel weiter
verbreitet als angenommen. Und Polizei und Staatsanwilte tun sich schwer
mit der Bekdmpfung der Korruption, denn es gilt das Gesetzt des Schweigens.

Alle wissen Bescheid, aber keiner redet dariiber. Das Risiko, wirklich
erwischt und iuberfilhrt zu werden, ist bei diesem Heimlichkeitsdelikt
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minimal. Denn alle Beteiligten sind Téter. Zahlreiche Bestecher haben
keinerlei Skrupel. Und auf Seiten der Strafverfolger sicht es diirftig aus:
Polizei, Staatsanwaltschaften und Gerichte sind iiberlastet. Und sie werden
durch einzelne, sehr komplexe Verfahren blockiert. Die Folgen der
Korruption sind gravierend. Sie beschddigt die Grundwerte des
demokratischen und sozialen Rechtsstaates. Denn wo Aufirige,
Genehmigungen oder Straffreiheiten kéuflich sind, gehen die Geschéftsmoral
und das Vertrauen in Rechtsstaat und Politik kaputt.

Im Jahr 2014 verzeichnete das Bundeskriminalamt (BKA) fast 20.300
Korruptionsstraftaten. Dabeiwurden laut dem Bundeslagebild Korruption die
sogenannten Nehmer im Wertvon 140.000.000 Euro geschmiert, fast immer
mit Bargeld. Eine Stralenumfrage in Dortmund ergab, dass die Befragten
mehrheitlich sehr streng urteilen, wenn es darum geht, ab wann ein
,Geschenk™ zur Korruption wird und wie sie bestraft werden sollte. Die
Mehrheit der Passanten sah Sachgeschenke mit einem Wert von iiber zehn
Euro als Bestechung an.

Laut BKA-Statistik wird besonders haufig im
Dienstleistungsgewerbe, in der Automobilbranche, im Handwerk und im
Bau-Bereich korrumpiert.

Der gesamtwirtschaftliche Schaden durch Korruption ist immens. So
belief er sich laut BKA im Durchschnitt der vergangenen fiinf Jahre auf
270.000.000 Euro. Allein fiir das Jahr 2014 geht das BKA von mindestens
358.000.000 Euro Schaden aus. Die tatsdchlichen Schadenssummen sollen
jedoch weitaus hoher liegen, da die Folgeschdden von Korruption,
insbesondere bei Genehmigungen und Auftrigen, kaum bezifferbar seien.
Zudem ist die Dunkelziffer riesig, die meisten Taten bleiben unerkannt. Der
Generalstaatsanwalt von Zweibriicken, Horst Hund, schétzt das Dunkelfeld
auf 90 bis 99 Prozent aller Korruptionstaten.

Der Deutsche Richterbund (DRB) beklagt das Fehlen von dringend
bendtigten Ermittlern, um mehr Wirtschaftsstrafsachen ahnden zu kdnnen.
Die Verfahren sind hochkomplex und die Zahl der Verfahren, die ein
einzelner Dezernent zu erledigen hat, einfach zu groB. In vielen deutschen
Unternehmen ist Korruption weiterhin verbreitet, trotz aller betrieblichen
Antikorruptionsrichtlinien, den Compliance-Regeln.

Das Entdeckungsrisiko ist in Deutschland zu gering, da sind sich die
Bxperten einig. Deshalb fordert die Kriminologin Professorin Britta
Bannenberg von der Universitit Gieen dauerhaft eingerichtete,
spezialisierte Korruptions-Staatsanwaltschaften mit ausreichendem Personal.

Korruption ist eine Straftat, die geheim und unter der Hand abliuft.
Der daraus entstandene wirtschaftliche Schaden betrifft jeden Biirger, betont
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Wolfgang Schaupensteiner: ,Die Zeche der Korruption zahlt immer der
Steuerzahler.

Delikte, die unter Korruption fallen, befinden
sich im Strafgesetzbuch unter den Begriffen ,Wihlerbestechung®,
,2Abgeordnetenbestechung™, , Vorteilsannahme und Vorteilsgewdhrung*
oder ,.Bestechung und Bestechlichkeit im geschéftlichen Verkehr*.

