The subject of the research — artistic functional features of popular fiction in
the USA on the material of Stephen King’s books.

The aim of the research - to reveal ideological and artistic peculiarity of
contemporary popular fiction in the USA on the example of Stephen King’s novels.

The methods of the research - structural analysis, historical and cultural
method, principles of receplive aesthetics, dialogic concept.

The scientific novelty of the obtained results. For the first time in the
Belarusian literary criticism the attempt to reveal characteristics and progress trends
of popular fiction in the axiological aspect by means of genre concept criticism,
convergence of literary functional types is undertaken.

The recommendations in using. The obtained knowledge about the modern
meaning of popular fiction and features of phenomenon’s development in the USA,
about Stephen King's writing strategy can be used in the works dealing with
advanced study of masscult, understanding of poetics of professional writers’ works,
as well as for realization of the state of Belarusian mass books.
