This research aims to examine the effectiveness of the use of Jeopardy
Method in the teaching of writing descriptive text to the eight grade students of
Madrasah Tsanawiyah Darul Istigamah Makassar. The research questions of this
research are:“Is the use of Jeopardy Method effective in teaching writing
descriptive text to the eight grade students of Madrasah Tsanawiyah Darul
Istigamah Makassar?” and “To what extent is the use of Jeopardy Method
effective in teaching writing descriptive text to the eight grade students of
Madrasah Tsanawiyah Darul Istigamah Makassar?”. The objectives of this
research is “To find out is whether Jeopardy Method is effective to teach writing
to the eight grade students of Madrasah Tsanawiyah Darul Istigamah Makassar or
not”. and “To find out the extent to which Jeopardy Method effective to teach
writing to the eight grade students of Madrasah Tsanawiyah Darul Istiqgamah
Makassar”.

The researcher applied quasi-experimental design with non-equivalent
Control Group Design. The study involved 40 students, second grade students in
academic year 2017/2018 of Junior High School of Madrasah Tsanawiyah Darul
Istigamah Makassar 20 students were as experimental class and 20 students were
as control clas. The independent variable of this research was Jeopardy Method
and the dependent variable was students’ writing skill in descriptive text.

The data were collected through writing test in pre-test and post-test. The
result of the data indicated that there was a significant difference between
students’ post-test in experimental class and control class. The research discovers
that the writing ability of the second grade students of MTs Darul Istiqgamah
Makassar improved by using Jeopardy Method by the increase of mean score of
experimental class that is 40 in the pre-test and 82 in the post-test. The result of
the t-test also shown that the use of Jeopardy Method in teaching writing
especially in descriptive text was effective in improving the students’ writing skill
in descriptive text because the t-test, 4,34, was higher than t-table, 2.024
(4,34>2.024).

Based on the finding and discussion of the research, the researcher
suggested that Jeopardy Method in teaching was able to use in teaching writing
and the researcher concluded that the use of Jeopardy Method was effective and
interesting strategy in teaching writing especially in teaching descriptive text.

CHAPTER |
INTRODUCTION

This chapter presents the introduction which consists of background,
problem statement, objective, significance, scope of the research and operational
definition of terms.

A. Background

Seeing the growth that happens in the world at the present time, the
English language has an important role in the International world, therefore, the
Government applies the English studies in schools from Elementary until Senior
High School level in the hope that students can use English communication skills
in order to follow development there.

According to Caroline (2006) Writing is a combination of process and
product of discovering ideas, putting them on paper and working with them until
they are presented in manner that is polished and comprehensible to reader from
some definition before, writing is a system of human communication which
represents a symbol. By writing people can share our idea, feeling, or anything
that exist in our mind. Writing prosecutes students to focus on generating idea,
organizing coherently, revising it into good composition, using discourse markers
and rhetorical conventions cohesively, and editing text for appropriate grammar,
Therefore, students who want to be able to write a good writing, they must learn
to write regularly.

Language is a tool of communication that is used to transfer information,
ideas, and feelings from one person to another. According to Brown (2000),
Language is a system of arbitrary conventionalized vocal symbol, written or
gestured symbol that enables member of given community to communicate

intelligibly to each other. It is used to communicate both in written and spoken



form. Considering the importance of the language, the government has drawn up
English as a foreign language that should be mastered by students.

English as a foreign language consists of four language skills, they are,
listening, speaking, reading and the last is wiring. Every skill has a close relation
with one another but writing is the one that is most difficult that many students
have trouble to write. The difficulties are caused by the students are many
components of writing that make them confuse to use in sentence, such as;
grammar, vocabulary, mechanics, etc.

In Indonesia, English teaching aims at mastering four basic skills of
language, which is included listening, speaking, reading and writing. Writing is
one of the four skills besides speaking, listening, and reading which are given
emphasis in second language learning because writing is one of ways to
communicate each other to express ideas, thought and feeling into written form.
Writing is unnatural act like speaking. Writing needs more efforts than speaking
does. Writing need more effort to dig manage the ideas which are form the
writer’s mind and pour it into written form effectively so, it will be readable.

Writing as a communicative act where the students use it not only in
formal situation but also in informal one. In the second year of Junior High
School, the basic competency that should be achieved in the writing English
subject is that the students have ability to develop and produce written simple
functional text in the recount text, narrative text, and descriptive text. They can
use right diction, grammar, punctuation, spelling, and organization.

Teaching students to be able to write well is very important in writing
class. Teachers also have to apply a good method, strategy or technique to provide
some idea for the students. Beside that, In writing class the teacher must create

interesting activities in the class in order the student can enjoy developing their



ideas in writing. Although the teachers provide some interesting activities it does
not mean that there is no problem.

So, he has to use jeopardy method to examine the effectiveness of learning
writing. A good technique or method will help the learning process activeness. In
this case, the researcher use jeopardy method help students develop their idea in
writing descriptive text. Jeopardy method is one of many methods that could be
used by the teacher to help the students evolve their ideas according the topic.
Jeopardy is a game of questions that has been popularized by the television game
show.

