After performances in Kuala Lumpur,
the organisers intend to stage the production
in Johor Bahru, Kuala Terengganu, and
Penang next year. They also hope to stage
the production in Arabic in Abu Dhabi, in
conjunction with the Najah Education Expo
in Sept next year. It aims to promote Malaysia
as an education hub to students in the United
Arab Emirates.
