The information will be used in
bringing the entire college program
under rigid budget control, including
all operations. ThH study [ also be-
ing made in the field of food services.

Wheatqn, IllinofS and Concordia
Te~Srs College at River Fores8
Illinois, have also been visited in tlra
study of food services.

Engineers are being consulted to
make the food service more efficierra
and better operated in serving the
student body.

Trailerville To Get
Improved Conditions

The State Health Department hav-
ing supervision of trailer parks in
the State of Illinois is demanding
improvements in living conditions and
a state license for the operation of
Trailerville.

The Health Department has is-
sued laws governing the standards
of living quarters and facilities. All
students living in the park will be
required to meet these standards.

The Health Department will make
the inspection and final decision con-
cerning allowable rooms and other
problems of the kind.

The park will be reduced in size
mo 66 trailer spaces—35 for independ-
enttrailers and 31 for dependent
trailers. Only the independent trail-
ers will have sewer and water con-
nections. For the dependent trailers,
all liquids will be carried to and from
the trailer unless satisfactory dis-
posal is provided.

A dead-line da® has not been set
by the state for the work to be done.

Program April 4-5

One hundred and sixty-four Olivet
sophomores will participate in the
national sophomore program from
7:30-11:20 a.m. on April 4 and 5. The
test is to be used for diagnostic pur-
poses and will serve as a guide in
assigning advanced work during the
junior and senior years.

Every student in his sS>nd year
of work in college, whether techni-
cally classified as a sophomore or
not, is required to take these tests.

The program consists of three tests;
one in English, one in contemporary
affairs[and one in general culture.

The program will have no bearing
on the second semester grades, but
those with low scores on the English
test will be required to take a rem-
edial course in English during their
junior year.

The following
report&s the result of this meeting.

Football Field
The rearrangement of Olivet’s football field was investigated and coni
sidered. This possibility was estimated to cost $5,000 which would cover the
installment of bleachers, underground drainage system, and the tilting of
the track. Needless to say, this would be a good project but it is probably
too expense for a student bodj® of o u ra nd means.
Road Project
Nor would it be possible to continuHthe 1953 “Road ProjectO To pave
the strip south from the circle and the strip south by Williams Hall would
cost $1,500. And this doesnt include proper drainage, sidewalks or curb-
ing. Since a new college church and library are being constructed, it
seems likely that the administration will have to take action on Olivet
roads.
ABttudent Union Building
There has been considerable talk among students about lounge and par-
lor improvements. The final solution to this question would be a new Stu-
dent Union Building. The Student Council is now working on an effective
and long range plan for such a construction. This plan will be presented
to the student body later in the year.
Band Uniforms
A possible projSt which was given more consideration at this Student
CouncMmeeting was the purchasing of band uniforms. There are several
reasons why band uniforms were considered above the other projects.

Each year the college receives many calls from schools, civic organiza-
tions, clubs, etc., for the band to perform for these mentioned groups. How-
ever, because of no uniforms the band is unable to accept these invitations.
New band uniforms will go a long way towards bringing about a better un-
derstanding betw”mOlivet and Kankakeeland.

A uniformed marching band is Rrtainly an important aspect for the
annualBTip-Off” parade, as was noticed this year. But the difficulties en-
countered in renting uniforms are so numerous as to discourage a further
practice of it. Such things as poor fittings, cleaning bills, and high rental
fees were problems in this year’s “Tip-Off” parade.

Purchasing band uniforms certainly wouldn’t bring intercollegiate sports
to the campus. However, it is hard to think of even intramural sports and
at the same; time not to think of a uniformed marching band.

At the last Board of Trustees meeting, the members expressed feelings
that they desired to see Olivet’s band purchase uniforms. However, they
mentioned that they were unable to appropriate the total cost of uniforms
because of the restricted budget. But the board did appropriate $1,500 to-
ward the purchasing of band uniforms.

Chosen Project

with an organizational meeting at the first of .the second semester, and have
also been the “subject of talk“ among the faculty and students.
