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to one of the most significant of Angli-
can theologians. Although continuity
is always a challenge in edited collec-
tions of this kind, Morris has organ-
ized a great variety of texts in a way
that will interest many readers to
learn more about Maurice. The chap-
ter on Maurice's early life provides
intriguing insights into his feelings and
perspectives as revealed in letters to
family members. Other writings pro-
vide a clear expression of Maurice’s
vibrant faith in Christ. For example, in
one letter Maurice laments that “we
have been dosing our people with reli-
gion when what they want is not this
but the Living God” (46) and in
another letter he yearns for the bene-
fits that would follow “if once the
teachers in our theological schools
would have courage to proclaim theol-
ogy to be the knowledge of God and
not the teaching of a religion ..." {49).
Motris’s reader provides an interest-
ing collection of texts that will help
the reader to appreciate the main
issues of Maurice's theology and the
vibrant commitment of his faith.
