REPORT: 
[To accompany bill H. R. 4849.1 

The Committee on the Judicia,ry, havin_q had u·nder consideration bill II. 
JL 4849, respectfully submit the following report: 

There are statutes of the United States punishing the robbing of the 
mails and the robbing of persons of property belonging to the Uniteu 
States, and also in a few other instances robbery is punishable under ex­
h;ting law. It is not intended by this bill to iuterft're in any way with 
any existing statutes relating to the crime of robbery. 

There is no statute punishing robbery in the lndian country, except 
as stated. This crime is not unfrequently committed in that country. 
Sometimes the railroad trains are stopped, and the railroad companies 
and express companies and passengers rol>beu, aml tlle perpetrators can 
only be punished unuer the general statute for larceny, the maximum 
punishment of which is $l,OUO fine and one year's impl"i~onment. Tltis 
punishment the committee tllin k incommensurate with the character of 
offenses stated. The surrounding States have f:Jnud it necessary to 
punh;h tllis offense much more sevt.>rely, aiHl the eommittee think a 
severer puni~bment sbon1<1 be inflicted for this class of crimes wlJen 
committed in the Indian Territory, where lawless auu bau meu ha\·e con­
grEgated in great numbers. 

Your committee therefore urge the passage of this bill.
