CLAIM OF THE STATE OF GEORGIA . 

. FEBRUARY 14, 1881.-Committed to the Committee of the Whole House on the state 
of the Union and ordered to be printed. 

Mr. WELLBORN, from the Committee on Indian Affairs, submitted the 
following 

REPORT: 
[To a~company bill H. R. 3841.] 

The Oomrnittee on Indian A:ffairs, to 'whom was 'referred bill B. R. 3841, 
have had the sarne 'under consideration, and submit tlw following report : 

Original vouchers, consisting of muster and pay rolls, offered in evi­
dence to the committee show that the State of Georgia, in military op­
erations against Indians within her borders, expended in the years 
1812-1814, $16,801.38, and in 1817-1818, $5,766.04. There is also em­
llraced in this ·claim an item of $4,607 for moneys expended for like pur­
llOses in 1795-1800. The voucher~ for this last-named amount have not 
been furnished the committee, and therefore the item is not allowed. 

That the protection of the sev-eral States and the citizens thereof from 
Indian hostilities is and has been from the organization of the Federal 
Government a duty and charge incumbent upon the Federal Govern­
ment, and that when in the absence of such protection the States them· 
selves have made necessary expenditures in raising, arming, supplying, 
and maintaining troops for this purpose, they should be reimbursed for 
moneys thus ad ,-anced, are principles believed by the committee to be 
well founded in law and justice, and fully sanctioned by unbroken lines 
of precedents. 

The proofs that the moneys covered by the 'Vouchers before referred to 
have not been paid to the State of Georgia b.r the Federal Government 
are to be found in certificates, &c., from officers of the State of Georgia, 
and the following communications from the Treasury Department, 
copies of which are made a part of this report: 

1st. I~etter of March 4, 1858, from Third Auditor co\ers amounts ex­
pended in 1812-1814, the aggregate being $16,801.38. 

2d. Letter from Second .Auditor .February 23, 1858, covers amounts 
in 1817-1818. , 

3d. Letter from Third Auditor Jan nary 22, 1880, shows that no claims 
have been settled since 1858. 

The committee recommend the passage of said bill with the following 
amendments, to wit: In fourth and fifth li11es strike out "twenty-seven 
thousand oue hundred and seventy-five dollars and fifty cents," and 
insert in lieu thereof" t~venty-two 1l10usand five hundred and sixty-seven 
dollars and forty-two cents." In eigLth and ninth lines strike out "sev­
enteen hundred and ninety-five" and insert "eighteen lmndred and 
twelve."

SIR: Agreeably to the request in your note of the 12th instant, submitting a list of' 

pay-rolls of Georgia militia for services performed. in 1nl2, 1794, 1705, 1796, and 1797, 
and 1813 a,nd 1814, and asking if there is any evidence in this office of payment for 
said services by the United States, an examination has been made of snch accounts as 
are in this office for military service in Georgia with this result: It appears that from 
time to time Congress has appropriated large sums for militia service in Georgia, and 
paymasters have been sent to that country for the purpose of paying the claims, but 
I have not been able to discover from su<;h accounts now in this oft'ice (some of them 
having been lost at the time of the destruction of the Treasury building in 1833) that 
t~e United States has made any payments for the service covered by the list you sub­
mit. The papers are herewith returned.

SIR: I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your letter of the 17th instant, 

requesting information relative to the claim of. the St,ate of Georgia for militia ex­
penses from Decemher, 17!:15, to August, 1827 (1tl18). 

In reply, I have to state that it appears from the records of this office that Wm. M. 
Varnum, esq., as agent for the State of Georgia, filed in this office a claim for pay­
ments to certain commissioned officers from 1795 to 1818, on the 16th of February, 

• 1858 (No. 2862). On the 2:3d of February, 1858, .the agent withdrew vouchers num­
bered 43, 64, 65, 66, 67, 68, 69, 70, 71, 72, and 75, for payments of services since 181!l, for 
reference to the Second Auditor. These vouchers (pay-rolls) amounted to $10,718.26. 

The whole amount filed February 16, 1858, was $49,05(1.39, and the balance of the 
claim was.withdrawn from t.his office March 4, 1858, by said agent, as will more fully 
be seen by reference to the letter of this office to him of that date herewith inclosed, 
marked Exhibit A. 

There is no evidence on file in this office that the State of Georgia has, since that 
time, presented these claims for settlement to th~ accounting officers of the Treasury. 
The claims withdrawn by the agent for reference to the Second Auditor have not 
been returned to this office, and this office ha'3 no official knowleoge of the action of 
the Second Auditor thereon. 

The certified copy of abstract and letter of Hon. R. J. Atkinson; dated March 4, 
1858 (marked Exhibit A), are herewith returned.
