The Director
of the Charles Hamilton Houston Institute for Race and Justice and Co-
Director of the Law School’s Program in Law and History, Brown-Nagin 1s
an award-winning legal historian, an expert in constitutional law and
education law and policy, a member of the American Law Institute, a
fellow of the American Bar Foundation and a distinguished lecturer for the
Organization of American Historians. She has published articles and book
chapters on the Supreme Court’s equal protection jurisprudence, civil rights
law and history, the Affordable Care Act and education reform in a variety
of publications, including the Yale Law Journal, the Harvard Law Review,
the Columbia Law Review and the Journal of Law & Education.

Her book, Courage to Dissent: Atlanta and the Long History of the Civil
Rights Movement (Oxford: Oxford University Press, 2011), won the Reid
Book Award and the Bancroft Prize in U.S. History. Brown-Nagin also has
published articles and opinion pieces on education reform in the popular
press. She is a frequent media commentator on legal 1ssues and educational
policy. Her second book, The Only Woman in the Courtroom: Constance
Baker Motley and Twentieth-Century Struggles for Equality, 1s forthcoming.

She earned BA in history, summa cum laude, from Furman University,
where she was elected to Phi Beta Kappa, MA and PhD in history from
Duke University; and JD from Yale, where she served as an editor of the
Yale Law Journal. She then clerked on the U.S. District Court for the
Southern District of New York and the U.S. Court of Appeals for the Third

Circuit.

Jim Phillips, Professor of Law, History and
Criminology at the University of Toronto and
editor-in-chief of the Osgoode Society tor Canadian
Legal History, introduced Professor Beattie on his
election as an Honorary Fellow of the ASLH in
2012 with this citation:

As an undergraduate student at the Umversity of San Francisco John Beattie was
not only a star student but also an All-American soccer player. The fact that I am
here today to introduce him as the latest Honorary Fellow of the American Society
for Legal History suggests that he made the right choice of two alternative careers.

Nobody has contributed more to our knowledge of how the English system of
criminal justice worked in the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries than John Beattie.
Although he began his career as an historian of the court of George I, he turned to
social history early on, and wrote a pioneering series of articles in the 1970s and
1980s which laid the groundwork for his magisterial 1986 volume Crime and the
Courts in England, 1660-1800. Not only did that book explain how all aspects of the
criminal justice system operated, it exposed, as no one had before, how each aspect
was related to the others and to broader social, economic and political trends. Ten
years later John produced a second equally important book, on Policing and
Punishment in London, which highlighted the importance of the capital to national
developments.

John has continued, and is continuing, to explore other topics. His 2012 book on the
Bow Street Runners is a path breaking account of the origins and development of
English policing before Peel, and those who enjoyed the PBS series on William
Garrow are probably not aware that John is the person who brought Garrow to
scholarly attention in the pages of the Law and History Review.

No tribute to John Beattie would be complete without acknowledging the profound
effect that he has had on others around the world. He has long been a member of
the ASLH and a frequent contributor to its committees and annual meetings. All
social and criminal justice historians are in his debt - English, American, Canadian and
those in a host of other jurisdictions. Nobody better exemplifies the term ‘scholar
and gentleman’, and I am proud and humbled to be asked to say these few words
on the occasion of his being so deservingly recognised with this honorary fellowship.
