EDITORIAL

With this issue, the scope of Gobernar expands in two notable ways. First we are pleased
to present our first special issue that is the result of a collaboration with the Latin American &
Caribbean (LAC) Regional Network of the International Society for Third-Sector Research
(ISTR) and is based on the conference held in 2017 in Quito, Ecuador. Second, and directly
related to this, the articles included in this issue focus on actors increasingly important to
governance who are outside of the formal realm of government.

The focus in this issue is on the role of civil society actors who sometimes work alongside
government and sometimes in conflict with government to fulfill public policy and social goals.
At a time when the world’s governments are increasingly exclusionary in their public policies
and rhetoric, attention to the inclusionary function of civil society is essential.

Susan Appe, Daniel Barragan, and Anabel Cruz coordinated the ISTR LAC regional
conference, proposed the special issue of Gobernar, and helped with initial screening of articles.
The end result is a collection of articles which collectively contribute to our understanding of the
challenges and the accomplishments of civil society organizations in specific countries
(Argentina, Ecuador and Mexico, in particular) and in the region more broadly. We leave to the
three academic co-editors a discussion of the contributions of these individual authors and
articles.

As editors, we hope that this issue will not only contribute to our readers’ understanding,
but will also encourage others to consider proposing special issues on other topics. Whether
developed in conjunction with a conference or simply through a conventional call for proposals,
we welcome your ideas and the opportunity to partner with you.

El resultado final es una coleccion de articulos que contribuyen colectivamente a
nuestra comprension de los logros y desafios de las organizaciones de la sociedad civil en paises
especificos (Argentina, Ecuador y México, en particular) y en la region en general. Para no
duplicar ideas o argumentos, dejamos a los editores académicos el analisis de las contribuciones
individuales.
