BLOOD BANK UP 273 PINTS 
Last Friday 291 Embry- 

Riddle student, faculty 
and administrators took 
time from their schedules 
to give a gift of life, 
namely blood. Of these 
291, only twenty-one were 
deferred for medical rea-, 
sons, leaving 270 individ- 
uals who were able to do- 
nate blood. Added to the 
270 single day blood draw- 

ing, were three pints on 
credit who donated before 
the Friday date. Though 
the 300 pint barrier re- 
mained unscathed, the 270 
pint total made the 
largest single day drawing 
in the Daytona Beach area. 
It was also a 14% increase 
over ERAI's previous high 
of 237 pints donated. 

Business men in the 
Daytona area helped make 
this blood successful as

Cam Mc- 
Quaid of the Blood Drive 
Committee stated, "A wor- 
thy note to this success 
is the great spirit and 
effort that the campus or-

Two Embry-Riddle stu- 
dents are presently work- 
ing for the Florida Reha- 
bilitation Center for the 
Blind through the work 
study program. Richard 
Jarry and Ronald Terranova 
are handling "personal 
services" for some of the 
Rehabilitation Center's 
clients. These service 
include transport to local 
medical and dental ap- 
pointments, recording news 
articles on tape for re- 
play, reading personal 
mail and helping their 
clients make purchases. 

Embry-Riddle is the 
first in the Daytona Beach 
area to take advantage of 
this new federal program 
to help get tax dollars 
back to the local govern- 
ment. Aside from helping 
the blind. the prosram 
also includes the ?ol;sia 
County Mental Health Asso- 
ciation. Kent Roper is 
now working for them as an 
administrative assistant 
helping inform the public 
of mental hea-th problems 
by setting up displays.
