In
ItltHJ M. tie Forbes records counting
more than thirty lights dancing round
the masts and rigging of his ship. If
the lights first appeared low and dis-
appeared by ascending the masts a
prosperous voyage was believed to be
assured, but lights that Itcgan at tb
topmast and descended toward the sea
presuged tempest and danger of wreck.
