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1. Mrs. Jemima Kindersley en su obra:

...Almost every family has a mother, aunt, or some sage
matron, who is the oracle, and no woman is thought at years of
discretion before she is grey headed: thus a young woman,
when she marries, only passes from one tutelage to another;
from the direction of her own relations, to that of her
husband’s...The ladies at Teneriffe lead the most retired lives
imaginable, they very seldom leave their own houses, except
going to church, and even there a young one does not venture
without some elderly lady to attend her; no one ever goes out
in the day-time without a veil; the veil is exactly like two
petticoats sewed together made of black serge, the one serves
as an upper petticoat, and the other comes over the head, so
that the women is entirely covered by it, except a little over one
eye, which is left open for her guide herself by.

...The females wear white handkerchiefs on their heads,
sometimes crossed beneath the chin, and tied under it, but the
ends are usually permitted to flow over the shoulders, in the
true mantilla fashion. They have generally large black eyes, high
foreheads, with a serious expression of countenance, a sedate
air, and their figures well made and erect.
