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ABSTRACT

Health consultation for Japanese living in Indonesia was done in 2000. The number of fe-
males who received consultation relating to obstetrics and gynecology was 26. Problems in-
volving gynecology were menstrual disorders, menopausal disorders, discharge from the
womb and vaginal itching, anxiety from possible pregnancy and problems after Caesarean.
Matters of obstetrics involved medical examination for pregnancy, anxiety concerning the
progress of pregnancy and Caesarean, and morning sickness. A lot of concern centered
around possible need for Caesarean. We think that a consultation system for pregnant
Japanese women living in Indonesia is necessary.
