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Mateusz Jagiello was born and raised in Kraków, Poland. He began to study French horn at age of 7 in the Kraków 
School of Music named after Mieczysław Karłowicz under Jacek Muzyk and Adam Kozlowski. At age of 11 he placed third 
in the national competition for young soloists in Jaworzno, Poland. The same year he performed Mozart concerto no. 1 
with Cracow Youth Philharmonic in which he played as a principal horn for many years. During that time he played concert 
in Poland and other European countries cooperating with one of the most famous Polish singers and actors. He recorded 
multiple CDs with Cracow Youth Philharmonic including recordings of the operettas, musicals, and movie soundtracks. In 
2008 Mateusz was appointed principal horn of the Cracow Event orchestra with which he toured around Poland playing in 
the show “Magic Hollywood”  with Grazyna Brodzinska, famous Polish operetta singer. In 2009 Mateusz started his studies 
at Interlochen Arts Academy where he studied under Gene Berger and Gustavo Camacho. After graduating from 
Interlochen he moved to Florida where he is currently studying at Lynn Conservatory of Music under Gregory Miller.  
  
Pianist Sheng-Yuan Kuan has performed at the Kennedy Center, Weill Recital Hall, Taiwan National Concert Hall, and 
Musikverein in Vienna. She is a featured artist at the Heifetz International Music Institute, KUAF/Fulbright Summer 
Chamber Music Festival, Baltimore Symphony Orchestra's Chamber Music by Candlelight series, and the Sylvia Adalman 
Chamber Concert Series at Peabody Conservatory. Tim Smith of the Baltimore Sun praised Ms. Kuan as "(having) 
admirable technical finesse and expressive flair at the piano." Ms. Kuan has collaborated with famed musicians such as 
Nobuko Imai, Stefan Jackiw, Espen Lilleslatten, Richard Stolzman, KengYuen Tseng, Time for Three, and members of the 
Borromeo and Parker Quartets and Apollo Trio. She also made appearances at music festivals such as Bowdoin, Aria, 
Sarasota, Yellow Barn, Gijon Piano Festival and Norfolk Summer Music Festival. Ms. Kuan has received accolades from 
many competitions, including the 13th Beethoven Piano Competition in Vienna (Best Female Pianist Award, 2009), the 
12th Taipei Chopin International Piano Competition (3rd Prize, 2008), Corpus Christi International Competition in Texas 
(2nd Prize, 2008), and New York Kosciuszko Chopin Piano Competition (3rd Prize, 2003). She was also the recipient of 
Honolulu Morning Music Club Scholarship, Peabody Conservatory's Career Development Grant, Chamber Music Awards 
and Accompanying Assistantship. Currently serving as the collaborative pianist at Lynn University, Ms. Kuan holds degrees 
from the Yale School of Music and the Manhattan School of Music. She is a candidate of the Doctor of Musical Arts degree 
at the Peabody Conservatory under the guidance of Professor Boris Slutsky. For more information please visit 
Kuanpiano.weebly.com.

“Best Recordings” worldwide. In addition, he has launched his own recording label, Artek Recordings (www.artekrecordings.com). He performs on 
a 1729/30 Guarneri del Gesu called the “Stretton” and on several outstanding contemporary violins. Violin students performing in this master class 
are from the studios of Elmar Oliveira, Carol Cole and Guillermo Figueroa..
