Trombonist, Alex Nisbet was born in St. Joseph,
Michigan. Before coming to Lynn University, Alex
attended Interlochen Arts Academy in Michigan. He
has held positions in the Gainesville Philharmonic,
Gainesville Chamber Orchestra, and the Long Bay
Symphony Orchestra. Alex is currently studying at
Lynn University for his Bachelors of Music under
the tutelage of Dan Satterwhite.

Teng-kuan Wang, collaborative pianist born in
Taiwan, started to learn piano at six and learned
violin at the age of 11. He studied music at Chaiyi
Junior High School, majoring in piano and minoring
in violin. His junior high trio won first place in a
chamber music competition. Mr. Wang advanced on
to Chaiyi Senior High School where he received full
scholarship. Pursuing his piano and violin studies,
Mr. Wang also joined the concert band and played
tuba. In 2003, he entered the music department in
Soochow University, his major was piano, but he continued to pursue his
love for low brass, performing euphonium in the music department’s wind
orchestra. Mr. Wang’s professors include Wei-Long Lee, Sophia Yu,
Alexander Sung and John Vaughan. His studies at Soochow University
aided in his pursuit of collaborative studies as he often accompanied in
students’ recitals, performances and competitions. Mr. Wang is a PPC
candidate at Lynn University Conservatory of Music studying collaborative
piano with Lisa Leonard.

Aziz Sapaev, is the winner of numerous national
and international competitions held in Turkey and
Bulgaria. Mr. Sapaev has performed solo concerts in
prestigious concert halls such as the Grand Hall of
Tchaikovsky Conservatory in Moscow, Russia, CRR
concert hall in Istanbul, Turkey. Born in Tashkent,
Uzbekistan into a family of musicians, Mr. Sapaev
was introduced to classical music at an early age. He
performed in master classes with world renowned
teachers such as Orlando Cole, Peter Wiley and Tobias Kithne. Actively
involved in chamber music, Mr. Sapaev was a finalist of the Coleman
Chamber Music Competition as the member of “Palm Trio” in 2009.
Currently, Mr. Sapaev is pursuing his master’s degree at Lynn University
studying cello with artist faculty, David Cole.
