BIOGRAPHIES

Evgenia Zharzhavskaya was born in St.Petersburg, Russia and began to play violin at the
age of 6. She entered the Rimsky-Korsakov School of music the same year. She later
continued her studies at the St.Petersburg state conservatory. While still at the
conservatory she won a position with the Mariinsky Theatre Orchestra under Valery
Gergiev. Ms. Zharzhavskaya participated in a number of prestigious music festivals, such
as Schleswig-Holstein, Germany, Gustav Mahler Academy, Italy, Verbier, Switzerland and
Miyazaki, Japan, where she performed with some of the world’s leading conductors such
as James Levine, Yury Temirkanov, Mstislav Rostropovitch, Charles Dutoit and Christoph
Eschenbach among others, as well as famous soloists including Martha Argerich, Lang
Lang, Andrea Bocelli, Vadim Repin, ltzhak Perlman and Mischa Maisky In 2010 Ms.
Zharzhavskaya moved to Florida where she began studying with Elmar Oliveira at Lynn
University in Boca Raton. Since then she has been actively performing with orchestras
and chamber groups in South Florida, such as Florida Grand Opera, Palm Beach Opera,
Palm Beach Symphony, Boca Symphony and Sensibile String Quartet. Evgenia
Zharzhavskaya is a substitute violinist in the New World Symphony and recently she won
a contract position in the Houston Symphony, where she will start to work in November.
Ms. Zharzhavskaya is going to complete her Master degree at Lynn University this fall.

Pianist Sheng-Yuan Kuan has received accolades from many competitions, including the
13th Beethoven Piano Competition in Vienna (Best Female Pianist Award, 2009), the 12th
Taipei Chopin International Piano Competition (3rd Prize, 2008), Corpus Christi
International Competition in Texas (2nd Prize, 2008), and New York Kosciuszko Chopin
Piano Competition (3rd Prize, 2003). Ms. Kuan has been a featured artist at the Heifetz
International Music Institute, KUAF/Fulbright Summer Chamber Music Festival, and
Baltimore Symphony Orchestra's Chamber Music by Candlelight series. She has
performed alongside Nobuko Imai, Stefan Jackiw, Stephen Taylor, Daniel Phillips, Tim
Eddy, Richard Stolzman, Keng-Yuen Tseng, Time for Three, and members of the
Borromeo, Parker Quartets and Apollo Trio. Currently serving as the collaborative pianist
at Lynn University’s Conservatory of Music, Ms. Kuan holds degrees from the Yale School
of Music and the Manhattan School of Music. She is a candidate for the Doctor of
Musical Arts degree at the Peabody Conservatory.
