Biographies

Jenna McCreery is currently pursuing a master’s of music in cello performance at Lynn Conservatory under the tutelage
of David Cole. A recent graduate from Swarthmore College, she studied with Yumi Kendall, Assistant Principal of the
Philadelphia Orchestra, while earning a bachelor of the arts as a linguistics major and music and psychology double minor.
Jenna was introduced to the cello at age six by her mother, Kristine Fink Candler, a Suzuki violin teacher. Soon after,
Jenna began studying with father Carlton McCreery until completing high school. While under her father’s instruction,
Jenna made her solo debut with the Hendersonville Symphony playing Vivaldi’s Double Cello Concerto with her father.
Jenna’s summers at Brevard Music Festival granted her instruction with Andres Diaz, David Salness, Roberto Diaz,
William Preucil, and the Miami String Quartet. Jenna was Swarthmore College Orchestra’s Principal Cellist during her four
years at Swarthmore and was winner of Swarthmore’s 2010 Concerto Competition. Jenna served two seasons with the
National Repertory Orchestra and was the orchestra’s Assistant Principal Cello in 2009. Also in NRO’s 2009 season, she
gave a solo performance of the Fauré Elegie. Recently, Jenna toured with Handel’s Messiah Rocks! and Philharmonic Orchestra
of the Americas and is an active performer with Flat Rock Playhouse. When visiting her home in Alabama, Jenna serves as a
substitute for the Tuscaloosa, Huntsville and Tupelo Symphonies.

Sofiya Uryvayeva was born in Siberia to a family of passionate music lovers. After moving with her family to Ukraine, she
graduated from the Odessa Stolyarsky Music School for highly talented children. Due to her outstanding talent, Sofiya was
then invited to Germany for post-graduate study as a recipient of a full scholarship. While in Germany, she earned both
Master’s and Doctorate Degrees in music performance, and also performed in many concerts, including solo and chamber
programs. Her concerts uniformly received the highest accolades and rave reviews from the German public and press. Due
to her superlative achievements in the music field, in 2009 the State Department of the US government granted her
permanent residency in the United States, a rare privilege reserved for individuals of extraordinary ability, recognizing these
honorees as “the best of the best” in their field of endeavor. Her American debut at the Steinway Gallery in Miami was
filmed and broadcast on nationwide television. Modern composers from all over the world have dedicated their music to
her, and she has performed numerous world premieres. Besides her numerous appearances in front of American
audiences, Sofiya has performed to acclaim throughout the world, including in Ukraine, Germany, Italy, and Austria. Her
concerts have been described by critics as “A festival for all the senses, for the soul and for life,” “A magic ride on the
witch’s broom,” and “Brilliant technique with soul.” Sofiya is currently the a collaborative pianist at Lynn University in
Boca Raton, Florida.
