Mostly Music is conceived and hosted by
Marshall Turkin and staged by Jan McArt. Franz Joseph Haydn (1732-1809) lived in
an era when musicians were considered servants like other hired help in the
household, but he lived on to play an integral role in the creation and development

of the great Classical style, inspiring Mozart and teaching Beethoven.
