Kenny Chesney is not coming 
to Statesboro after all. 

Speaking trough his spokes- 
person Kate McMahon, Chesney 
said Statesboro concert organizers 
failed to tell him that Legends — the 
concerts venue — could no longer 
serve alcohol, information that led 
him to cancel his "Keg in the Closet"' 
tour stop here. 

"It's incredibly unfortunate that 
this venue didn't think to inform us 
of their change in status." Chesney 
relayed through his spokesperson 
Tuesday evening. 

"This is a club tour,' taking it 
back to the bars me and my guys 
played when we were paying our 
dues. Given how small these shows 
are, to protect the integrity of the 
other dates, we need to keep the 
venues consistent," he said. 

McMahon said Trey Britt, the 
local promoter of the concert, will 
refund money for purchased tickets 
at Tire Plantation Room at noon on 
Thursday. 

McMahon said she and other 
organizers who work with Chesney 
were never informed that Legends no 
longer has a liquor license, even dur- 
ing the most recent negotiations. 

"We were never told they lost 
their liquor license," McMahon 
said. "They mislead us, and that's 
why we cancelled." 

McMahon said she was not 
aware of any mishaps that occurred 
on the day of ticket sales that went 
against the protocol for the show, 
and thus could not comment on 
why two tickets weren't sold to each 
student, and why those expectingto 
buy tickets early Monday morning 
were sent away and told ticket sales 
would begin on Tuesday. 

"We depend on our fans for our 
livelihood," she said, "and we don't 
want to make them unhappy." 

Will Britt, the owner of Legends 
and a Statesboro City Council 
member, lost his liquor license for 
both his bars in November. 

The Statesboro Alcohol Control 
Board found that Britt had violated 
the city's "50-50" liquor laws, which 
stated that all restaurants in the 
city must make at least half of their 
money from food, and the rest from 
alcohol. 

In a sweeping move -7- just 
weeks after that board revoked 
Britt's license — the city council 
made massive changes to States- 
boro's liquor laws, ending happy 
hours and drink specials in all of 
Statesboro. 

Forum inspires GSU 
students, faculty

A crowd filled the lecture room 

in the Russell Union last night as the 
Multicultural StudentCenter hosted 
a panel discussion titled "The Future 
of Black America." The featured 
panelists included Savan- 
nah Mayor Otis Johnson 
and Georgia Southern 
professor F. Erik Brooks. 
GSU professor Saba Jallow 
served as the moderator 
for the event. 

Each panelist opened 
with about a 10-minute 
outline of issues they 
wanted to address. John- 
son opened with his per- 
sonal journey through politics 
since his childhood, which further 
progressed into his adulthood. He 
began watching the political activity 
which took place in his church by 
his grandfather, who happened to 
hold the office of the Chairman of 
the Deacon Board. 

Upon entering school, Johnson 
became involved with the Student 
Government Association, and later 
ran for a seat on the school board in

the 1970s. This journey led him to 
becomethe64th mayor ofSavannah, 
Georgia. 

Johnson stressed that "It is im- 
portant for young people to get into 
politics...to get involved in the deci- 
sion makingprocess." He elaborated 

on how young adults 
can get involved in this 
process. "Get involved 
in your area, you live in 
Statesboro, start being 
concerned about what 
happens in Statesboro, 
these decisions target 
you directly." 

Brooks introduced 
his part of the discussion 
by traveling through a 

timeline of African American his- 
tory highlights. 

"We must review the past in order 
to move further into the future," 
said Brooks. 

Covering a wide range of events, 
Brooks began in 1619with the arrival 
of the first 20 indentured servants 
in Jamestown and eventually made 
the transition up until 1964 with the 
introduction of the Civil Rights Bill,

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Michael Hostilo appears 
on Larry King Live 
Lawyer held hostage says experience changed his life

The Statesboro attorney who was 
held hostage for nearly 25 hours last 
month said Monday that the ordeal 
has changed his outlook on life and 
that's he has yet to return to his down- 
town Statesboro law practice. 

Michael Hostilo sat down with 
CNN's Larry King in a 9 p.m. inter- 
view Monday. 

It was the first time Hostilo had 
appeared publicly since his former 
client Robbie Brower held him 
hostage in downtown Statesboro. 
Hostilo provided new details in the 
case, saying he believes Brower has 
terminal bone cancer. His talk also 
provided new details to the har- 
rowing 25-hour standoff that many 
watched unfold on TV. 

"Robby Brower storms into my 
office with my receptionist in one 
hand and something that appeared to 
look like a bomb in his other hand," 
said Hostilo. "He wanted justice....

He came and said, I'm Robby Brower, 
and you're here today to meet your 
maker. And then he proceed to make 
me get up against the wall, place my 
hands up in the air, and then he tied 
me up or taped me using that gray 
duct tape." 

