Ida Mabel Folsom was bora in Poxcroft, October 27, 1889, 

the daughter of John Jackson and Elizabeth MePherson Polsom. 

Her childhood was spent in her native town where she attended 

the public schools and Poxcroft Academy, from which she was 

graduated in 1907. 

Hiss Polsom took up teaching as a profession and in 1910 

became a member of the faculty of the Eastern State Normal School, 

teaching applied science. In 1911 she was transferred to the 

staff of the Aroostook State Normal School, Presque isle, teaching 

natural science and expression. Mias Polsom still holds this 

position, through it having come intocontact with hundreds of 

students who were interested in the great out-of-doors. 

In 1927 Miss Polsom published a book entitled, Wessons 

from the out-of-doors", as a direct request from many teachers 

who were anxious for a definitely prepared nature book which 

might be easily used by busy teachers* 

In 1920 Miss Polsom was chosen as theofficial poet for the 

Centennial celebration of the towi of Preaque Isle, and has 

several other poems to her credit. Her chief interest, however, 

lies in teaching, to which she has given of her best in the 

endeavor to awaken an interest in the thingsthat are a part of 

one's natural inheritance.

Maine Author Collection 
with the idea of creating hereapermanentexhibition collection of 
books, written by persons born in thisstate, or intimately asso­
ciated with it. We are sending you a Maine Library Bulletin whieh 
contains an article about the Collection, written by Mr. John Clair 
Minot, at the time it was started, in 1922.* We hive met with a 
cordial response from every author to whom we have written, and the 
collection of the works of contemporary writersis steadily increas­
ing. 

At the recent Session of the Maine Legislature a resolve was 
passed providing for a new State Library building. A feature of 
the building will be a room devoted to the .Maine .Author Collection, 
adequately accommodating the books and with facilities for research 
work by persons interested in Maine*a literary development* 

Since Maine has the honor of elaiming you as one of her native 
authors, we wish the privilege of adding.your books to the Collec­
tion. We do not ask you to give us the books - we .are very willing 
to pay for them - but we do ask you to autograph each book, and any 
explanatory notes relative to the writing of the book whieh you eare 
to add will greatly enhance its present interest and future value. 
In connection with the collection, we are assembling first-hand bio­
graphical information about our authors, so will you please send us 
data about yourself, a photograph, and, if possible, a photograph 
of your birthplace. We realize that we a re asking a great deal, but 
ire hope that your interest in your native state is great enough to 
induce you to take the trouble of assembling and autographing for 
us a complete collection of your works. 

If you will autograph another book and add any explanatory notes 
we will be very greatful* The book we have will be in the general 
library and we will add the new one to our Author Collection* Please 
make your bill in duplicate to the Maine State Library for this 
additional book.
