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KEYNOTE SPEAKERS 

Tom Noyes' (BA, Houghton College; MFA, Wichita State University; 
PhD, Ohio University) most recent book, Come by Here: A Novella and Stories, 
won the 201 3 Autumn House Prize in Fiction and a gold medal from the Inde­
pendent Publishers Awards. He is the author of two other story collections, 
Spooky Action at a Distance and Other Stories (Dufour, 2008) and Behold Faith 
and Other Stories (Dufour, 2003) , the latter of which was shortlisted for Stanford 
Libraries ' William Saroyan Award. His stories have appeared in such journals as 
American Literary Review, Ascent, Colorado Review, Image, Mid-American 
Review, New Ohio Review, Pleiades, and Sycamore Review, and he's been 
awarded grants from Pennsylvania 's Council on the Arts and The Sustainability 
Arts Foundation . He chairs the BFA program in creative writing at Penn State 
Erie, The Behrend College, where he also serves as Assistant Director of the 
Humanities and as consulting editor for the literary magazine Lake Effect. 

Shari Wagner (BA, Goshen College; MFA, Indiana University) is the 
Poet Laureate of Indiana for 2016-17. She is the author of The Harmonist at 
Nightfall: Poems of Indiana (Bottom Dog Press, 2013) and Evening Chore 
(Cascadia , 2005); co-author with her father of Making the Rounds: Memoirs of a 
Small-Town Doctorand A Hundred Camels: A Mission Doctor's Murder Trial 
and Sojourn in Somalia; and editor of Returning: Stories from the Indianapolis 
Senior Center. Her poems and essays have appeared on The Writer's Almanac 
and American Life in Poetry, and in North American Review, Shenandoah, The 
Christian Century, Black Warrior Review, Best American Nonrequired Reading, 
and many others. She teaches writing at universities, grade schools, retirement 
homes, the Indiana Writers Center, and at Butler University's Religion , Spiritual­
ity and the Arts seminar. Her Poet Laureate website is Through the Sycamores. 

Grace Tiffany (BA, Duke University; MA, PhD, University of Notre 
Dame) has taught Shakespeare and Renaissance literature at Fordham Univer­
sity, the University of New Orleans, and now at Western Michigan University. 
Her work has appeared in Shakespeare Studies, Texas Studies in Literature 
and Language, The Renaissance Quarterly, Comparative Drama, Christianity 
and Literature, and Renascence, among many others. In 2007, she received a 
College of Arts and Sciences award for her research and creative activity. She 
received a distinguished teaching award from WMU in 2010 . In addition to 
books of Shakespeare scholarship, she is the author of multiple novels set in 
the Renaissance or Middle Ages, including Will (Berkley 2004) , My Father Had 
a Daughter(Berkley , 2003) , Ariei(HarperCollins , 2005) , The Turquoise Ring 
(Berkley, 2005) , Paint(Bagwyn Books, 2013) , and GunpowderPercy(Bagwyn 
Books, 2016) . My Father Had a Daughter appeared on the Booksense inde­
pendent bookstores' best books list. Ariel was listed as a best book by the Na­
tional Library Association in 2006. The Turquoise Ring is a retelling of The Mer­
chant of Venice from the perspective of the five women in the play.

Jessica Mesman Griffith (BA, Louisiana State University; 
MFA, University of Pittsburgh) is the author, with Amy Andrews, of Love & Salt: 
A Spiritual Friendship in Letters, which won the 2014 Christopher Award . She is 
also author of Grace Filled Days (Loyola Press, 2016) and co-author of Daily 
Inspiration for Women (Loyola Press, 2014) . She's currently at work on a mem­
oir called Eden Isles. Her book with her Sick Pilgrim co-founder, Jonathan 
Ryan, is forthcoming in 2017. Her work has appeared in Image, America, Chris­
tianity Today, and Notre Dame Magazine, among many others. She has recent­
ly spoken at the Festival of Faith and Writing , AWP, the Neiman Conference for 
Narrative Journalism at Harvard University, and on NPR's Interfaith Voices. As 
an MFA student at the University of Pittsburgh , she was managing editor of Cre­
ative Nonfiction, then completed a post-graduate Fellowship in the Erasmus 
Institute for Spiritual Autobiography at the University of Notre Dame. A native of 
Slidell , Louisiana, she lives in northern Michigan with her husband, the writer 
David Griffith , and their two children. 

David Griffith (BA, University of Notre Dame; MFA, University of Pitts­
burgh) is Director of Creative Writing at Interlochen Center for the Arts . He is the 
author of A Good War is Hard to Find: The Art of Violence in America (Soft Skull 
Press, 2006), and is at work on a new manuscript called Pyramid Scheme: Mak­
ing Art and Being Broke in America. His essays and reviews have appeared in 
the Utne Reader, The Normal School, Image, Creative Nonfiction, Paris Re­
view, Los Angeles Review of Books, The Mammoth, and many others, as well 
as in US and international anthologies. He lives in northern Michigan with his 
wife, the writer Jessica Mesman Griffith, and their two children. 
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Student Awards 
Kimberly Ruth Irvine Prize in Creative Writing 

Kimberly Ruth Irvine was a promising student of crea­
tive writing at Taylor University when she died in a hiking acci­
dent. H er poems, short stories, and scripts demonstrated a tal­
ent admired by both her professors and her peers. As her 
mother recalls, Kimberly "understood at a very young age the 
power of language and the importance of experience and imagi­
nation to 'live life to its fullest' and make a difference in the 
world." The award named in her memory is meant to honor a 
current undergraduate student who, like Kimberly, combines 
literary talent with important purpose. 

Phillip Christopher Schrum Prize for Literary Analysis 
Phillip Christopher Schrum was a. gifted English Educa­

tion student at T aylor University when he died after being 
struck by a. van while jogging near his North Carolina. home. 
His mother remembers Phil as "a. young man whose 20 year 
journey in life was recorded in journals and essays as he applied 
the ITuths of God's W ord to his own life experiences." Phil's 
enthusiasm for his discipline and his love for God were recog­
nized by his professors and his classmates. As his journal states, 
"I know the truth-! must daily, hourly, moment-by-moment, 
affi rm myself with the truth that Christ alone is who makes me 
who I an1." T he award named in his memory is meant to hon­
or a. current undergraduate student whose literary analysis dis­
plays promise and merit.

Trained first as a minister at Nyack College, Bill received a 
second bachelor's degree in history from Wheato n College before 
returning to Nyack as a professor of English. While teaching at 
Nyack, he earned his masters and docto rate at Columbia U niversity. 
At both Nyack ;mel at Taylo r, Bill was a popular e:md engaging profes­
sor, visibly delighted with tJ1e subjects he taught, particularly Shakc­
spc;u·e and poetry. 

In hi s tenth year of re tirement in Florida, Bill was diagnosed 
with can cer; a year later, he moved into God's presence, leaving be­
hind his wife o f 56 year s, Lura, and tJ1eir fo ur daughters. The Taylor 
University English dqmrtment dedicates this confe re nce in honor of 
Bill , in gratitude for his diplomatic leadersh ip , joyful sense of humor, 
and his always evident love o f God.
