This paper deals with the aphid fauna complex of the two administrative regions of Tuscany and Emilia
Romagna (N.C. Italy) where a total of 442 taxa of specific and sub-specific rank are registered of which 385 taxa
belong to Tuscany and 326 to Emilia Romagna. Furthermore, additional notes are provided on a few species which
have not yet been recorded or are practically unheard of in Italy. A short chorological comment on the species com-
plex is also added.
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AN ANNOTATED CHECKLIST OF APHIDS SURVEYED
IN THE ITALIAN REGIONS OF TUSCANY AND EMILIA ROMAGNA 

INTRODUCTION

This paper mainly provides a checklist of the aphid
fauna for the two administrative Italian regions of
Tuscany and Emilia Romagna. It is part of an ongoing
fauna project still under development involving all the
twenty Italian regions. Its main aim is to obtain a general
picture on a nation-wide scale of taxonomic frequency
and on the biodiversity of aphid fauna and their distri -
bution throughout Italy.

Even early data on the aphid fauna complex for the
two above-mentioned regions was well developed
compared to most other Italian regions. This is mainly
due to a number of papers published in the past by G.
PASSERINI (1816-1893) and G. DEL GUERCIO (1863-1954)
who worked mostly in Parma (Emilia Romagna) and
Florence (Tuscany) (BARBAGALLO et al., 2009a). Most of
their papers on aphids are about taxonomy and biology.
The former author produced the first catalogue of Italian
aphids (PASSERINI, 1863), in which he cited 102 aphid
taxa, most of which are found in the Emilia Romagna
region. Later on, DEL GUERCIO (1900) updated
Passerini’s catalogue, listing about 259 aphid taxa known
throughout Italy; nevertheless, most of the species cited
refer to Tuscany.

The two above-mentioned aphidologists left part of
their aphid collection to the Museum of Natural History,
University of Parma (BULLA, 1994; PARISI, 1994) and the
Di.P.S.A. (Section Entomology), University of Milan
(MARTELLI & BOLCHI SERINI, 1985).

Furthermore, more recently several other authors
mainly belonging to different research centres located in
Tuscany and Emilia Romagna have been concerned with
local aphid taxa and their populations for occasionally
different purposes. Their papers were on either

taxonomic and fauna issues, as well as aphid genetics,
biology, ecology and control methods for those species
which are crop and forestry pests. Most of the papers
known to us are mentioned in our aphid checklist
whenever there is direct or indirect evidence that the
relevant taxa were detected within the two regional
boundaries. Thus, there is evidence that not less than 260
aphid taxa were recorded in the literature for Tuscany
and more than 230 for Emilia Romagna.

Our list includes directly collected data adding biblio -
graphic references, if any, for each listed taxon.

MATERIALS AND METHOD

In order to improve the aphid species list, several field
collections were carried out by the authors. Cultivated
and forestry areas, as well as natural habitats (PEDROTTI,
1971-79; TINARELLI, 2005) were investigated for both
regions (see figs I, II and III, 1-4). All the samples were
clarified and specimens were mounted on permanent
microscope slides, according to current preparation meth-
ods for aphids. The slides were stored in the first two
authors (S. Barbagallo and A. Binazzi) collections.

Occasionally, for common easily identified species, data
were registered without sample collection. Furthermore, a
number of species were part documented by photos
either in the field and/or laboratory and stored in A.
Pollini’s photo collection.

In addition, another set of aphid samples, were gifted
by colleagues and scientists for identification.

Plants were identified following PIGNATTI (1982).
Our available field data for both regions amounted to

nearly 380 of a total of 442 species and subspecies col-
lected over more than thirty years.
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RESULTS

Our checklist reports all the aphid taxa registered to
date in Tuscany and Emilia Romagna. Table 1 summarizes
the total number of taxa for each of the main systematic
groups compared to all Italian aphid fauna. As shown in
the table, there are 442 specific or sub-specific ranked
taxa, while in Tuscany and Emilia Romagna there are 385
and 326 taxa. Aphid species are listed by systematic
group; genera sequences within each group follow the
general criteria of taxonomic relationships currently used
by aphidologists.

For every taxon, the available collected data is reported
first followed by any bibliographic references for each of
the two regions involved. The field data reports the host
plants in alphabetical order, followed by locality names in
chronological order of sample collection.

