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Summary

This research project aims to rethink study results

regarding the suitable form of language education for

undergraduate students and fundamental education as its

foundation, and make suggestions thereon.

The study is comprised of three parts:

1) “English classes with consideration given to hearing

impaired students” , as a trial of “education improvements

incorporated with a perspective of student support”

2) Remedial trial classes incorporated with an approach of
“Nihon Eigo”

3) Examination of the possibility of introducing learning
and thinking methods emphasizing visual images such as
mind maps

Classes with consideration given to students with
disabilities, or with contents visualized were effective as a
methodology of remedial education. How to incorporate

them into existing curriculum is the task to perform.
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
