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Aim: In this study, we provided a description of the distribution of dental
specialists in prosthodontics and restorative dentistry in Iran in 2019 and its
estimates in 2025.

Methods: Data were gathered through four steps of supply analysis, demand
analysis, gap analysis and solution analysis in each major.

Results: In general, there are 520 graduated students in prosthesis and 532 in
restorative dentistry. Private sector workers for prosthetic specialists in the
provincial capital and sum of counties in the country is 299 and 32 respectively,
282 and 26 for restorative dentistry. Meanwhile in 2019, in the universities of the
country, 240 dental prosthodontics specialists and 206 restorative specialists were
working as faculty members. Estimated force for 1404 defines a shortage of 31
prosthetic specialists and 27 restoration specialists at national universities to
achieve the ideal status. Considering the number of general dentists and the
population of the country, and taking into account the indicators of benchmark
countries and without considering new graduates, the rate of deficiency is 6 in the
regenerative field. In 1404, there will be 88 prosthetics professionals beyond the
stated standards.

Conclusion: Given the current trend of the resident's acceptance, it is expected that
in 1404 the number of restorative specialists will meet the defined standards, but
the manpower in the specialized prosthesis will be beyond the stated standards.
