.empt to review new movies be- 
ng released on video cassettes 
:ach month. The rating system 
las been borrowed from a 
lumber of nationally well-
known reviewers; so I can pre- 
tend I am Joan Bunke or Roger 
Ebert or whomever. The rating 
system is a rising scale of one to 
five stars, with five being 
superior quality and one being 
no quality. If you know of any 
rentals being released that you 
would like to see reviewed in 
this column, let me know. 

"Quicksilver" * * 
"Quicksilver" is one of those 

good ideas which quickly turns 
bad. The story is simple 
enough. Jack Casey (played 
here by Kevin Bacon, who looks 
out of place in a three-piece suit) 
is a Wall Street genius who has 
set some kind of record by earn- 
ing $38 million in two days, and 
then inses it all in one day. 

Casey, depressed, alienated 
by his family, notices a bike in a 
hicycle shop window. Suddenly, 
we see him flying down the 
street readv to take on the 
world on his new bike. 

Casey is now a hicyclc mes-
senger, one of those folks who 
pedals furiouslv around town, 
delivering packagc.~, messages, 
or whatever. (We don't have 
anything like that around here. 
Apparently everyone just mails 
their packages.) Thc gutteral 
and brutal street world is 
Casey's world, and he has no 
problem making the change 
from Wall Street executive to 
t: 3k street cyclist. 

There are love interests here, 
one current girlfriend, one soon 
to be, Terry, and of course a 
villain Gypsy, who wants more 
from Terry than just parcels. 
This naturally leads to a big 
chase sequence between Jack 

and Gypsy. (Yes, Jack is on his 
bicycle and Gypsy is driving his 
expensive car, which will soon 
bite the dust.) Jack and Terry 
eventually unite, and the free 
world is safe again. 

Of course, I didn't mention 
that Casey has to go back to 
Wall Street one more time to 
earn some money for his friend 
who wants to open a hot dog 
stand, but can't because when 
he fills out the loan application, 
he doesn't know what collateral 
means. It 's not that important, 
but it does give the movie unin- 
tentional humor. 

The entire movie becomes 
moronic about midway 
through, and goes downhill 
from there. The major problem 
is that we never accept the 
premise of Jack moving from 
executive to street person. He 
makes this major move as if he 
were switching cable channels 
on his television, and from that 
point, the movie presents us 
with cardboard characters, im- 
plausible situations, and inane 
dialogue. There is one good 
scene, where other bicyclists 
display their prowess by bal-
ancing and bouncing on their 
bicycles. For the most part, 
however, "Quicksilvrr" llr-
comes an exercise in our riiovie- 
viewing patience.

1986. The rental tape itself is a 
kind of highlight film, showcas- 
ing such stars a s  George Carlin, 
Sid Caesar, Jerry Lewis, Steve 
Allen, Howie Mandel, Richard 
Belzer, and John Candy, just to 
name a few. It 's nearly non-stop 
comedy from beginning to end. 
The only problem areas are, un- 
fortunately, those with 
Williams, Crystal, and Gold-
berg. Their comedy is im-
provisational, and it simply 
does not work. Williams is real- 
ly a cut above the others as far 
as this type of comedy. I would 
have preferred to see more of 
him and much, much less of 
Crystal and Goldberg. Unfor-
tunately, these sequences also 
get bogged down in the rhetoric 
of the homeless and the hungry. 
I'm not insensitive to these 
issues. I t 's  just that they have 
no place in comedy sketches. 
Any impact they might have is 
lost in the other comedic 
routines. 

Overall, though, "Comic 
Relief" is a broa&based laugh 
machine which pronlises gig-
gles and guffaws, and delivers. -

THE DRY SIDE

A standing ovation for the Iowa legislature. 
l'he recent Iowa law which raises the legal drinking age from 19 

to 21 has enlightened my once dim view of the state capitol a s  one 
of those important, local, historical landmarks where nothing im- 
portant or historical has ever been decided. 

Of course, the law was passed, in part because of federal 
pressure. Any state failing to meet a mandatory drinking age of 2 1 
risks losing millions of dollars in. federal highway maintenance 
money. I am not particularly concerned about the motivation in- 
volved. What does concern me is the seemingly endless amount of 
criticism which has been leveled in large doses from those 18-20 
year-olds directly affected. 

One comnion argument is that tired, but common, red herring 
about being old enough to vote and fight in a war, and yet losing 
that all-important adult freedom of consumption. Apparently 
some individuals have a confused definition of freedom, which is 
designated to those mature enough to handle it. Glassy eyes and 
destabilized equilibriums are not prerequisites of maturation. 

Economics is also argued since many retailers risk losing money 
because 18-20 year-olds are no longer able to blow money in their 
establishments. Excuse me while I dry my eyes, but I pity the poor 
bar owner no more than the cocaine producer in Bolivia who cannot 
feed his family because the government is shutting him down. 

Which brings me to this point; alcohol is a drug, an extremely 
powerful depressant which has become one of the most abused 
substances of our time. I t  is because young people place such great 
importance on alcohol that we are faced with such alarming - - rob-
lems. The number one killer of males, ages 19-24, is fatal traffic ac- 
cidents in which alcohol is almost always axcontributing factor.

And alcoholism, long thought of a s  a disease of the 
middle-aged, is finding its way into junior high schools. 

The new legal drinking age law does not solve the problem, nor 
does it cure the sickness or stop the madness. I t  simply addresses 
the issue, and places it upon the table of public debate. If we can 
begin to discuss the issue, maybe we can pinpoint some of the 
social problems which make alcohol such an alluring alternative. 

