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Abstract

The postgraduate studies offer scientific method-
ologies from various scientific areas which enable
postgraduates to direct their activities toward fur-
ther scientific work.

The Institute of Special Education and Rehabilita-
tion has marked 15 years of its existence as the
only higher educational institution in the Republic
of Macedonia which perform university under-
graduate and postgraduate studies.

lopment of special education and rehabilitation
theory and practice worldwide and in the Republic
of Macedonia, created conditions for organizing
postgraduate studies for scientific research and
acquiring scientific titles master and doctor of sci-
ence in the field of special education and rehabili-
tation.

That ended the previous practice of the special
educators from the Republic of Macedonia to con-
tinue their postgraduate studies in Belgrade, in
Sofia or in Blagoevgrad. The previous experience
contributed to that and showed as well that direct
transferring educational models of other social,
cultural and economic environments was not pos-
sible. Thus, the solution was found at the Institute
of Special Education and Rehabilitation. Post-
graduate studies were initiated by a large number
of students who after finishing their studies of spe-
cial education and rehabilitation expressed their
wish to continue their professional advanced stud-
ies.

The Institute of Special Education and Rehabilita-
tion has appropriate professional teaching person-
nel. Cooperation has been established with other
institutes at the Faculty of Philosophy and other
relevant faculties at the University in Skopje as
well as the Faculties of Special Education and Re-
habilitation in Belgrade and Sofia. Their profes-
sionals have covered subjects and/or studies as
long as the Institute of Special Education and Re-
habilitation provides its own teaching personnel.
After finishing their postgraduate studies candi-
dates acquire the title master of special education
and rehabilitation in certain scientific field. Within
the studies postgraduates get to know various sci-
entific methodologies in different scientific fields
where they have to demonstrate their scientific
activity which enables further scientific work.

The first postgraduate generation enrolled in the
academic year of 1998/99. Since then, a new gen-
eration has permanently enrolled every second
year. So far 7 postgraduates have acquired the title
master and 6 candidates have acquired the title
doctor of science.

The aim of the postgraduate studies is to create
personnel prepared to initiate, enhance and follow
up the contemporary tendencies of special educa-
tion and rehabilitation practice.

achieve 90 credits.

The master thesis is assessed with 30 credits, i.e.
after finishing postgraduate studies the candidates

achieve 120 credits total.

Master Thesis

The mentor of the master thesis preparation can be
one of the lecturers. The theme is agreed upon
between the mentor and the postgraduate. The
master thesis is defended according to the criteria
set by the Faculty of Philosophy with previously
adopted theme of the work by the Council of Post-

graduate Studies.

The studies are outlined in scientific fields-modules
which enable students to acquire knowledge in
general methodological subjects (first year-first
group of subject credits), and then, depending on
the interest, students are directed towards modules

(scientific areas-second group of subject credits).

The first semester covers lectures and exercises in
subjects which refer to general theory and method-
ology of scientific and research work in the field of

special education and rehabilitation.

Lectures, exercises and consultations in the second
and third semesters refer to theory and methodol-

ogy of research in certain scientific areas.

Credits

The studies are adapted to the European Credit
Transfer System (ECTS) aiming to enhance the
international student mobility and to recognize
the study periods spent and collected credits in
any country in Europe.

Crediting is according to ECTS of scoring. Ac-
cording to ECTS three groups of credits are or-
ganized: two credit groups according to the sub-
jects and the third group is out-studies
scientific activity.

Conception of Studies

The studies are outlined in such a manner that
they enable students to participate in the process
of scientific and research work due to a large
number of optional subjects and the possible
participation in scientific-research projects
within the Institute of Special Education and
Rehabilitation. The optional subjects are related
to scientific and research contents which operate
specific areas in certain scientific fields.
Considering the fact that a small number of
students enroll within a scientific field, the
studies can be realized only if at least three stu-
dents have enrolled. Studies of a subject up to
five enrolled students can be realized through
consultative-seminar work, and lectures are
organized if more than five students have
enrolled for the subject.

Conclusion

The dream “Europe without borders” has already
been realized in economic and political field
through the globalization process, the Internet,
and the new technologies. World strives toward
faster economic growth, improvement, and
enhanced quality in all spheres of living. Higher
Education and the undergoing reforms in it take
an important part in that process.

The challenges associated with the unavoidable
reforms in education and expected in the
European countries are forthcoming for the
higher education institutions in the Republic of
Macedonia. The Faculty of Philosophy has to
emphasize the entire implementation of the
Bologna Declaration and enable better
conditions for student and teacher mobility.
