THE EPIGRAMMATIST OF PANAGIA SCRIPOU CHURCH
AND RELEVANT TRENDS IN CLASSICAL STUDIES DURING
THE 9th CENTURY AD.

The paper is concerned with the Epigrammatist who (after request of pro-
tospatharios Léon) composed the epigramme adorning the East wall of
Panagia Scripou church (Orchomends, 873/874 AD). The epigramme is seen
within the framework of Constantinopolitan scholarly circles of the second
half of the 9™ century: the Magnaura school under Kommetas (Homeric
scholar and Homerising epigrammatist), and the circle of Gregorios
Magistros, chalcenteric collector of Greek epigrammes. On account of his
Homerising poetics, the Scripou Epigrammatist seems to have been con-
nected to the Magnaura school, as it also happens with his patron Léon (cf.
Prieto-Dominguez, GRBS 53 [2013] 177-182, 187-191).
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
