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The National Examination for Physician’s is based on its
guideline which consists of various kinds of items. To focus
on frequently asked items, we analyzed the questions found
in the National Examination for Physician’s administered
from 2001 through 2006. Each question was examined in
accordance with the items of the guideline. More than half
of the items in the guideline have not been asked, other-
wise less than 1.4% of the items were frequently (more
than 5 times) asked in the examinations administered dur-
ing the past six years. Furthermore, since questions con-

cerning clinical signs, symptoms and examinations are

asked more frequently than expected, the items in which
usually are learned from bed-side visits have been empha-
sized recently. As we clarified the important items fre-
quently asked in the recent National Examination for Phy-
sician’s, this information might be useful for medical
educators to stress for the minimal essential points in the

medical education.
