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'Straight Line Winds'
Damage Campus

Ursinus College was victimized
by high gusts of wind at around four
o’clock last Tuesday afternoon. The
high winds were a result of the
warm, humid conditions that the
area experienced all day combined
with an incoming cold front. When
the cold front collided with the
warm, humid air, a squall line re-
sulted. The winds generated by this
squall line, creating gusts of winds
up to 60 mph, were responsible for
the uprooted trees and broken win-
dows that could be found scattered
throughout the Ursinus campus and
Montgomery County. Early reports
of tornadoes were refuted by the
National Weather Service. InMont-
gomery County, electrical power to

about 7,000 PECO Energy Co. cus-
tomers was knocked out between 4
and 5 p.m.

Morethan 20 trees onthe Ursinus
campus were toppled or severely
damaged. Wires were knocked
down, cutting power to at three
residence halls -- Hobson Hall,
Musser Hall, and Zwingli Hall.
Nearly 100 students were forced
out of the dormitory buildings and
were encouraged to stay in the
Wismer Dining Hall until the cri-
sis subsided. The power was re-
turned to the houses by about 12:30
a.m. No one was injured when a
tree fell onto the roof of Duryea
Hall.

The wind also blew out an old
stained-glass window at Bomberger
Hall. The windows and the build-=
ingare 103 yearsold. Accordingto

Sally Widman, Ursinus Spokes-
woman, restoring the stained glass
window in Bomberger may cost up
to $20,000. She also provided the
“guesstimate” that total damages
around campus may exceed $50,000.

The power of the winds was so
great that an 80 foot tall tree on the
campus was knocked over. Also,
slate from the Bomberger Hall roof
was recovered on the campus hockey
field, 300 yards away.

The U.C. HOT S.H.O.T.S. (Stu-
dents Helping Others Through Ser-
vice) encouraged students to aid ina

Political Experts Discuss
Election '94

The Department of Politics at
Ursinus College hosted a roundtable
discussion on the 1994 election,
focusing on key issues and develop-
ments of this year’s campaigns.

The roundtable, which was held
last Wednesday in the Bomberger
Auditorium, featured a distin-
guished panel of guests including
Gerald M. Pomper and Stephen A.
Salmore, both professors at the
Eagleton Institute of Politics at
Rutgers University, and David P.
Rebovich, a professor and Dean of
the School of Liberal Arts at Rider
University. Gerard Fitzpatrick,
Ursinus Professor of American gov-
ernment, moderated the discussion.

Panelists discussed issues rang-
ing from the mood of the voters to
their perceptions of Bill Clinton
and current government. All three
panelists think that the public has
problems with the way the country
isbeing run, a belief based on what
Professor Pomper called “President
Clinton’s relatively low standing in
public approval.” Pomper doesn’t
think this low approval rating is
deserved, however, saying Clinton
has “a low standing for someone
that has accomplished a lot of
things.”

These experts think that voters
are beginning to understand and

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resent the idea of what Professor
Salmore referred to as “split-level
campaigning,” where politicians
talk one way to their constituents,
and then act differently when it
comes time to make crucial deci-
sions. “You can’t tell people at
home that you’re one of them, and
then go to Washington and vote a
different way,” said Salmore.

Continuing with the issueof voter
dissatisfaction, the professors men-
tioned the idea that voters' voices
are not heard. Professor Rebovich
raised the topic of talk radio, which
presumably gives the public an out-
let for opinions. But, he said that
the “theme of talk radio is often a
negative one. It is for individuals
that just want to hear themselves

While the topic of talk radio may
not have been on the agenda of
issues to discuss, the other two pan-
elists readily expressed their views
on it as well. The most emphatic
opinion was that of Pomper, who
said, “Talk radio is a form of verbal
masturbation where people can call
up and give their first opinion or
reaction to an issue without any
facts to back it up. And the experts
listen to this and consider it to be
public opinion.”

Finally, the three panelists gave
their predictions for the 1994 elec-
tion. Three candidates that consis

Mother Charged With the
Murder of Two Sons

Susan Smith, a 23-year-old
mother of two, was arrested last
week and charged with the murder
of her sons. The disappearance of
her children on October 25 set off a
nationwide search that ended when
the bodies were found decomposed
in the back seat of her car at the
bottom of a lake.

Smith had appealed to God and
community members on several oc-
casions on local and national tele-
vision. She gathered support, espe-
cially among the people of South

Carolina, to try to find her children.

