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RESUMEN

La comprension de los alcances sociales del sistema misional instrumentado por los
religiosos de la Compaiia de Jesus en el noroeste de Nueva Espana desde finales del
siglo XVl 'y hasta avanzado el XVIII, no puede percibirse cabalmente sin tomar en con-
sideracion los procesos historicos derivados de la conquista de México, especialmente
aquellos que ocurrieron durante el siglo XVl y tuvieron que ver con el tratamiento de
las diversas naciones que poblaban este pais. Para ello, es necesario tener presente
las ideas tanto filosoficas, teoldgicas, juridicas como antropoldgicas que sirvieron de
sustento, incluida por supuesto la experiencia misional de las 6rdenes mendicantes,
dominicos y franciscanos.

Understanding reaches social of the missionary system implemented by the religious
of the society of Jesus in the Northwest of new Spain from the end of the 16th cen-
tury, and advanced up to the 18th, not may be perceived fully without taking into
consideration the historical processes derived from the conquest of Mexico, especially
those that took place during the 16th century and had to do with the treatment of
the various Nations that inhabited this country.To do this, it is necessary to remember
ideas so much philosophical, theological, legal and anthropological which served
livelihoods, including of course the missionary experience of the mendicant orders,
dominicans and franciscans.
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
