The copy of the vol. 47 (mdo mang, ka pa (1), marginal entry: bksal bzang, ka 

pa (1)) of the Lhasa Kanjur listed in the present paper (p. 28) comprises 548 

leaves. It was printed from a first set of wooden blocks which was –most 

probably very early– substituted by another set containing the same text on 

470 blocks, i.e. leaves. This observation was published in:
