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A Comparative Analysis of English Textbooks
Used in German and Japanese Secondary Education

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English textbooks in Germany, lesson topics, exercises, grammar, vocabulary

Abstract: Germany, one of the most successful countries in the
EU, is also successful in English language education. This article
analyses the English textbooks used in the Gymnasiums in Germa-
ny from the viewpoints of lesson topics, exercises, grammar, and
vocabulary. It also compares German English textbooks with the
Japanese English textbooks used in Japanese high schools. The
article concludes that German English textbooks introduce more
about the American life, provide more communicative exercises
with a variety of instructions, take up rather basic English gram-
matical items with a particular emphasis on the past tense, and
use a greater number of English word types and tokens. On the
other hand, Japanese English textbooks introduce more about Ja-
pan, the countries where English is used as the second or foreign
language, less number of exercises mainly focusing on reading, a
smaller amount of English vocabulary, and more advanced lexi-

co-grammatical usages.