Strafrechtliche Verfahren werden in vielen Fillen eingestellt oder
gegen GeldbuBle beendet. Zudem existieren fiinfjahrigeVerjahrungsfristenfiir
die Taten mit dem Hochststrafmall von fiinfJahren Freiheitsentzug. Als erster
weltweiter Vertrag zur Korruptionsbekdmpfung gilt die UN-Konvention
gegen Korruption (UNCAC). Er wurde 2003 angenommen und beinhaltet
Bedingungen fiir die Einstellung von Verwaltungsbeamten, die Verfolgung
von Korruption, Vorschldge fiir den Umgang mit Korruptionsgewinnen und
die Forderung nach einer unabhéingigen Justiz.Bis Juli 2017 haben 182
Parteien, darunter auch die Europdische Union, die UNCAC ratifiziert
(Deutschland erst im November 2014).

Zur Verhinderung von Bestechung in der offentlichen Verwaltung
geben viele Kommunen in der BRD Antikorruptionskonzepte und -gesetze.
Es gibt doch ein Dilemma bei allen Gesetzen zur Bestechungsbekdmpfung:
Korruption ist ein Kontrolldelikt. Strafverfolgungsbehdrden kdnnen nur das
aufdecken, was sie kontrolliert haben.Was als kein Unrecht betrachtet wird,
steht in Verdacht auf Korruption nicht. Und wenn kein Verdacht vorliegt,
wird auch nicht kontrolliert.

Um Korruption  bekdmpfen zu  konnen, sind die
Strafverfolgungsbehdrden auf Informanten angewiesen, da es sich um ein
Heimlichkeitsdelikt handelt, von dem nur die Beteiligten und Menschen in
ithrer unmittelbaren Néhe etwas wissen. Ein Informant geht oft persdnliche
Risiken ein. Er kann wegen Verletzung seiner Schweigepflicht {iber
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Betriebsgeheimnisse bestraft werden und muss oft dem Verlust seines
Arbeitsplatzes rechnen, deshalb trauen sich viele Menschen nicht, Korruption
zu melden. Es gibtauch technische Systeme, die eine anonyme Meldung von
Korruptionsvorgéngen ermdglichen. Das Landeskriminalamt Niedersachsen
hat beispielsweise auf seiner Internetseite ein Meldesystemeingerichtet, iiber
das man anonym Bericht erstatten kann.

Die Korruptionskdmpfer setzen auf Aufklirung und Sensibilisierung:
Im allgemeinen Bewusstsein muss verankert werden, dass Korruption kein
Kavaliersdelikt ist, sondern kriminelles V\erhalten, das die Allgemeinheit
schadigt.

Probleme der Verhinderung und Bekimpfung von
Korruption

Mit dem Begriff , Korruption“ bezeichnet man die Bestechlichkeit. Im
juristischen Sinn bedeutet die Korruption den Vertrauensmissbrauch auf dem
Gebiet der Verwaltung, Justiz, Rechtspflege, Wirtschaft, Politik oder auch in
nichtwirtschaftlichen Vereinigungen oder Organisationen (zum Beispiel
Stiftungen), umfiir sich oder Dritte einen materiellen oder immateriellen Vorteil
zu erlangen, aufden kein rechtmiBiger Anspruch besteht.

Korruption kann und soll sowohl durch Repression wie auch durch
Pravention bekdmpft werden. Unter Repression versteht man die Strafandrohung
und Bestrafung oder andere Sanktionierung korrupter Handlungen. Die
Pravention umfasst alle MaBBnahmen, die von der Begehung solcher Handlungen
abschrecken, abhalten, sie erschweren oder ihren Erfolg in Frage stellen.

Die AnalysederKorruptionsbekdmpfungin einzelnen Lindern weist auf
eine groBe Kluft zwischen den erkléarten Prinzipien der Gleichheit aller Biirger
vordemGesetz und dertatsdchlichen Strafverfolgung. Die Korruption wird nicht
nurzu einer Art von Verbrechen, sondern tragtauch zur Verflechtung krimineller
Strukturen und Organe mit Exekutiv- und Legislativbefugnissen, zur
Durchdringung der organisierten Kriminalitdt in die Reihen der Leitung des
Bankwesens, der GroBproduktion, Handelsorganisationen, Medien und anderer
Bereiche des 6ffentlichen Lebens bei.