In this game the students are given the answers and they have to determine
the question. It is often easier to answer questions than to formulate good
questions in response to a given topic. According to Shaw (2011), Jeopardy is an
excellent activity, not only for retrieving information, but to formulate
comprehensive questions. Through this method, the students can build and
develop their ideas, choose the right vocabulary, and use the grammar.

Based on researcher preliminary observational MTs Darul Istigamah
Makassar was done on August 30" 2017. The researcher occasionally found 3
problems including: (1) The students’ difficult in exploring their ideas and make it
into a good sentences or paragraphs, (2) The students’ difficult in considering the
grammar pattern, and (3) The students’ feel bored to study English.

The more detail about those problems will be explained by the researcher.

First, the students’ difficult in exploring their ideas and make it into a
good sentences or paragraphs. The cause was the students’ still lack knowledge of
vocabulary. So, the students’ felt confused to begin write because they difficult to

think and choose the appropriate words.



Second, the students’ difficult in considering the grammar, pattern because
when the students’ write a text. Some students’ usually use inappropriate tense in
writing. For this case, it will make the students’ text unstructured. Many rules in
writing that have to be mastered. So, in teaching learning process, the teacher
should choose suitable method or strategy to make the students’ easier to
understand the rules.

Third, the students” feel bored to study English. This method only
emphasizes the students’ to keep silent in the class and giving the students task on
module without explanation, as a cannot improve their creativity and imagination.

The students’ always think that English language especially writing was
too hard or too boring to learn. This assumption made students’ afraid to study. As
a result, most of students’ were afraid to ask the points of what do not understand
to the teacher. This situation made the students’ passive in their learning process
and makes learning not effective.

Referring to some previous explanations above, the researcher excited to
conduct an experimental research tittled The Use of Jeopardy Method in the
Teaching of Writing Descriptive Text to the Eight Grade Students of Madrasah

Tsanawiyah Darul Istigamah Makassar.”

B. Problem Statements
The research aims to examine the effectiveness of the use Jeopardy
Method as the problem of this research. In or to give clear understanding of the
research problem the researcher formulates the following research question:
1. Is the use of jeopardy method effective in teaching writing descriptive text
to the eight grade students of Madrasah Tsanawiyah Darul Istiqgamah

Makassar?



2. To what extent is the use of jeopardy method effective in teaching writing
descriptive text to the eight grade students of Madrasah Tsanawiyah Darul
Istigamah Makassar?

C. Research Obijective
Based on problem statements above, the aims of this research are :

1. To find out is whether Jeopardy Method is effective to teach writing to the
eight grade students of Madrasah Tsanawiyah Darul Istigamah Makassar
or not.

2. To find out the extent to which Jeopardy Method effective to teach writing
to the eight grade students of Madrasah Tsanawiyah Darul Istigamah
Makassar.

D. Research Significance
This research is expected to provide significant contribution both
theoretically and practically.

1. Theoretical Significance
A number of provious researchers had already proved that students in

learning and developing their writing descriptive text and also this research is
expected to be able to give contribution for the English teacher in developing their
students writing ability especially in writing descriptive text through useful
method. Jeopardy method is a game that many teachers utilize to give students a
chance to practice their knowledge, learn more information, and have a little bit of

fun with the reviews they are doing for a class.

2. Practical Significance
There are many practical significances of the research which can be useful

for the students, teacher, and school. First, for the students, through this technique,



researcher expects that all of students are able to write English and to build their
self confidence as well as their motivation in writing class.

Furthermore, this method can make all the students actively in mastering
the material because they will work together and help one another to conduct a
good writing.

Second, for the teacher, this research is expected to help the teach to
knowledge their students in enhancing their students’ writing ability. In addition,
the significance of this research is to introduce that jeopardy method can be used
in learning and teaching process, especially in writing subject. As the last, by this
technique the teachers additional experiences in teaching writing to the students,
in order to create a new situation and condition to achieve the students’ writing
ability and their motivation as well as their self confidence in learning writing
subject.

E. Research Scope

The researcher focused on the effectiveness of the use of jeopardy method
in the teaching writing descriptive text to the second year of MTs Darul Istigamah
Makassar. It focused on grammar (simple present tense). The game show
Jeopardy method is meant to test students’ knowledge. The classroom version acts
as a review to test the knowledge that students have learned during the course of a
unit, or semester

According to Patreese (2007), jeopardy styled game is designed not only
to test your knowledge, but also to help you learn about the topics raised by the
question. Therefore, it comes with an answer guide. So, if you don’t know the
answer while playing the game, you can go back later and learn more about the

topic, including the correct answer.



According to Mutmainnah (2012), states that descriptive text writing,
sometimes called showing writing, is writing that describes a particular person,
place or event in great detail. Descriptive writing use a lot of flowery adjective
and adverb to describe what is going on or how something appears. So the
element of descriptive text is used the definition and description describing for the
pictures of the person, the place that’s talked about.

F. Operational Definition of Terms

The title of this research is “The Use of Jeopardy Method in the Teaching
of Writing Descriptive Text to The Eight Grade Students of Madrasah Tsanawiyah
Darul Istigamah Makassar . In understanding the topic of this research easily, the
researcher would like to present the operational definition of terms.