Though police met with reporters 
three times during the stand off, few 
details were given. For the first time, 
Hostilo told that he tried to escape 
at one point. He said he was able to 
loosen the tape on his wrists after

MyGSU helps 
create more 
secure system 

, Many students say MyGSU 
is simpler

On Monday, students who logged 
in to WINGS, WebCTortheir Georgia 
Southern e-mail account were con- 
fronted with a surprising change: each 
program is now accessible through one 
sign-on system. 

Freshman Jenna Johnson approves 
of the new system. "It's nice that you 
only have to log in once and it's all 
right there for you. It's much easier 
when you only have to remember one 
password." 

The new system was developed for 
security reasons. The university is in the 
midst ofimplementingamorecompre- 
hensive security policy which requires 
passwords to be changed about every 90 
days. Changingandremembering new 
passwords for several different systems 
can be troublesome for students, while 
havingtoremember only one password 
is much easier. 

Consequently, students are now 
able to access WebCT, WebMail, and 
Wings through the same sign-on at 
my.georgiasouthern.edu. Although 
the format for these programs has 
not changed, the method of accessing 
them has now been streamlined into 
one sign-on. 

The majority of students inter- 
viewed say that they enj oy the MyGS U 
system because it gives them fewer 
passwords and usernames to keep 
up with. 

"I hadn't heard about [MyGSU] 
until I tried to check my e-mail this 
morning and I was a little confused," 
said senior Catherine Cox. "But after I 
put in my new password and got to my 
e-mail it was exactly the same. I really 
like that I can get to everything from 
the same page-now" 

Scott Taylor, Assistant Director of 
IT Services, believes the new system 
will be particularly helpful for those 
students who often forget passwords. 

Previously, forgetting your PIN 
number meant you had to talk with 
someone in person, but now there is 
online assistance 24/7 for those prob- 
lems," said Taylor. 

Laura Jackson, a freshman early 
childhood education major, approves 
of the new system."It makes sense that 
everything you need would all be on 
one page," said Jackson. 

When logging in for the first time, 
students use their Eagle ID as their 
password and then will be prompted 
to change it to something they would 
prefer. The usemame is the student's 
current WebMail username. 

Students also have the opportunity 
to create a security question that will 
allow them to enter the system and 
change their password should they 
forget it. Currently, there are a number of 
students who have given their WINGS

Lee is currently an art professor 
withtheBettyFoySandersdepartment 
of art, where she is chair of the print, 
paper, and book arts program. 

Lee transferred to GSU two years 
ago from the University of Notre 
Dame, where she received her Master 
of Fine Arts degree. Lee received her 
Bachelor of Fine Arts degree from the 
University of Tennessee. 

Among other endeavors, she 
currently serves as the chair of 
the nominating committee for the 
Southern Graphics Council Board 
of Directors. 

"It's been quite some time since 
I've done a solo exhibit in just print- 
making," said Lee, who claims it was 
an exercise for herself to get back to 
the art form. 

While her work usually includes 
a variety of installation pieces, the 
exhibit at the Legends Gallery will 
feature prints made using the process 
of lithography, which depends on a 
chemical reaction between ink and 
surface to produce images. 

Regarding the upcoming exhibit, 
Lee explains, "The images and layers 
are created through hand-drawn and 
digital processes to express recent con- 
templations by the artist on life, love, 
and the pursuit of happiness."' 

Because the Averitt Center is 
family oriented, Lee says the symbols 
she'used for this particular exhibit 
are not quite as graphic as her usual 
work, in order to make it more family 

appropriate. 
Page Burch, senior sculpture 

major, is currently enrolled in one of 
Lee's print classes, and is impressed 
by her work. "I have seen part of 
her upcoming show, and it's a good, 
diverse body of work," said Burch. 
He has definite plans to go see Lee's 
exhibit when it opens.

This is the first time all of Lee's 
lithography have been displayed to- 
gether and each piece will be available 
to the public for purchase.

eating a meal provided by the police. 
"I made a run for the back of my 

office. Hechased me, aswellashiswife," 
said Hostilo. "I made it to the back of 
the office, locked my office door where 
he had originally entered my office 
with the secretaries. (He) kicked the 

■ door down. We got into a little brawl. 
Blows were exchanged. He kicked me 
here (pointing to his left temple) and 
I punched him a couple of times, then 
he drew a knife on me. At that point I 
became afraid and surrendered." 

On the second day of the standoff, 
police told the media that an attempt 
to end the negotiations had failed 
around 6 a.m. after shots were fired. 
Hostilo said that failed attempt was 
orchestrated by himself, a lawyer friend 
and police and he believes police fired 
those two shots since he never saw 
Browerwitha gun. 