SUPPLEMENTARY NOTES ON SPECIES

Eight taxa (six species and two subspecies) represent
new aphid records for Italy or are practically unheard of
in the literature. Therefore, we thought it would be useful
to make some short additional comments for each one.
Nearly all of them were collected in Tuscany and only one
in Emilia Romagna.

Aphis coronillae ssp. arenaria Hoffmann. A sample attrib-
uted to this taxon was found on its sole known host plant,
Medicago lupulina L. It is a typical member of the ‘crac-
civora’ group distinguished from the main nominal
species by HOFFMAN (1968), who provided biological and
morphological details to distinguish it from coronillae

s.str. STROYAN (1984) and HEIE (1986) added further
comparative biometric data separating the two subtaxa.
Stroyan pointed out inconsistencies in the morphological
differences between them.

Aphidura ornata Hille Ris Lambers. It was described as
type-species of the genus Aphidura H.R.L., which
includes a number of taxa mostly living in rather warm cli-
mates (S. Europe, Mediterranean areas). The species was
described in detail (apterae only) by HILLE RIS LAMBERS
(1956) who did not mention its distribution. Recently,
BLACKMAN & EASTOP (2006) mentioned Italy and other
Southern European countries as locations for this aphid
species, providing keys to distinguish it from other species
living on Silene (Caryophyllaceae). The sole sample we
collected consists of a few apterae and immatures on
Silene nutans L. in Tuscany. 

Impatientinum balsamines (Kaltenbach). It is a well kno -
wn species throughout Europe, as well as in Asia, though
not yet recorded in Italy. The aphid is very easily identifi-
able in field for its shining black dorsal colour (apterae)
and because it lives as single scattered specimens (or in
very small groups of specimens) on the underside of
leaves of Impatiens noli-tangere L., usually in shaded and
rather damp sites. For a detailed description and figures
see HEIE (1994) and BLACKMAN (2010), who also provide
a key to distinguishing it from the similar species I. asi-
aticum Nevsky, widespread in Europe over the last few
decades.

Acyrthosiphon daphnidis Ilharco. It is a recently described
species living on Daphne gnidium L. and apparently dis-
tributed in South-Western Europe (Portugal, Spain,
Canary Islands, and now in Italy). ILHARCO (1996) gives a
morphological description of apterous and alate vivipa-
rous females, adding details to distinguish this taxon from
most of the European Acyrthosiphon species. BLACKMAN
& EASTOP (2006) provide a key to distinguish it from the
very similar A. argus Miyazaki, living on Daphne in E. Asia
(Japan, China). In Tuscany, shrubs of D. gnidium were
severely infested by aphid colonies on the undersides of
leaves, inducing yellowing and leaf-dropping.

Acyrthosiphon malvae ssp. agrimoniae (Börner). This
taxon represents a member of the cryptic group A. malvae
(= pelargonii Kalt.), which consists of at least six sub-
species. Three of these were previously recorded in Italy.
This fourth subspecies, originally described by BÖRNER
(1940) as Aulacorthum agrimoniae, is regarded as a holo-
cyclic offshoot, living monophagously on Agrimonia eupa-
toria L. and A. odorata Mill.
The A. malvae s.l. complex is extensively treated by HILLE
RIS LAMBERS (1947), STROYAN (1964), HEIE (1994),
BLACKMAN & EASTOP (2006), BLACKMAN (2010). These
papers deal with biological and morphological details to
identify different sub-specific taxa of that group.

Macrosiphum holmani Leclant. It is a holocyclic species
living on the Apiaceae Sanicula europea L., originally
described in Corsica (LECLANT, 1972), and furthermore
recorded in different European countries (BLACKMAN &
EASTOP, 2006), now including Italy. For the morphologi-
cal features of all the different aphid morphs, and distinc-
tive traits to distinguish this species from the very similar
M. euphorbiae, see Leclant’s very detailed original descrip-
tion.
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Macrosiphum premanthidis Börner. This species lives as a
monophagous and holocyclic aphid on the Asteraeae
Ligulatiflore Prenanthes purpurea L. in several European
countries. Small colonies are usually detected on flower
stems in spring-summer or, in autumn, on the underside
of leaves. The aphid is easily identificable when alive for
its pinkish or vinous colour slightly wax-powdered. There
is little information in the literature on this species.
BÖRNER (1940) gives a very concise outline in his original
description. Recently, BLACKMAN & EASTOP (2006)
included this species in a key for the identification of
aphids living on Prenanthes.