To all of you who are directly affected by the law, 1 know, if you 
want to drink, you'll drink, right'? Just  remember that you are not 
making a grand civil disobedient gesture nor are you celebrating 
your rights as a free, tax-paying American adult. You are simply 
adding to the problem. So next time, pour your beer into a haby 
bottle, toss it, and celebrate your adulthood.

The Bears will be trying to 
improve an 8-19 record from 
last year. 

Improving may be tough for 
the Bears. 

The team returns only two 
players from last year's squad, 
6' guard Jesse Ybarra and 6'8" 
center Bryce Schaben.

The Bears will hit the court 
Monday, Oct. 13 for their first 
on the floor practice.

Head Coach Larry Hughes 
feels that if the team is not in 
condition, there is no way they 
will be successful.

A good team attitude should 
help the Bears a great deal, he 
said. 

Hughes said the Bears will 
play a fast pace run-and-gun 
style game this year. They will 
push the ball up court after re- 
bounds and press a great deal 
on defense. 

"The conference title, which 
has been won by Clarinda for 
the last two years, is not out of 
the Bears' reach. All the teams 
in the conference (Boone, 
Clarinda, Council Bluffs and 
Creston) can beat each other on 
a given night," commented 
Hughes.

Will you discover your career 

a t  Boone Campus? 
That may be possible with 

the help of a new career guid- 
ance system called Discover, a 
comprehensive program design- 
ed to help the user make voca- 
tional decisions by providing 
detailed career information, self 
assessment inventories, and in- 
formation about life transi-
tions, job seeking skills, and 
educational plans. 

Discover is a valuable assist- 
ant  of professional advisors and 
counselors, in a quick and easy 
printed reference. The Discover 
software is set up on the IBM 
PC-XT computer system with 
color monitor and letter quality 
printer in the Boone Campus 
library. 

Discover provides the mate- 
rial and the structure for mak- 
ing good decisions by providing 
six modules of content. The 
user may select any module to  
use in any order. 

Users are asked to  pick a 
nine-digit number, such as  tele- 
phone or social security num-
bers with two zeros a t  the end. 
That way, the user signs on 
anytime after the first use, the 
computer will remember your 
name and which parts of the 
system you have previously us- 
ed. 

The modules and information 
gathered include Module A, 
weathering change and identi- 
fying goals; Module B, assess- 
ing self and identifying alterna- 
tives-identif y compatible al-
ternatives (occupations andlor 
programs of study); Module C, 
gathering career information, 
learn about identified alterna- 
tives; Module D, making deci- 
sions-narrow list of alterna-
tives, prioritize remaining alter- 
natives, and make tentative 
choices; Module E,  drafting ed- 
ucational plans-make plans to 
implement choices and Module 
F, getting a job.

Boone Campus Spanish Class 
Uses New Technique 

Suppose your instructor told 
you not to read your book or do 
any homework for the class for 
three weeks? 

That's exactly what the be-
ginning Spanish students were 
told when they went to class on 
the first day of school! 

Of course, the students were 
delighted, but their enthusiasm 
for the class doesn't seem to be 
related to having no homework. 
Most of them believe they are 
comprehending Spanish in such 
a way that they will become 
speakers of the language and be 
able to understand native Span-
ish speakers. And those skills 
will be in addition to their 
reading and writing skills. 

The person responsible for 
generating this eagerness to 
learn Spanish is instructor Sun-

ny Powers. 
Powers attended a five-day 

workshop for language teachers 
in July and came back sold on a 
new ,teaching technique called 
"Total Physical Response" 
(TPR). 

TPR involves the teacher 
modeling actions for the stu-
dents, then instructing them to 
repeat those actions. Because 
their physical bodies are involv-
ed, the teaching process is 
transferred from a "left brain" 
activity to a "right brain" ac-
tivity. Statistics have shown 
that right brain activities pro-
duce almost 100% retention, 
according to Powers. 

All the studies done on stu-
dents who have learned a sec-
ond language using the TPR 
method have shown them equal 

to other language students a t  
their level in writing and read-
ing, and superior to others in 
speaking and comprehension 
skills. Cathy Veale, a Spanish 
class student, said, "The class 
is fun; it's not like the normal 
college class where you just sit. 
This is a class where you have 
fun while you are learning. 
We're in an easy atmosphere, 
there is no tension, the environ-
ment is carefree, and yet we're 
learning." 

Sunny is quick to point out 
that this is a learning ex-
perience for her this year, too, 
but she and the class seem to be 
having fun together.

Getting back to nature, ex-

periencing wildlife and 
recognizing the importance of 
our natural areas are all a part 
of the annual Boone Campus 
Recreation Club August canoe-
ing trip to Canada. 

The week long trip is an elec-
tive class through the Leisure 
Studies Dept. 

Bill Alley, director of the trip. 
said that  participants get more 
out of the trip than just camp-
ing skills. 

"The social aspect is probab-
ly more important than the 
camping," he said. 

On the 12th annual trip this 
past August, Alley said the 
Boone Campus group camped 
near Ely, Minnesota, charting 
their course ahead of time, 
canoeing from lake to lake. 

"We practice outdoor cook-
ing, fishing and other camping 
skills. The students are given a 
written test afterwards which 
determines their grade for the 
class," he said. 

"We are limited to 10 

students, which tests our pa-
tience a t  times after being 
together 24 hours a day for 
seven days," he chuckled. 

A Grizzly Experience 

Alley said there was a little 
extra excitement during this 
year's trip as a bear came 
toward the students after they 
had apparently set up camp in 
his territory. 

"The bear got into our food 
supply, found a pepper canister 
and bit into i t  causing i t  to ex-
plode. 

"That bear was for real. I still 
have the pepper can which has 
some pretty large holes," he 
said. 

Alley said the trips normally 
don't have any problems, other 
than the difficulty of "roughing 
it."