The bodies were found on Thurs-
day inside the mother’s car, deep in
a lake outside the small town of
Union in northwestern South Caro-
lina. Autopsies revealed that the
bodies were of 3 year old Michael
Smith and his 14-month old brother,
Alexander. The brothers appar-
ently drowned in the John D. Long
Lake.

Mrs. Smith initially reported that
an armed man forced her out of her
car at a stoplight and drove away
with the children still strapped in
theback seat. Thealleged carjacker
was described as a black male be-

tween 20 and 30 years old. She told

officials that she had begged the |
man to let her have her children,

but he only said, as reported in
New York Times, that he wouls
“take care of them.” !

Her repeated emotionally char;
televised appeals to have her chil
dren returned has increased thedi

turbing nature of this situation. Not
only are neighbors and friends still
stunned about the death of the chil-

dren, they can not believe that Su-
san Smith, described as a kind and
caring mother, is responsible for
their deaths.

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Mighty Morphin Power
Rangers Zapped from
Canadian TV

The popular Los Angeles-pro-
ducedchildren’s show, “The Mighty
Morphin Power Rangers,” viewed
in more than 30 countries, has been
deemed too violent for Canadian
television. The decision last week
from a national broadcaster’s regu-
latory body puts pressure on televi-
sion networks to either cancel the
show or render it less violent.

The judgment, made by the Ca-
nadian Broadcast Standards Coun-
cil has pushed YTV, a youth cable
channel, to cancel the series. A
commercial television network, the
Global Channel, is talking with the
producer about ways to make the
show conform to Canadian criteria.

The Global Chunnel still broad-
casts the show, but according to the
ruling. must state over prime time
in the next 30 days that the show
violates new violence standards.
Canadian broadcasters are under
significant pressure to conform to

the standards to maintain their li-
censes.

The anti-violence code was pro-
duced at the insistence of the Cana-
dian Radio-Television and Tele-
communications Commission. This
is a regulatory agency comparable
to the Federal Communications
Commission in Washington, which
hands out broadcast licenses. The
standards council that made the
ruling was created by the Canadian
Association of Broadcasters to en-
force the codes of the broadcasters.
Approximately 100 Canadian com-
mercial television stations and 300
radio stations are members of the
association.

The show is about teenage boys
and girls, gifted with martial arts
skills and cosmic powers, who fight
ridiculous looking monsters. Much
of the action in the show is com-
prised of violence. This -violence
does not contribute to the plot or
character development and is pre-
sented as the only method of resoly-
ing conflict is deemed unnecessary.

What's Up In
Wellness

Exercise is extremely important
in maintaining a healthy body.
However, the most beneficial part
of your exercise routine is stretch-
ing. Stretching promotes flexibil-
ity, which is the ability to use your
muscles and joints through their
full range of movement. A regular
flexibility program helpsto increase
resistance to muscle injury, prevent
low-back problems, increase agil-
ity, promote proper body movement,
and develop motor skills through-
out life.

Stretching should be preceded by
a brief warm-up, such as jogging in
place. This raises muscle tempera-
ture, because stretching muscles that
are cold may sprain or tear them. It
is advised to stretch after your exer-
cise program as well. This prevents
muscles from tightening up and
lessens the chance of soreness.

Here are some tips for stretching.
First ofall, if their is pain other than
brief discomfort, stop. To maintain
flexibility, stretch three tofour times
a week. The stretching session
should last about twenty minutes,

with each stretch held for 20-30
seconds. Major muscle groups
should be stretched first, then stretch
the specific muscles required for
your fitness program.

There are three basic types of
stretching: ballistic, static, and con-
tact-relax. Ballistic stretching ex-
ercises are performed using bouncy
movements. These moves actually
shorten muscles and increase the
risk of musclestears or injuries; this
type of stretching should be avoided.
On the other hand, static and con-
tact-relax are highly recommended
because they are gentle and slow.
Static is a gradual stretch until you
feel resistance. You hold the posi-
tion for up to 30 seconds. The
muscles are relaxing so a greater
length is accomplished. The con-
tract-relax consists of applying force
in one direction, for example using
your elbows to push your knees
down while your knees are pushing
up againstthe elbows. Thenastretch
with no force should be performed,
this loosens the muscles. Stretch-
ing not only improves our exercise
program and protects us against
injury, but also is an excellent way
to relieve stress.

These
multi-media affects were coordi-
nated by Dr. Jay K. Miller, chair of

«and Scott Mangini, a senior com-
munication arts major. The foot-

§age added to the audiences knowl-
-edge of the murders and the trial,

and made them aware of the impact
these murders had on the people of
San Francisco and the gay commu-
nity.