Jeder Biirger soll Verhaltensregeln bei der Kommunikation mit den
Mitarbeitern der Behdrde und Regierung kennen, klare und realistische Ziele
setzen und somit nicht der Korruption beitragen.Dies sowie viele andere
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Umstédnde erfordern die Entwicklung und Umsetzung von administrativen und
rechtlichen Mitteln zur Vorbeugung und Bekdmpfung von Korruption in
Regierung und Verwaltung sowie die Entwicklung einer Institution der
Verwaltungsgerichtsbarkeit, die  einen  wesentlichen Beitrag  zur
Korruptionsbekdmpfung leisten kann.

Ein Kennzeichen der modernen Korruption ist die Erweiterung deren
Einflusszonen. Wie bereits mehrfach betont wurde, schwicht die Korruption
erheblich den Staat. Korruption zu verhindern und zu bekdmpfen ist ein
aligemeines rechtliches Problem. Der Kampf dagegen isteine d er Prioritdten der
staatlichen Politik. Normen aller Rechtsbereiche sollen bei der Bekdmpfung
dieser Erscheinung beteiligt sein. Man muss betonen, dass die Probleme der
Verhinderung und Bekdmpfung von Korruption einen systematischen Ansatz
erfordern. Der Kampf gegen die Korruption kann nur dann positive Ergebnisse
geben, wenn die Mehrheit der gesellschaftlichen Institutionen an den
einschligigen MaBBnahmen zur Korruptionsbekdmp fung teilnimmt.

Korruptionsverhiitung und — be kimpfung

Das Ansehen und die Integritdt der 6ffentlichen Verwaltung sind fiir
einen Rechtsstaat von grundlegender Bedeutung. Deshalb ist die Verhiitung
und Bekdmpfung von Korruption ein wichtiges Ziel des Landes Baden-
Wiirttemberg.

Korruption tritt in zwei Erscheinungsformen auf. Die situative
Korruption ist gekennzeichnet durch spontane Bestechungsangebote und -
annahmen, die sich vielfach aus Alltagssituationen heraus entwickeln. Unter
struktureller Korruption sind dagegen solche Félle zu verstehen, bei denen
das Zusammenwirken der beteiligten Geber und Nehmer planmiBig und auf
bestimmte Zeit oder auf Dauer angelegt ist.

Im Jahr 2015 wurden in der Polizeilichen Kriminalstatistik 213
Korruptionsdelikte registriert.

Entsprechend dem Mafinahmenpaket zur Verhiitung und Bekdmpfung
von Korruption wurde beim Landeskriminalamt eine landesweite
ressortiibergreifende Koordinierungsgruppe zur Korruptionsbekdmpfung
eingerichtet. Die Koordinierungsgruppe erarbeitet Empfehlungen und
Hinweise zur Korruptionsverhiitung und -bekdmpfung.
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Wesentliche Mafinahmen zur Vorbeugung und Bekdmpfung von
Korruption sind in der gemeinsamen Verwaltungsvorschrift der
Landesregierung und der Ministerien zur Korruptionsverhiitung und -
bekdmpfung enthalten, die mit Wirkung vom 1. Januar 2013 neu in Kraft
getreten ist.

Neben den allgemein giiltigen und organisatorischen Regelungen gibt
es fur spezelle Themenfelder, wie zum Beispiel Sponsoring oder die
Annahme von Geschenken, Belohnungen und sonstigen Vorteilen,
Sonderregelungen.