1. Jeopardy Method

Using jeopardy method in teaching writing is not a new technique.
Jeopardy is a game that many teachers utilize to give students a chance to practice
their knowledge, learn more information, and have a little bit of fun with the
reviews they are doing for a class. The game show jeopardy is meant to test
people's knowledge. The classroom version acts as a review to test the knowledge
that students have learned during the course of a unit.

2. Writing
Writing is the students’ ability in exploring or expressing their ideas,

feeling, experiences and memories into written form.



CHAPTER II
LITERATURE REVIEW

This chapter presents the literature review which deals with the review of
related literature, some pertinent ideas, theoretical framework and hypothesis.
A. Reviewof Related Literature

In this research, there are some reviews of related research findings from
the previous researchers, those are:

first is from Revere (2012), in her research: ”’A Winning Approach for
Improving Student Assessment, Performance, and Satisfaction”.Hefound that
Jeopardy exam can improve classroom assessment by promoting an interactive
feedback loop among students and instructors.

The second is from Mannong (2012), in her research: “Improving the
Students Ability to Write Descriptive Paragraph Through Picture Word
Introductive Model”. She found that the students’ writing can improve by using
picture.

The third is from Nurussaniyah (2010), in her research: “Improving
Students Ability in Writing Descriptive Text for Academic Purposes ”. She found
that Writing Process Approach in writing class can help the students to develop a
paragraph in writing descriptive text.

The fourth is from Aldila (2014), in her thesis entitled: “The Use of
Running Dictation Technique to Improve Students’ Writing in Descriptive Text”.
The result of her research was the students’ descriptive writing achievement of the
tenth year students of SMAN | Bawang-Banjarnegara in the Academic year of
2014/2015 improved after they have been taught by using running dictation
technique. It was proven by the data shown. The mean or the average score of

students™ writing achievement in the pre-assessment was 70.96. It improved to



78.41 in the first cycle and 81.27 in the second cycle. The students also got better
result in post-cycle test. It was 86.20.

The running dictation technique motivates the students to have wider ideas
to write their descriptive text. By asking the students to do the task in groups, they
enjoyed to finish the given tasks together. They also did better in individual task
when they tried to develop their paragraph. Although their writing components
were still not good enough, their writing’s result increased from pre-assessment
test to post cycle test. Their enthusiasm when they apply running dictation
technique in classroom activity during teaching 80 learning process are also quiet
good based on the results of the students™ observation sheet that showed mostly
the students got point 3-5 which means they had high enthusiasm.

It was also supported by the results of the teacher interview sheet 1 and
teacher interview sheet 2. As mentioned in teacher interview sheet 1 that the
students got difficulty in writing especially when they try to make a paragraph,
but then in teacher interview sheet 2 showed that the students got a lot of
motivation during classroom activity and it could improve their writing ability,
especially in writing descriptive text. In the result of the questionnaire also
showed that running dictation technique could help them in writing and they enjoy
applying that technique in writing descriptive text.

The five preview finding came from Siifaus (2010), in his thesis entitled:
The Use of Sketch as a Learning aid to Improve Students’ Writing Skill in
Descriptive Text (A Classroom Action Research at the Eight Grade of SMP H.
Isriati Semarang in the Academic Year of 2010/2011).The objectives of his study
were to describe the implementation and to find out the effectiveness of using
sketch as a learning aid to improve students’ writing skill in descriptive text. He

said that using a sketch was fun and motivates students to learn English writing
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easily because they can see and imagine in their real life, furthermore the sketch
was in good design and good theme. The result showed that the students
achievement in writing skill improve.

Referring to previous finding above indicates that there are many ways to
develop students’ writing by using an effective method. Each method has special
characteristic which different with others, but generally, the aim is to develop
students’ writing ability. The researcher decided to use of jeopardy method in
teaching students’ ability writing and to what extent is the use of jeopardy method

effective in teaching students’ ability writing in this research.

B. Some Pertinent Ideas
1. Definition of writing

Writing can be defined as the activity to make letters or number on a
surface, especially using pen or pencil. Writing is one of the four language skills
besides listening, speaking, and reading. It is an activity in arranging words,
phrases, and sentences that is grammatically correct and appropriate with its
purpose. Generally, writing can be interpreted as the act of forming or tracing a
character on paper or other suitable materials with a pen or pencil.

According to Caroline (2006), Writing is a combination of process and
product of discovering ideas, putting them on paper and working with them until
they are presented in manner that is polished and comprehensible to reader from
some definition before, writing is a system of human communication which
represents a symbol. By writing people can share our idea, feeling, or anything
that exist in our mind. Writing prosecutes students to focus on generating idea,
organizing coherently, revising it into good composition, using discourse markers

and rhetorical conventions cohesively, and editing text for appropriate grammar,

Writing is a kind of activity where the writer expresses all the ideas in his
mind in the paper from word to sentence, sentence to paragraph and from
paragraph to essay

Suardi (2012), states that writing is clearly more than the prediction of the
sounds. The symbols have been arranged according to certain in conversation. As
rule, however the students do not write just one sentence or a number of sentence
as arranged in particular order and linked together in certain ways.