"At about6a.m. on die 17th, wetried 
to surrender through my convincing 
and an attorney by the name of Lovett 
Bennett, a good friend of mine on the 
outside who I had via my cell phone and 
then later using the police phone. 

"And using Lovett Bennett and 
me and the authorities on the outside. 
That was a failed attempt. And at about 
6:30 to 6:45, we tried a second time to 
surrender. Mr. Brewer got nervous. 
Shots were fired." 

In the end, the negotiations were 
successful, but Hostilo said the Brewers 
decided to give up only after winning 
a coin toss. 

"Finally at about .9 a.m., he was 
tired. I think he'd received some injuries 
when he and I got in a skirmish," said 
Hostilo. "He wanted some medical 
treatment. I assured him that he would 
get to see Lovett Bennett, speak with an 
attorney, get to see a judge. And to be 
quite honest, it ended in a coin flip. He 
said to me, 'I'm going to flip a coin. If 
it comes up tails, I don't trust you. If it 
comes up heads, I trust you.' Ironically 
it came out heads." 

Hostilo represented Brower as his 
court-appointed attorney during a 
1996 aggravated assault case for less 
than $500. Brower went to prison for 
a year, and four years of his sentence 
was to be served on probation. 

Browersnewlawyerwouldn'tagree 
to speak with Larry King.. 

"I've been to my Savannah office 
on several occasions, but not back to 
Statesboro. ... You know, I'd like to 
say I'm a tough guy, but Larry, I don't 
know how I'm going to react. I don't 
know how I'm going to handle it. It's 
changed the way I perceive my practice 
and the practice of law. "But I'm going 
to tell you right now; he's not going to 
dictate whether I practice law again. 
I'm not going to let Robert Brower 
run me out."

Later during the discussion, Jallow 
opened the floor to questions, sugges- 
tions, and ideas in which Johnson and 
Brooks gave their due feedback. 

Johnson said that the future deals 
upon four ideals which he crafted the 
name H;E.A.P. Health conditions, 
educational achievement, economic 
development, and political involve- 
ment. Johnson stated that if these four 
elements didn't get the proper attention 
in which they deserved, "our qualities of 
life are destined to be destroyed." 

" Politics is the art and science of the 
exercise of power. Power plays a part 
in every walk of life. It is the ability to 
control in any relationship, but you 
must learn to establish an equilibrium," 
said Johnson. 

Brooks felt that a big misconception 
with politics among young adults is 
that it is seen as an old man's game. 
He mentioned how Dr. Martin Luther 
King, Jr. was at the forefront of the civil 
rights movement at the age of 26. 

Some factors outlined by Brooks 
pertaining to the future of African 
Americans were the loss of legendary 
civil rights leaders, where African 
Americans as a people are searching 
for new leadership, concern for health- 
care, affirmative action, education, 
and political affiliation. 

"I don't believe that people are 
completely conservative or completely 
liberal. We chose different affiliations 
according to different issues," said 
Brooks.

Presidents join 10,000 to mourn King's death

LITHONIA - Four U.S. presi- 
dents joined more than 10,000 
mourners Tuesday in saying goodbye 
to Coretta Scott King, praised by 
President Bush as "one of the most 
admired Americans of our time." 

"I've come today to offer the 
sympathy of our entire nation at the 
passing of a woman who worked to 
make our nation whole," President 
Bush told King's four children and 
the crowd that filled New Birth 
Missionary Baptist Church for her 
funeral. 

"Coretta Scott King not only 
secured her husband's legacy, she 
built her own," Bush said. "Having 
loved a leader, she became a leader, 
and when she spoke, Americans 
listened closely." 

Atlanta Mayor Shirley Franklin 
stressed that King spoke out, not 
just against racism, but about "the 
senselessness of war and thesolutions 
for poverty." Former President Carter 
echoed that theme of peace. 

King, who carried on her hus- 
band's dream of equality for nearly 
40 years after the Rev. Martin Luther 
King Jr.'s-death, died Jan. 30 at the age 
of 78 after battling ovarian cancer and 

the effects of a stroke. 
The eulogy fell to the Kings' 

youngest child, Bernice, a minister 
at the megachurch. She was 5 when 
her father was assassinated in 1968 
and is perhaps best remembered for 
the photographs of her lying in her 
black-veiled mother's lap during her 
fathers funeral. Stevie Wonder and 
Bebe and Cece Winans were also 
slated to perform. 

Taking a sharper political turn, the 
Rev. Joseph Lowery, who co-founded 
the Southern Christian Leadership 
Conference with Martin Luther King 
Jr., spoke directly to Bush's foreign 
and domestic policies. 