Macrosiphoniella pulvera Walker. It is a well known
European species, morphologically very similar to M.
abrotani, to which it was believed many years ago to be
conspecific. The aphid lives typically on Artemisia mariti-
ma L. in salt-marshes and sand dune sites. Our two avail-
able samples from Italy were collected on A. cretacea
(Fiori) Pignatti and A. caerulescens L. which are two very
similar (cryptic) species belonging to the A. maritima group
of taxa (TUTIN et al., 1976; PIGNATTI, 1982).
The aphid was already mentioned in Italy as a vagrant alate
trapped in a ‘Rothamsted-type’ suction trap in N-E Italy
(COCEANO, 2007) and furthermore recorded by one of us
in a book of applied Entomology (POLLINI, 1998).
Nevertheless, in the latter case the photographic pictures of
an alate morph attributed to this taxon are misidentified
with another congeneric species of aphid.
M. pulvera is widespread throughout Europe along the
coastal marshes and maritime cliffs in association with its
named host plants, but occasionally also in inland sites, as
in the case of our sample on A. cretacea, an endemic plant
strictly living in Italy in gullies on pliocenic clay soil. The
aphid usually performs a holocycle on its host plants. For
morphological and taxonomic issues see HILLE RIS
LAMBERS (1938), HEIE (1995), BLACKMAN& EASTOP
(2006), BLACKMAN (2010). 

BIOGEOGRAPHICAL NOTES

Following up on the bio-geographic criteria dealt with
in a previous paper (BARBAGALLO et al., 2009b), the attri-
bution to chorological categories of the aphid taxa listed
for Tuscany and Emilia Romagna shows a distribution
very similar to that known for Italian aphid fauna as a
whole (fig. V).

A very large proportion (about 47%) of species detect-
ed in the two regions have a geographical distribution
ranging from Cosmopolitan and subcosmopolitan (21%)
or a Holarctic (26% about) chorology. Another large
group (nearly 18%) is the taxa with more or less a
Palaearctic-type distribution. A larger set is the European
distributed species (28%). In terms of species number,
there are fewer aphids with a Mediterranean distribution
(nearly 5%), while a very small group (less than 2%) are
those taxa presently only known in Italy, a few of which
may be endemic species.

Compared to all the aphid fauna in Italy, Tuscany and
Emilia Romagna have a slightly larger percentage of wide-
ly distributed taxa (Cosmopolitan, Holarctic and
Palaearctic) as opposed to European distributed. This
may very probably correlate to the yet incomplete knowl-
edge about species composition in these two regions. On
the other hand, the slightly larger percentage, still com-
pared to Italy, of Mediterranean distributed species is

undoubtedly linked to the geographic position of the two
investigated regions.

CONCLUDING REMARKS

The results acquired within this fauna research, show
quite high aphid fauna biodiversity in the North-Central
Italian territory (Tuscany and Emilia Romagna).
Nevertheless, compared to all the Italian aphid fauna and
a few other well investigated Italian regions (such as
Piedmont, Lombardy, Sicily), we estimate that several
other aphid species undoubtedly remain undetected for
these two regions. This hypothesis is supported by the
percentage of widely distributed chorological categories
of aphid fauna in the two regions compared to Italy as a
whole.

RIASSUNTO

ANNOTAZIONI SULL’AFIDOFAUNA
DELLE REGIONI TOSCANA ED EMILIA ROMAGNA

Nel presente lavoro è riportata una checklist dell’afido-
fauna delle regioni Toscana ed Emilia Romagna, la quale
si compone di 442 taxa complessivi, di cui 385 per la
prima e 326 per seconda regione. Per ciascuna specie
elencata sono riportati, ove disponibili, i dati originali
delle raccolte effettuate e le segnalazioni bibliografiche
per il territorio considerato. Sono date, inoltre, sintetiche
notizie integrative su alcuni taxa inediti o poco noti per
l’Italia e un breve commento biogeografico sulle specie
complessivamente rinvenute.
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