The San Francisco Chronicle said
the show forces people to “consider
all sorts of serious questions about
the meaning of justice and politics in
America.” Junior [an Rhile agreed,
saying, “They didn’t leave you with
a final impression as to how to view
Dan White. They didn’t make you
angry at him, and they didn’t make
you feel sorry for him. Instead, it
was up to each spectator to form his
or her own opinions.”

The seating arrangement made the
audience feel like they were actually
sitting in the courtroom during the
trial, and the individual monologues
by several characters gave the audi-
ence more of a subjective perspec-
tive. Senior T.J. Siggelakis enjoyed
the design of the show, and called it
a “very moving and powerful pro-
duction.”

Fine performances were turned in
by all members of the cast, and the
student response has been very posi-
tive. All are already looking for-
ward to next semester’s proTheatre
production.

Some members of the campus
community have told me that they
could not reconcile the recent black-
tie celebration of the Berman
Museum’s fifth anniversary with
the economy steps taken by the
Board in October.

Certainly the appearance of ex-
pensive gaiety in the face of im-
posed austerity jars sensibilities.

In this case as in many others
over the years. I see the multiple
dimensions of the College’s life in
apparent conflict. We often are
busy on more than one front. Some-
times an activity appears to conflict
with our purpose. with our expected
sense of fitness. Yet in the end it
contributes to the general advance
of the College.

The fifth anniversary celebration
was planned and budgeted as a
project of our financial develop-
ment program for the 1994-95 vear.
The Oktoberfest for donors. a simi-
lar event, sans black tie. took place

in the Museum and Wismer Lower
Lounge last month. Such events
recognize supporters of the College
for past generosity and encourage
them and prospective new donors
to support it in the future.

However one evaluates the effec-
tiveness of fund-raising activities
of this sort, they were approved asa
part of the budget for the Develop-
ment Office for 1994-95. Three
percent of that total budget. like all
others. will be sequestered this year
as a step in the Fast Wave contain-
ment of costs for 1995-96.

The Strategic Study Group. in its
first report. recommended against
continued expenditures for large
social activities but explicity did
not recommend the cutting of such
activities for fund-raising purposes.

At bottom, the anniversary cel-
ebration. like the Oktoberfest. il-
lustrates the nature of American
philanthropy. Independent colleges
and other private charitable organi-
zations in the US depend on volun-
tary commitment rather than taxa-
tion formuch of their support. Most

of us are involved in organizational
activities in our community, many
ofthem purely social on the surface,
which take place in this American
tradition. And we understand that
serious outcomes result--affirma-
tion of mission as well as new funds.

At the Museum celebration we
received the affirmation of the mis-
sion of the Museum as an integral
part of the College from friends,
supporters, and high officials of the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.
This helps us to spring forward to
new activity with renewed purpose
and with newly cemented support.

With so many financial needs,
should the College give so much
attention to the Museum? It is
always possible that when you are
talking to Peter you are ignoring
Paul--that’s the complex reality of
life inany institution. However, the
enrichment of the intellectual and
cultural resources of the College
and the service that the Museum
gives to the region are clear values
that need notbe seen in competition
with other College resources.

The Museum currently sustains
much of its operating cost from
dedicated sources, and the goal is
for a completely self-sustaining
Museum operation--through fund-
raising. From a marketing per-
spective, the Museum has become
one of our most powerful mecha-
nisms for projecting name recogni-
tion of the College. More than a
third of our press clips are gener-
ated by .Museum-related news.
Thousands each year come to the
shows Who would not otherwise
have a reason for connecting with
Ursinus. They take our good name
back home with them and help
spread the word about our worth as
a College.

The Friends of the Museum, an
organized fund-raising group, give
the College moral support in the
community as well as financial sup-
port. I believe we would not have
made our case against School Board
taxation effectively without the sup-
port and the guidance of commu-
nity leaders who are involved
through the Museum.

Friends who come to us throu
Museum activities become intey
ested in other aspects of the Coll
lege. In one case, we have
$200,000 pledge for the renovatio:
of Pfahler Hall from a person wh
got involved initially with Ursinu:
through the Museum.

Ona personal note, whenit comes
toformal fund-raising parties, trutl
to tell, wearing a tuxedo is not my
idea of comfort. As the Collegy
flexes itself into a new era, it obyi
ously should be sensitive to incon:
gruities and the symbolic clash o
styles on a given evening. But we
must pursue aphilanthropic agenda
with vigor to realize our plans no
just for the Museum but for Wismej
Center, Pfahler Hall, and othe:
projects too numerous to list.

For members of the College com-
munity who have trouble seeing
this need, perhaps it would help te
think that all that glitters is not
glitz.