Weitere wesentliche Maflnahmen im Kampf gegen Korruption sind in
Baden-Wiirttemberg der Vertrauensanwalt zur Korruptionsbekdmpfung und
ein anonymes Hinweisaufnahmesystem:

2009 wurde in Baden-Wiirttemberg erstmals ein Vertrauensanwalt zur
Korruptionsbekdmpfung bestellt. Als unabhidngige Anlaufstelle nimmt er
Mitteilungen entgegen, die Verdachtsmomente flir Korruptionsstraftaten
enthalten kdnnen und priift diese auf ihren Inhalt und etwaige strafrechtliche
Relevanz. Ziel seiner  Arbeit st die  Aufklarung von
Korruptionssachverhalten. Der Vertrauensanwalt kann einem Hinweisgeber
auf Wunsch Verschwiegenheit zusichern.

Das Landeskriminalamt Baden-Wiirttemberg hat am 1. September
2012 fiir alle Biirgerinnen und Biirger das so genannte ,anonyme
Hinweisaufnahmesystem™  freigeschaltet. Der Kontakt in diesem
internetbasierten Dialogsystem erfolgt iiber anonyme Postficher. Die IP-
Adressen der Hinweis geber werden nicht gespeichert. Sie konnen iiber dieses
System mit der Polizei in Kontakt treten, wobei Thre Anonymitét jederzeit
gewihrleistet bleibt. Das Landeskriminalamt bewertet die eingehenden
Hinweise und kann iiber das anonyme Postfach bei Bedarf mit Thnen in einen
Dialog treten. Notwendig kann dies beispielsweise dann sein, wenn der
Hinweis noch vage ist und ergdnzende Informationen bendtigt werden.

Kernstiick des internationalen Engagements der Polizei Baden-
Wiirttemberg ist die vertrauensvolle Zusammenarbeit mit Frankreich,
Osterreich und der Schweiz. Gemeinsames Ziel dabei ist, das hohe Niveau
der alltdglichen operativen Zusammenarbeit in den Grenzgebieten zu
gewdhrleisten und weiter auszubauen.

Aus der Praxis des Kampfes gegen die Korruption

Korruption, als ein soziales Phanomen, ist jeder Gesellschaft und jedem
Staat eigen. Kein Land in der Welt kann heute sich als korruptionsfreiausrufen.
Einzelnen Staaten gelingt es jedoch, effektiv gegen diese negative Erscheinung
kéampfen.

Die Erfahrung der Korruptionsbekdmpfung in Deutschland zeigt die
Wirksamkeit des Heranziechens der Offentlichkeit zum Kampf gegen die
Korruption. Insbesondere setzte die Leitung der Kriminalpolizei des
Bundeslandes Niedersachsen die Annahme von anonymen Mitteilungen von
Biirger tiber wirtschaftskriminelle Taten ein.Diese Entscheidung wurde auf der
Grundlage eines Pilotprojekts getroffen, bei dem eine aus 9 Mitarbeitern der
Staatsanwaltschaft und 33 Polizeibeamten bestandene Spezialeinheit innerhab
von vier Monaten 184 Nachrichten erhielt.Strafsachen wurden in 124 Fillen
anhéngig gemacht, 30 %von denen standen in direktem Zusammenhang mit
Korruption.

Die Praxis des Kampfes der Strafverfolgungsbehorden Polens gegen
verschiedene Erscheinungsformen der Korruption zeugt auch von der
Wirksamkeit des Gesetzes zur Bekdmpfung der Einfithrung von Geldvermdgen
von illegaler oder unbestimmter Herkunft in den Finanzkreislauf, sowie von der
Verhinderung der Finanzierung des Terrorismus vom16. November 2000.

Es gibt auch ein Feedback: Strafverfolgungsbehérden liefern dem
Finanznachrichtendienst notwendige Informationen mit dem Ziel der
Verwendung in Bezug auf verpflichtende Institutionen (die Auflésung von
Vertrdgen, Kontensperrungen usw.).Auf solche Weisegelangen Informationen
iber bestimmte finanzielle Transaktionen und Aktivititen im Zusammenhang
mit der Feststellung deren Beteiligung an finanziellen oder wirtschaftlichen
Straftaten zu einer Stelle.Die Angehorigen der Rechtspflegeorgane haben die
Moglichkeit, die Finanzdatenbank mit einer Datenbank von Straftaten zu
vergleichen.