Brown (2004), states that Writing is regarded as the most difficult skill for
foreign language learners to master because it involves several components which
need to be considered while the learners are writing, such as content, organization,
vocabulary, language use and punctuation.

Writing can be defined as the activity to make letters or number on a
surface, especially using pen or pencil. Writing is one of the four language skills
besides listening, speaking, and reading. It is an activity in arranging words,
phrases, and sentences that is grammatically correct and appropriate with its
purpose. Generally, writing can be interpreted as the act of forming or tracing a
character on paper or other suitable materials with a pen or pencil.

According to Harmer (2004), writing is a way to produce language and
express idea, feeling, and opinion. Furthermore, he states that, writing is a process
that what people write is often heavily influenced by the constraints of genres, and
then these elements have to be presented in learning activities.

Marianne Celce and Murcia (2000) stated that, writing is a production of
the written word that results in a text but the text must be read and comprehended

in order for communication to take place.
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2. Four Forms of Writing

There are some forms of writing such as:
a. Narrative

Rahmawati (2012), explains that Narration is story writing, when you
wrote a narrative paragraph or essay, you write about event in the other that they
happened.
b. Descriptive

Rahmawati (2012), states that descriptive writing to the senses, so it tells
how something looks, tells, smells, tastes, and/or sounds. A good description is
like a “word picture”. The reader can imagine the object, place or person in
his/her mind.
c. Expository

Suardi (2012), states that expository is the form of writing that explains
something. If often answers to the question of what, how and why. It used in
giving information, making explanation, and meanings. Its purpose is to present
ideas and make the ideas clear as possible
d. Recount

Recount is a text which retells event or experience in the past. Its purpose
is to retell events. The generic structures of recount are orientation-events-
reorientation. It has a similarity with the generic structure of narrative. The
different of recount text with narrative text only is in events. There is no
complication in recount.

3. The Component of Writing

In other hand, Suardi (2012), point out five components of writing, they

are, grammar/Language Use, mechanics, vocabulary, content and the last is

organization.

a. Language use grammar

Language use in writing consist of correct language and point of grammar.
Grammar in writing description involve the use of verb, adjective, adverb and use
simple present tense. A good grammar will help the reader understand the
meaning of the text.
b. Mechanics

Part of mechanics in writing are capitalization, punctuation, and spelling.
Incorrect spelling and punctuation will make the loss or different meaning in the
text, so, the use of this aspect in writing have the big effect in understanding the
meaning in written text.
c. Vocabulary

Vocabulary in writing involve the use of right words (selection words).
The writer have to know the exact word to putting in the sentence. This is
important to forms a writing, but particularly in personal description are more
effective than those mainly transmit information. It is clear know that we cannot
write or express if we do not have vocabulary. Therefore, we cannot understand
the writing passage without having a lot of vocabulary.
d. Content

The writing content have to clear for the readers to be able to understand
the message and information from it. There are two parts of content in writing,
they are unity and completeness. This contents become characteristic of good
writing.
e. Organization

Organization in writing concern with coherence. It means that the writer
has arranges and organizes the ideas. The paragraph can be coherence if the idea

are putting in the right order.
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4. The Importance of Writing

Mannong (2012), states that the importance of writing is to help the

students in the learning process. The reason for them as follow:

a.

Writing reinforces the grammatical structures and vocabulary that have been
taught to the students.
When the students’ write, they also have a chance to be adventurous with the
language, to do beyond what they have learned to say, to risk.
When the students write, they become very involved with the new language
and effort to express their ideas and countant use of eye, hand and brain is
unique away to reinforce learning.
5. The Characteristics of Good Writing

Suardi (2012), state that the characteristics of good writing as follow:
Good writing reflects the writer ability to use the appropriate voice even
through all good. Writing convoys the sounds of someone talking else, the
voice heard through the writing must suit the purpose and audience of
occasion.
Good writing reflects the writers’ ability to organize the material into
coherence whole so that it moves logically from central, dominant idea to the
supporting points and finally to a consistent ending, conveying to the reader
sense of a well through out plan.
Good writing reflects the writer to interest readers in teh subject and to
demonstrate a through and sound understanding of it.
Good writing reflects the writers’ ability to criticize the first draft and revise

it. Revision is the key of effective writing
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e. Good writing reflects the writers’ pride in the manuscript the willingness to
spell and punctuate the accurately and to check word meanings and
grammatical.

6. Descriptive Text

a. Definition of Descriptive Text

In the other word, the structures of description mostly use simple present
tense, but sometimes it uses simple past tense when the person, thing, or place that
is talked about no longer exists. Talking in Mutmainnah (2012), states that
descriptive text writing, sometimes called “showing writing” is writing that
describes a particular person, place or event in great detail. Descriptive writing
use a lot of flowery adjectives and advers to describe what is going on or how
something appears. So, the element of descriptive text is used the definition and
description describing for the pictures of the person, the place that’s talked about.

Descriptive text is a piece of text that describes a particular person, place,
or thing. While Boardman and Jia (2002) state that descriptive text is a kind of
text that is used to describe what something looks like.