Outside the suburban church 
Tuesday morning, the lines to get 
into the funeral and to attend the 
final viewing of King's body started 
forming before 3 a.m. 

More than 160,000 mourners have 
waited in long lines to pay their re- 
spects atpublic viewings since King's 
body was returned to Georgia — on 
Monday at Ebenezer Baptist Church, 
where her husband preached in the 
1960s, at New Birth Missionary Bap- 
tist Church on Tuesday morning, and 
during the weekend at the Georgia 
Capitol, where King became the first 
woman and the first black person to

Chesney concert cancellation disappointing 
AT ISSUE: Though its a bummer, maybe there's silver lining 

So the news is out, and Kenny Chesney is not 
coming to Statesboro after all. 

We can't express how sad this news is. We 
understand the high number of Chesney fans 
that are on this campus and how frustrated they 
are, and we want you to understand that we're just 
as frustrated. 

There's not much more that can bring excite- 
ment and fun into this town than a good concert. 
Students flock to local restaurants every weekend 
to see local bands perform, and the thought of 
Kenny Chesney being in our sleep town is more 
than exhilarating. 

The thought of him canceling his show is 
disappointing. 

The concert was not cancelled because of any 
press that it was given, nor was it cancelled because 
of the debacle with ticket sales on Monday. 

It was cancelled, according to Chesney's spokes- 
person, because of the fact that local promoters 
and organizers never informed Chesney's people 
that Legends — the venue where the concert was 
to be held — no longer had a liquor license and 
thus could not serve alcohol. 

The tour is called, "Keg in the Closet," not "Diet 
Coke in the Closet." The bars in which these shows 

are held receive no money from the show at all. 
Their only money comes from alcohol sales, and 
when Chesney learned that Legends could not, 
in fact, serve alcohol, he decided not to continue 
with the concert. 

Apparently this country entertainer does not 
cotton to people who do not tell him the truth. 

It's disappointing, we understand. It's disap- 
pointing on many different fronts. But Chesney 
and those working directly with him gave it their 
best shot. 

If you're mad at anyone, be mad at the locals 
who tried to organize the event and failed to pro vide 

vital information to Chesney. They're the ones who 
faulted on their end of the deal. 

There could be a silver lining here, however. 
Maybe those here at Georgia Southern who are in 
charge of organizing concerts will see how much 
people want to see artists like Chesney and be able 
to book him or another big name similar to him to 
come to Paulson Stadium in the fall. 

If nearly 650 tickets can sell out in under an hour 
with hundreds and hundreds not able to get then- 
hands on them, there's no telling how many could 
be sold in the months leading up to a huge show. 

We can keep our fingers crossed, at least.

Minimum wage is 
not a living wage 
The federal minimum wage is just not enough to make 

a decent living, especially in larger cities or suburbs. 
Take it from a person who has worked many minimum 
wage jobs: it's just not enough to scrape by with gasoline 
and food prices climbing. 

During my years at junior college, I worked for $5.15 
at Hightower Memorial Library for 30 hours every week. 
My paycheck each week barely paid for a weeks worth of 
gasoline to get to school everyday. 

Against my will, I was forced to 
depend on my parents for a house to 
live in, food to eat and the hardest part 
was getting them to buy me clothes. 

As gas prices rise, so does the price 
of all goods that mustbe shipped across 
the country, state or even county. The 
added fuel costs are increasing the costs 
of most items on the market, so why 
haven't wages increased with costs? 

Increases in the cost of living have 
been steady, and the minimum wage 
is no longer a wage that can sup- 
port families or even single person 
households. 

Most end up slipping into severe 
debt, and how can students resist with 

all of the credit cards that they find in their mailboxes 
every day? 

Unfortunately, others turn to a sad alternative, which

can include committing financial fraud, stealing or other 
illegal means of accruing money to support themselves. 
It takes about half an hour to pay for one gallon of gas, 
which doesn't get minimum wage employees very far. 

How many hours must minimum wage workers 
accrue to pay the rent, car insurance, utilities or credit 
card bills? 

Last year, Atlanta's city government triggered several 
business groups to rush to the Capitol when Mayor Shir- 
ley Franklin appointed a commission to study the likely 
effects of a living wage ordinance. The commission was 
to hold public hearings and gather data on the costs and 
benefits of a living wage law. 

Anti-living wage lobbyists convinced the state legisla- 
ture to preempt localities from passing living wage laws, 
using the argument that such laws cause unemployment 
and raise costs for city governments. 

Several states have established their own minimum 
wage, and Florida recently raised their state minimum 
wage from $5.15 to $6.40. 

It's time for Georgia legislators to realize that people 
are not making enough at entry-level jobs to support 
themselves. 

Make Georgia a place where workers can have a decent 
life, even with minimum wage jobs.