Die Tétigkeit der Rechtspflegeorgane von vielen Staaten der Welt zeigt,
dass gerade die Vollkommenheit der rechtlichen und regulatorischen
Rahmenbedingungen diesem Phdnomen entgegenwirkt, und die Existenz eines
wirksamen Systems der Verhinderung der Korruption auf nationaler und
internationaler Ebeneeine der wichtigsten Voraussetzungen fiir eine erfolgreiche
Losung dieses Problems darstellt.Es sollte auch daraufhingewiesen werden, dass
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spezielle Gesetze zur Korruptionsbekdmpfung in vielen Lindern entwickel,
verabschiedet undin Kraft gesetzt sind, umgezielte MaBBnahmen umzusetzen.

Korruption ist iiberall zu Hause - auch in Deutschland

Wie korrupt ist Deutschland? Laut Transparency International halten auch
deutsche Behorden zunehmend gerne mal die Hand auf - vor allem in den
Kommunen.

Im internationalen Vergleich gelten deutsche Unternehmer, Politiker und
Behorden als vergleichsweise sauber. Doch die Organisation Transparency
International, die weltweit gegen die Bestechlichkeit kimpft, ist alarmiert:
Fihrungskrifte deutscher Unternehmen nehmen es laut einer Studie als zunehmend
normal wahr, dass ,jrregulire Zahlungen* an Verwaltungen flieBen, damit
bestimmte Vorgiange beschleunigtoder erstmoglich gemacht werden.

Aktuelle Fille scheinen diese Einschitzung zu bestitigen. Mehrere
hunderttausend Euro soll etwa der Oberbiirgermeis ter von Regensburg von einem
Bauunternehmer kassiert haben. Wie geschmiert lief dann offenbar im Gegenzug
die Vergabe eines 35 Hektar grofBen Baugebietes an die spendable Firma. Seit einer
Woche sitzt Rathauschef JoachimWolbergs (SPD) wegen Korruptionsverdachts in
Untersuchungshaft. Auch gegen dessen Amtsvorganger Hans Schnaidinger (CSU),
den fritheren Vorsitzender des bayerischen Stidtetags wird ermittelt. Und in
Ingolstadtstehen 13 Personenin einer Korruptionsaffare umdie 6rtliche Klinikim
Visier der Staatsanwaltschaft.

Edda Miiller, Vorsitzende von Transparency in Deutschland, meint: ,,Die
Kommunen sind ein wichtiger Schauplatz von Korruption, denn da flie5t viel
Geld.

Deutschland hat im aktuellen ,,Korruptionswahrnehmungsindex”, den
Transparency prasentierte, seinen zehnten Rang aus dem Vorjahr verteidigt. Das
bedeutet, dass nur neun Lander auf der Welt als weniger korrupt gelten: Die vier
skandinavischen Linder sowie Neuseeland, die Schweiz, die Niederlande,
Singapur und Kanada. Es gibt dennoch in Deutschland besorgniserregende
Entwicklungen, sagt Edda Miiller. W dhrend die Wirtschaft, Politikund Behorden
als immer korrupter wahrgenommen werden, veschwindet auf der anderen Seite
auch das Vertrauen an die deutschen Firmenbosse. Transparency zitiert eine
Untersuchung, in derein Drittel der Befragten annahm, dass alle oder die meisten

Unternehmensleitungen in korrupte Machenschaften verwickelt sind. Dazu hat
auch die VW-A ffiare beigetragen. In den Korruptionswahrnehmungsindex fliefit
eine Reihe von Studien ein, die sich mit der Wah rnehmung von Korruption in den
einzelnen Lindern befassen. Transparency hélt dies fiir aussagekréftiger, als etwa
die Zahl der Fille zu vergleichen, die vor Gericht landen oder zu Verurteilungen
fithren. Denn geradein den korruptesten Lindern bleibt Bestechung ja meist ohne
Folgen.