Another definition about descriptive text is based on Bima and Kurniawan
(2005) it is stated that, Descriptive text is a kind of text, which says what a person
or a thing is like. Its purpose is to describe and reveal a particular person, place, or
thing. Descriptive text stretch out many information about certain people, things,
and place clearly and detail.

The purpose of writing description is to describe a person, place, or thing
in such vivid detail that the reader can easily form a precise mental picture of what
is being written about, or can feel that they are part of the experience.

In writing a descriptive text the writers should know well what they want

to describe. They describe their ideas and thought vividly based on what they see,
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hear, taste, smell, or touch. Descriptive text is different from information reports
because they described a specific subject rather than general group.
In short, writing a descriptive text is a way of picturing images verbally in
speech or writing and of arranging the image in some kind of logical thinking.
7. Characteristics of Descriptive Text
There are three characteristics of descriptive text, those are:
a. Social function:
To describe a particular person, place or thing
b. Generic structure:
Identification: Identifies phenomenon to be described
Description: describes parts, qualities, characteristics
c. Significant lexicogrammatical features:
1) Focus on specific participant
2) Use of attributive and identifying processes
3) Frequent use of ephitets and classifiers in normal groups
4) Use of simple present tense
8. Jeopardy Method
a. Definition of Jeopardy

the reviews they are doing for a class. The game show "Jeopardy!" is meant to test
people's knowledge. The classroom version acts as a review to test the knowledge
that students have learned during the course of a unit, or a semester.
Patreese (2007), states That Jeopardy-styled game is designed not only to
test your knowledge, but also to help you learn about the topics raised by the

questions. Therefore, it comes with an answer guide. So, if you don’t know the
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answer while playing the game, you can go back later and learn more about the
topic, including the correct answer.

Revere (2004) states that the team-based Jeopardy exam provides focused
student feedback, improves student performance, and enhances course experience.
The team-based Jeopardy exam provides students with immediate, focused
feedback. Incorrectly answered questions are reviewed by the instructor, and
student assessment is on-going throughout the exam as students realize their
mistakes. The team-based Jeopardy exam also creates an action-based knowledge
environment that encourages teamwork.

This immediate feedback was a learning experience for the some players,
as well as the class. Students had an opportunity to ask additional topical
questions and receive clarity on the missed concept. The Jeopardy game creates a
structure  term  “positive  social interdependence,” specifically, goal
interdependence, reward interdependence, and outside enemy interdependence.
The instructor achieved positive goal interdependence by measuring team
performance through a team driven evaluation score. By providing immediate
feedback for both the ‘missed’ individual questions and all computational
questions the instructor sought to provide during examination learning and
prevent further mistakes on the same concept.

A team based Jeopardy examination was designed as a group assessment
mechanism that encouraged positive social interdependence and required

individual contribution

9. Characteristics of Jeopardy
Revere (2004), said that there are three characteristics of jeopardy method,

those are:
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a. Clue (Question)

The clue (question) often aligns well with dictionary entries, making
dictionary resources potentially effective. These clues often do not indicate an
answer type.

Clues are not phrased in interrogative form as questions typically are. This
complicates the design of definition classifiers since we cannot directly use either
typical structural patterns that characterize definition/description questions, or
previous approaches.

b. Answer Type

Answer Type is an important feature for identifying correct answers to
questions and the value of students’ score.
c. Fund (Point)

The Fund (Point) according or definition questions. Definition questions
are typically shorter in length than the quality of the question average. These
differences, namely the shorter clue length and the lack of answer types, make the
use of a specialized machine learning model potentially promising for improving
the overall system accuracy. The first step for handling definitions is, of course,
the automatic separation of definitions from other question types.

C. Theoretical Framework

Writing is one of the four language skills besides speaking, listening, and
reading which are given emphasis in second language learning and it is put in the
curriculum. In writing, students can express their ideas or convey feeling or a
piece of information fluently and accurately. The researcher focuses on writing
descriptive text by applying of Jeopardy Method. However, there are two classes

which are divided into experimental class and control class.

There are still many number of students cannot master writing subject well
especially in descriptive text. For instance: the students difficult in exploring their
ideas and make it into a good sentences or paragraphs. The cause is the students
still lack knowledge of vocabulary. So, the students feel confused to begin write
because they difficult to think and choose the appropriate words, the students also
difficult in considering the grammar pattern because when the students write a
text, Some students usually use inappropriate tenses in writing descriptive text.
For this case, it will make the students’ text unstructured.

Many rules in writing descriptive text that have to be mastered. So, in
teaching learning process, the teacher should choose suitable method or media to
make the students easier to understand the rules and then the teachers still use a
traditional method in teaching English. This method only emphasizes the students
to keep silent in the class while listening to their teacher’s explanation without
discussion; as a result it is hard for the students to begin write. Finally, the
students cannot improve their creativity and imagination. Meanwhile the
imagination of students in writing descriptive text is needed in order to make
colorful and realistic writing.