Le Groupe d’Etats contre la Corruption

Depuis I’Antiquité, la corruption est 'un des maux de société. Depuis
la fin du XIXe siécle elle est pergue comme une menace majeure car le
montant des transactions liées a la corruption serait de ’ordre de centaines de
milliards d’euros chaque année. La corruption représente un danger pour des
valeurs fondamentales telles que la démocratie, les droits de ’homme et
I’Etat de droit. En plus, la corruption constitue une menace pour la bonne
gouvernance, pour un systéme judiciaire juste et
social(https://www.coe.int/fr/web/greco).

Depuis longtemps le Conseil de 'Europe a commencé a se battre
activement contre la corruption. Depuis 1994, le Conseil de I’Europe a
développé ses activités dans le domaine de l’anticorruption au niveau
européen. Plusieurs dates clés ont marqué les étapes importantes de ce
processus, telles que: la 198 Conférence des ministres européens de la Justice
(La Valette, 1994), la Création du Groupe multidisciplinaire surla corruption
(Strasbourg, 1996), ’Adoption du Programme d’action contre la corruption
(Prague, 1997), 2le Conférence des ministres européens de la Justice
(Strasbourg, 1997), 2e Sommet des chefs d’Ftat et de gouvernement des Etats
membres du Conseil de ’Europe (Strasbourg, 1999).

Le Conseil de ’Europe a élaboré un certain nombre d’instruments
juridiques aux aspects multiples qui traitent des sujets comme I’incrimination
de faits de corruption dans les secteurs public et privé, la responsabilité et le
dédommagement dans les affaires de corruption, la conduite a tenir des agents
publics et le financement des partis politiques. Ces instruments ont pour
objectif d’améliorer la capacité des Etats a lutter contre la corruption aux
niveaux national et international.

Toutes ces démarches ont abouti a la création en 1999 du Groupe
d’Etats contre la Corruption. Ce groupe comptait a lorigine 14 Etats: la
Belgique, la Bulgarie, la Chypre, I’Estonie, la Finlande, la France,
I’Allemagne, la Gréce, I'Islande, I'Irlande, la Lituanie, le Luxembourg, la
Roumanie, la Slovaquie, la Slovénie, 'Espagne et la Suéde. Aujourd’hui il
rassemble 49 membres dont 48 Etats d’Europe occidentale, centrale et
orientale, membres du Conseil de ’Europe, et les Etats -Unis.

Le Groupe d’Etats contre la Corruption se réunit quatre fois par an a
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Strasbourg, ou si¢ge le Conseil de 'Europe.

L’activit¢ du groupe « GRECO» est ciblée premierement a suivre a:
1) l'application des Principes Directeurs pour la lutte contre la corruption; 2)
la mise en ceuvre des instruments juridiques internationaux, adoptés en
application du Programme d'action contre la corruption, conformément aux
dispositions contenues dans ces instruments

En tenant compte I’expérience mondiale, en Ukraine il faut prendre
une série d'activités, visées au renforcement de la lutte contre la corruption.
Il estnécessaire d’améliorer la législation anticorruption en vigueur. En plus,
il est souhaitable que les parlementaires, les organes nationaux
d’anticorruption, les médias et les représentants de la société civile
s’engagentala lutte commune contre la corruption.

Le Conseil de ’Europe et la lutte contre la corruption

Depuis I’Antiquité et jusqu’a présent la corruption est considérée
comme I'un des plus grands problémes de la société et du monde entier. La
corruption est un phénoméne complexe dont impact surla société se ressent
a niveaux différents. Au niveau politique, la corruption discrédit les
institutions ou administrations corrompues, réduit la confiance du peuple
dans un pays etnuit I'image de celui-ci a I’étranger. Auniveau démocratique,
elle constitue une violation du principe de I'égalité des citoyens et des valeurs
éthiques de la société. Au niveau économique et financier elle entraine une
réticence de la part d'investisseurs notamment étrangers. Au niveau s ocial, la
corruption peutinfluencer la création d’une nouvelle stratégie de survie dans
un Etat corrompu. Au niveau sécuritaire, la corruption peut conduire a la
mauvaise qualité des produits ou des services obtenus dans beaucoup de
domaines tels que la construction, la santé publique, ’industrie alimentaire.