Based on the problems above, the researcher will overcome those
problems by using outdoor learning strategy. Jeopardy Method is one of the good
or creative strategy in teaching which is done outside the classroom or in the area
of school and centre ground. This strategy is really fun and interest, because the
students will learn with environment directly. The researcher believes that by
applying this method, the students’ writing skill will improve. Because the
students will describe any subjects that is found or see directly. In applying this
method, the researcher divide the students into some groups, and then, the

researcher instructs the students to describe the things around them.
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Automatically, the students will focus to see the things and describing it. As the
result of this strategy the students can improve their writing skill, because this
method very good to use. The conceptual framework of this research is explain in

CHAPTER 1
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

This chapter deals with research method, population and sample, variables
and instrument, data collection procedures, data analysis techniques and statistic
procedures.

A. Research Method

This research was with Quasi Experimental Design, the sample not be
chosen randomly. In this method there will be two classes, which are experimental
class and control class. In experimental class, researcher applied jeopardy as
Method in Teaching while in control class use conventional teaching method.

The researcher used pre-test and post-test design in both experimental and
controlled class. The aim is to find out of whether the use of jeopardy method is
effective in teaching or not by comparing the pre-test and post-test both
experimental class and control class.

This is a model of Quasi-Experimental Design, exactly Non-equivalent

B. Research Variables
In this research, researcher also takes to variables, those are:
1. Independent variable
Independent variable is variable which can give influence or response to
dependent variable (Gay, 2008). The independent variable in this research is
Jeopardy Method, which is the teaching aids that helps the students’ to improve
their writing skill, especially in writing descriptive text.
2. Dependent variable
Dependent variable is which caused or influenced by other variable (Gay,
2008). The dependent variable in this research is the students’ writing skill in
descriptive text. Dependent variable is affected by independent variable. This
research shows that jeopardy method affects the students’ writing skill in
descriptive text or not.
C. Population and Sample
1. Population
Population is a large collection of subjects that be used in the research or
the main focus of a research. Population is all of research subjects (Arikunto in
Mutmainnah, 2012). The experiment at the second year of Madrasah Tsanawiyah

Darul Istigamah Makassar, involving the process of teaching writing by using
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Jeopardy Method. The population of the research is all of the students’ in the
second year of Madrasah Tsanawiyah Darul Istigamah Makassar are 40 students’.
2. Sample

The Sample is partially or the representative of the population studied
(Arikunto: 2013). According to Tiro in Mutmainnah (2012), samples are a number
of member of populations. In this research, the sample was taken by use
purposive sampling technique. The researcher will take class A consists of 20
students as the experimental class and class B consists of 20 students as the
controlled class.
D. Research Instrument

The instrument that was used in this research is writing test, that consist of
pre-test and post-test. The instrument was used to students’ skill in writing
descriptive text in both experimental class and controlled class. The function of
pre-test was to know how far the ability in writing descriptive text of the students’
before using Jeopardy Method and the function of post-test was to know the
improvement of students’ skill in writing descriptive text after using Jeopardy
Method. This research used descriptive text. The instrument contains three
pictures that have to be choosen and described written by the students by using
descriptive text.
E. Data Collecting Procedures

The test for collecting data is important thing in this research that can be
determined the result of the research such as:
1. Pre-test

Before giving treatment, the researcher applied a pre-test to the students in

order to know the students’ fluency in writing ability. The pre-test be conducted in
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the two classes that had been chosen. The pretest was used writing test. The form
of pretest was interview test.
2. Treatment

After giving the pre-test, the researcher conducted the treatment to the
experiment class by using Jeopardy Method in teaching grammar. The treatment
was given for at least 6 meetings, while the control class receive a treatment by
using conventional technique.The procedures of treatment in experimental class:
a. The researcher explain to the class then introducing herself and her purpose
b. The researcher explain to students about writing
c. The researcher explain the problems that always students get when learning

writing

d. The researcher explain about the advantage of learning writing

. Post-test
After the treatment, the post-test was used after given the students. The test

Is same with the was the same in post-test with the pre-test before. In this post-
test, the researcher see the improvement of the students after giving treatment.

The result of pre-test and post-test are collected and compared.
F. Data Analysis Technique

The data be obtained through pre-test and post-test. The researcher used
the procedures as follows:

CHAPTER IV
FINDINGS AND DISCUSSIONS

This chapter presents the findings and discussion.

A. Findings

This chapter deals with the findings of the research and the discussions of
the findings. The findings are in line with the problem statements stated in the
introduction part. The findings of the research present the description of the result
of data collected through written test. In the discussions section, the researcher
describes further explanation of the findings given.

Moreover, in this chapter, the researcher analyzed the data obtained from
the students pre-test and post-test. The data consisted of the result of the pre-test
and post-test. The pre-test was intended to know the ability of the students’
writing skill before giving treatments, while the post-test was intended to find out
whether there was any improvement or not of the students’ writing skill after

having several treatments through implementation of Jeopardy Method.

1. The classification of students’ pre-test and post test score in

The table above showed that, the mean score of experiment class in pre-
test was (42.00) and the standard deviation of experiment class was (11.40), and
the mean score of control class in pre-test was (50.15) and the standard deviation
of control was (19.02). While the mean score of experiment class in post-test was
(82.25) and the standard deviation of experimental class was (4.72), and the mean
score of controlled class in post-test was (74.75) and its standard deviation was
(6.78). It can be concluded from both of the tests; the experiment class gained

greater mean score in the post test than the control group.