Le plus souvent, la corruption et la criminalité sont étroitement liées.
Le fait de la délivrance illicite des documents (d'identité par exemple), peut
avoir des conséquences pour la sécurité intérieure ou méme mondiale s’il
s’agit du terrorisme.

Ainsi, la lutte contre la corruption sur tous les niveaux est actuelle et
nécessite d’explorer de nouvelles approches. Le Conseil de I’Europe joue un
role actif dans cette démarche. L’initiative de coopération, lancée le 8 avril
2014, visée a lutter contre la criminalité a réuni des représentants des

parlements des 47 Etats membres du Conseil de I’Europe et des Etats non-
membres afin de coordonner leurs actions et leurs stratégies au niveau
européen et national (https://www.coe.int/en/web/greco). Au sein de
’activité du Conseil de I’Europe on a défini les activités des parlementaires
nationaux dans leur lutte contre la corruption et on a proposé de: 1)
promouvoir la ratification et la mise en ceuvre des conventions et
recommandations du Conseil de ’Europe en matiére de lutte contre la
corruption, en particulier des recommandations du Groupe d’Etats contre la
Corruption aupres des parlements nationaux; 2) faire un bilan des initiatives
anti-corruption nationales, de partager les bonnes pratiques et de réfléchir
ensemble & de nouvelles approches etméthodesde travail visant & combattre
efficacement la corruption; 3) recueillir des informations sur les activités en
cours au sein des organes anti-corruption du Conseil de I’Europe et sur les
initiatives d’autres acteurs internationaux clés dans la lutte contre la
corruption.

Il est nécessaire et possible que les organes nationaux qui luttent
contre la corruption en Ukraine prennent en considération 1’expérience
européenne etmondiale.

Ainsi les membres du Verkhovna Rada peuvent collaborer avec le
pouvoir exécutif et les autres institutions nationales compétentes a la mise en
ccuvre et au renforcement des politiques et normes anti-corruption. lls
peuvent jouer unrdle plus actif dans la promotion et I’élaboration des lois et
des stratégies anticorruption.

Les organes compétents peuvent exercer une surveillance sur les
organismes anticorruption nationaux et promouvoir les actes 1égislatifs et
normes du Conseil de ’'Europe et d’autres institutions internationales.

Dans la lutte contre la corruption Il faut aussi encourager la
collaboration des représentants de la société civile, des médias avec les
organismes clés d’anticorruption.

La lutte contre lacorruption en Belgique

En Belgique, la corruption est régie par le Code pénal tel qu'il a été
modifié par la loi du 10 février 1999 relative a la répression de la corruption
(elle-méme récemment adaptée par une loi du 11 mai 2007). Plus
précisément, les articles 246 et suivants du Code pénal concernent la
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corruption publique et les articles 504bis du méme Code concement la
corruption privée.

Au niveau international, ce pays respecte les diverses conventions sur
la matiére de la corruption.Ill s’agit de «La Convention pénale sur la
corruption (Conseil de I'Europe, 27 janvier 1999)», «La Convention civile sur
la corruption (Conseil de I'Europe, 4 novembre 1999)», «La Convention sur
la lutte contre la corruption d'agents publics étrangers dans les transactions
commerciales internationales (OCDE, 17 décembre 1997)», «La Convention
relative a la lutte contre la corruption impliquant des fonctionnaires des
Communautés européennes ou des fonctionnaires des Etats membres de
I'Union européenne (Conseil de 'Union européenne, 26 mai 1997)», «La
Convention contre la corruption (Organisation des Nations Unies, 31 octobre
2003)». Les premiéres conventions ont été déja ratifiées par le pays et sont
applicables en droit belge.

Pour lutter contre la corruption en Belgique il y a une entité¢ de la
police fédérale, nommée «L’Office Central pour la Répression de la
Corruption» (https://www.police.be/5998/fr/a-propos/directions -
centrales/office-central-pour-la-repression-de-la-corruption-ocrc-0).