The significant score between experiment and control class can be known

by using t-test. The result of t-test can be seen in table 6 as follows:

Table 4.6 above indicates that the value of the t-test was higher than the
value of the t-table. It indicates that there was a significant difference between the
result of the students’ pre-test and post-test.

The statistical analysis from the result of the students’ writing skill test of
this research shown that the students’ writing skill before doing treatment through
applying Jeopardy Method was still low. It was proved by the result of pre-test
before treatments that there were 20 students, 2 (15%) students achieved good
score, 9 (45%) students achieved poor score, and 9 (45%) students achieved very
poor score.

On the contrary to the result of the students’ pre-test before, there was a
significance improvement on the post-test where there were 11 students achieved
(55%) excellent and 9 (45%) students achieved good score.

Based on the table of distribution the value of t-test and t-table in post-test
previously, the researcher concluded that t-test value was higher than t-table (
5.76> 2.042). 1t can be concluded that the students’ writing skill achievement has
improved successfully.If t-table value is higher than t-test at the level of
significance a 0.05 and df (N;+N,) -2 = (20 + 20) -2 = 38, it meant that (Ho)
wasaccepted and (H;) was rejected. In contrary, if the t-test was higher than t-

table, it meant that (Hp) was rejected and (H;) was accepted.
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From the result above, we can show the difference between t-test and t-
table was enough high. It can be concluded that teaching writing by using
Jeopardy Method was proved to be effective in improving the students’ writing
skill especially in descriptive text.

B. Discussion

Writing is a kind of activity where the writer expresses all the ideas in his
mind in the paper from word to sentence, sentence to paragraph and from
paragraph to essay. Suardi (2012), states that writing is clearly more than the
prediction of the sound. The symbols have been arranged according to certain in
conversation. As rule, however the students do not write just one sentence or a
number of sentence as arranged in particular order and linked together in certain
ways.

Writing can be defined as the activity to make letter or number on a
surface, especially using pen or pencil. Writing is one of the four language skills
besides listening, speaking, and reading. It is an activity in arranging words,
phrases, and sentences that is grammatically correct and appropriate with its
purpose. Generally, writing can be interpreted as the act of forming or tracing a
character on paper or other suitable materials with a pen or pencil.

In the order word, the structures of description mostly use simple present
tense, but sometimes it uses simple past tense when the person, thing, or place that
is talked about no longer exists. Talking in Mutmainnah (2012), descriptive text
writing, sometimes called “showing writing” is writing that describe a particular

person, place or event in great detail. Descriptive writing use a lot of flowery
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adjectives and advers to describe what is going on or how something appears. So,
the element of descriptive text is used the definition and description describing for
the pictures of the person, the place that’s talked about.

The purpose of writing description is to describe a person, place, or thing
in such vivid detail that the reader can easily form a precise mental picture of what
is being written about, or can feel that they are part of the experience. in writing a
descriptive text the writers should know well what they want to describe. They
describe their idea and thought vividly based on what they see, hear, taste, smell,
or touch. Descriptive text is different from information reports because they
described a specific subject rather than general group.

According to the result of hypothesis testing, it is known and true that
using Jeopardy Method in teaching writing can give a significant influence to
increase students’ writing in descriptive text.

Before getting treatments, the students give the pretest. In the pre-test,
students’ comprehension in writing was very low. And the comparisons of
average score between experimental and controlled class was almost
homogeneous. It mean before the treatments the students have same condition,
they still very low in writing.

As it was stated in second chapter, that Jeopardy Method is a learning
process that is designed to allow students to learn direct learning materials on the
actual object, so the learning will be more obvious. From that definition, the
researcher conclude that Jeopardy Method is a strategy which is very helpful in

teaching especially in English, Jeopardy Method can make the students more open
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their mind to explain any object that will be described moreover the students also
enjoy the learning process and the students were not bored as long as learning
English.

Jeopardy is a game that many teachers utilize to give students a chance to
practice their knowledge, learn more information, and have a little bit of fun with
the reviews they are doing for a class. The game show “jeopardy” is meant to test
people knowledge. The classroom version acts as a review to test the knowledge
tht students have learned during the course of a unit, or a semester.

This immediate feedback was a learning experience for the some players,
as well as the class. Students had an opportunity to ask additional topical
questions and receive clarity on the missed concept. The jeopardy game creates a
structure term positive social interdependence, specially, goal interdependence,
reward interdependence, and outside enemy interdependence. The instructor
achieved positive goal interdependence by measuring team performance through a
team driven evaluation score.

By providing immediate feedback for both the missed individual question
and all computational questions the instructor sought to provide during
examination learning and prevent further mistakes on the same concept. A team
based Jeopardy examination was designed as a group assessment mechanism that

encouraged positive social interdependence and required individual contribution.
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Writing is one of the four language skills besides speaking, listening, and
reading which are given emphasis in second language learning and it is put in the
curriculum. In writing, students can express their ideas or convey feeling or a
piece of information fluently and accurately. The researcher focuses on writing
descriptive text by applying of Jeopardy Method. However, there are two classes
which are divided into experimental class and control class.