Comme le montre la pratique le plus souvent les autorités
arrondissementales (et locales) ne savent pas toujours accorder une
importance prioritaire a la lutte contre la corruption. Trés souvent ils se
concentrent sur les autres phénoménes criminels a combattre et laissent la
corruption impunie. Dans certains arrondissements il y a des cas d’un certain
manque d'expertise et de capacité. Et trop souvent ilest nécessaire de disposer
d'un service d'enquéte spécialisé, suffisamment indépendant, capable de
mener les enquétes contre les infractions de corruption complexes et graves.

Dans ces buts I’Office Central pour la Répression de la Corruption
exerce son activité importante surle plan opérationnelet stratégique. Il exerce
sur le plan opérationnel les missions de la coordination des opérations au
niveau national et 'appui aux autres services de police par son assistance,
avis, conseils, etc.

I exerce surle plan stratégique la gestion des priorités prévues dans
«le Plan National de Sécurité», la recherche et le suivi du phénomeéne.

L’expérience belge de la lutte contre la corruption est intéressante.

Nous estimons que pour créer un mécanisme vraiment effectif pour
lutter contre la corruption en Ukraine il fautavoir I’organe approprié avec ses
fonctions strictement définies. Cet organe doit planifier sa propre activité et
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définir les missions des autres organismes nationaux pour la répression de la
corruption. Il est aussiobligé de coordonner ses efforts avec les actions des
forces de l'ordre locales et collaborer avec les organisations nationales qui
luttent contre la corruption.

La lutte contre lacorruption en France

Au niveau international la France a ratifié plusieurs importantes
conventions internationales de lutte contre la corruption telles que «La
Convention sur la lutte contre la corruption d'agents publics étrangers dans
les transactions commerciales internationales» (OCDE, 17 décembre 1997)
et «La Convention contre la corruption» (Organisation des Nations Unies, 31
octobre 2003).

Méme siles investisseurs ne considérent pas la corruption comme un
probléme pour faire des affaires en France, et les entreprises opérant en
France ont en général une bonne réputation, la France comme beaucoup
d’autres pays reconnait ’Taugmentation des infractions liées a la corruption.

Suite de ces faits on a créé I’Agence frangaise anticorruptionpar la loi
du 9 décembre 2016 relative a la transparence, a la lutte contre la corruption
et a la modemisation de la vie économique. L’Agence francaise
anticorruption a remplacé le Service central de prévention de la corruption.
Placée auprés du ministre de la Justice et du ministre en charge du Budget,
elle aide les autorités compétentes et les personnes quiy sont confrontées a
prévenir et a détecter la corruption.

L’Agence frangaise anticorruption dispose des pouvoirs de contrdle
lui permettant de vérifier la réalité et I'efficience des mécanismes de
conformité anticorruption mis en ceuvre, notamment par les entreprises, les
administrations de I'Etat ou les collectivités territoriales. Ce controle
concerne aussi bien les administrations de I’Etat ou les collectivités
territoriales que les acteurs économiques (entreprises privées ou publiques).

L’Agence francaise anticorruption exerce des missions de conseil et
d’assistance ainsi que des missions de contrdle. Ses missions de conseil et
d’assistance sont suivantes: 1) l’aide aux autorités compétentes et les
personnes qui y sont confrontés a prévenir et a détecter les faits de la
corruption; 2) la centralisation et diffusion des informations permettant
d’aider a prévenir et a détecter les atteintes a la probité; 3) 1’élaboration des
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recommandations afin d’aider les personnes morales de droit public et de
droit privé a prévenir et a détecter les atteintes a la probité; 4) la préparation
d’unun plan national pluriannuel de lutte contre les atteintes a la probité ainsi
qu’un rapport d’activité annuel public; 5) I’appui des administrations de
I’Etat, des collectivités territoriales, des personnes physique ou morale.

En exercant ses missions de controle I’Agence frangaise
anticorruption: 1) contrdle la qualité et I'efficacité des procédures mises en
ceuvre pour lutter contre les atteintes a la probité; 2) contrdle I'exécution et
assure le suivi des mesures judiciaires.

En tenant compte I’expérience de la France dans sa lutte contre la
corruption nous estimons qu’un organe d’anticorruption impartiale et qualifié
doit étre créé en Ukraine pour faire face a la maniére efficace a toute forme