Many rules in writing descriptive text that have to be mastered. So, in
teaching learning process, the teacher should choose suitable method or media to
make the students easies to understand the rules and then the teachers still use a
traditional method in teaching English. This method only emphasize the students
to keep silent in the class while listening to their teachers explanation without
discussion; as a result it is hard for the students to begin write. Finally, the
students cannot improve their creativity and imagination. Meanwhile, the
imagination of students in writing descriptive text is needed in order to make
colorful and realistic writing. From Nurussaniyah (2010), in her research:
“Improving Students Ability In Writing Descriptive Text for Academic Purposes .
She found that Writing Process Approach in writing class can help the students to
develop a paragraph in writing descriptive text.

The running dictation technique motivates the students to have wider ideas
to write their descriptive text. By asking the students to do the task in groups, they
enjoyed to finish the given tasks together. They also did better in individual task
when they tried to develop their paragraph. Although their writing components

were still not good enough, their writing’s result increased from pre-assessment
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test to post cycle test. Their enthusiasm when they apply running dictation
technique in classroom activity during teaching 80 learning process are also quiet
good based on the results of the students™ observation sheet that showed mostly

the students got point 3-5 which means they had high enthusiasm.

Analysis of the mean score gap in the post-test between the Experimental
and controlled ensures if the technique used was effective. The mean score of the
Experimental class was 82.25 and 74.75 for Controlled class. It means the gap of
the students’ score of the Experimental and Controlled class is 7.5. The
explanation of the gap between the two classes indicates that the Experimental
class shows high improving than the Controlled class.

To sum up, based on the result of this study, which shows the students’
scores were much higher after the treatment in Experimental class using Jeopardy
Method the use of Jeopardy Method in teaching writing is surely beneficial
improve students’ writing skill.

The use of Jeopardy Method is the most appropriate strategy for learning
because the teachers can provide an interesting materials from the environment. In
the use of Jeopardy Method there are:

1. The learning activities more interesting and not makes the students be bored
to sit for hours, so that the students' motivation will be higher.
2. The nature of learning will be more meaningful because the students are faced
with the situation and the real situation or natural.
3. The materials that can be studied richer and more accurate factual so that
truth.
4. The activities of student learning is more comprehensive and more active
because it can be done in various ways such as observing, asking questions or

interviews, to prove or demonstrate, examine the facts, and others. Source
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sailed richer because the environment that could be studied such diverse social
environment, natural environment, built environment, and others.

From the comparison of the result of post-test score between
experimental and controlled group, the skill of experimental group was getting
higher than control group. It means that the treatment of using Jeopardy
Method to the experimental group was successful.

Revere (2004) states that the team-based Jeopardy exam provides
focused students feedback, improves students performance, and enhances
course experience. The team-based Jeopardy exam provides students with
immediate, focused feedback. Incorrectly answered questions are reviewed by
the instruction, and students assessment is On-going throughout the exam as
students realize their mistakes. The team-based Jeopardy exam also create an
action-based knowledge environment that encourages teamwork.

Moreover, it is perceived that the learners are more eager and
interested in learning English, especially for the implementation of Jeopardy
Method, it was proved that this strategy influenced the learners’ motivation to

study English comfortably.



CHAPTER V
CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION

This chapter presents the conclusions as well as few suggestions of this
study. Suggestions are taken based on findings and conclusions obtained in this
research.

A. Conclusion

Based on the result of the data analysis, research findings, and discussion
in the previous chapter, the researcher concluded that:

The use of Jeopardy Method is effective in teaching writing at the grade of
MTs Darul Istigamah Makassar.

The improvement can be seen through the statistical analysis that t-test
value that was 5.76, greater than t-table value 2.042. Jeopardy Method as a
teaching method was effective in improving the students’ skill in writing
especially in descriptive text at the second grade students of MTs Darul Istigamah
Makassar.

1. Using Jeopardy Method in teaching can improve the students’ skill in
writing especially in descriptive text. The students’ skill in writing before
applied Jeopardy Method.

2. Using Jeopardy Method in teaching English is alternative media that can
make the students more enthusiastic and enjoyable in learning. It was
different from the students’ skill after applied Jeopardy Method. It was
found in students post-test was higher than the pre-test, which proved that
the implementation of Jeopardy Method in learning activity contributed to
the student was more effective in teaching writing especially in descriptive

text.
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B. Suggestions

There is a lot of learning Strategy or Method to be used in teaching
learning progress, but, using Jeopardy Method is an alternative way of teaching
writing, especially, writing descriptive text. Here are some suggestions as follows:

1. Jeopardy Method is suggested to use for teacher as an alternative strategy
or method in teaching English especially writing.

2. Jeopardy Method is a good way for the students in improving their skill in
writing. Using Jeopardy Method helps the teacher and gives much times to
the students be active in writing and makes the students feel enjoy and
enthusiastic in writing.

3. Jeopardy Method is not only can be used for the beginner but also for
advance itself.

4. Finally, the researcher expected that this thesis would bring new views for
all the readers and the English teachers. Hopefully, there would be other
advantages of using Jeopardy Method in teaching and learning process not

only in writing, but also in the other skills.
