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CHAPTER I 

INTRODUCTION 

  

A. Background of the Problem 

Listening skill is considered as the basic skill that needs to be 

improved since it provides the aural input that serves as the basis for language 

acquisition and enables learners to interact in spoken communication. 

Listening means paying attention and making an effort to process what you 

heard. In other words, listening skill allows you to understand what someone 

is talking about. Fauzana (2014), argued that learning to listen is an important 

skill, because by improving our listening, we also improving others skills too. 

Another reasons are listeners can get new information from people or the 

audio that they have listened, they can understand each other feeling or 

emotion, and to learn others‟ perspective. The students‟ habit in the school 

were they just focus on listening songs and only felt it without knowing the 

meaning of the songs. Also, the students did not have willing to study about 

the meaning and comprehend what they were listening. 

Furthermore, the study of listening cannot be separated from the 

components of language itself for instance vocabulary, grammar and many 

others. In other hands, habit in listening English songs can help the students to 

learn more joyfully. According to Davenellos, (1999: 13) “songs are not only 

fun, they have a serious purpose for language learning. It means that songs are 

not only entertain us but also can be used for learning activity.  
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In Curriculum 2013 (K13), it is stated that one of the objectives of the 

English subject that includes in Senior High School is listening. This school 

uses K13 Curriculum that provides listening comprehension as one of English 

materials that must be taught and learned. Based on the syllabus of Tenth 

Grade, especially in the second semester for recount text, the students are 

required to be able to comprehend the detailed information, the moral inside 

the song, and the vocabulary that is include in the song. In this research, the 

researcher took recount text as the material for the research because it would 

be easier and more detailed for the students in the tenth grade level.  So the 

students could finish the test easier and could achieve the minimum passing 

grade that the school have. 

Recount is the text telling the reader what happened. It retells a past 

event. It begins by telling the reader who was involved, what happened, where 

this event took place and when it happened (Pardiyono, 2007: 

63). Derewianka (2004: 18) states that the purpose of a recount is to list and 

describe past experiences by retelling events in the order in which they 

happened (chronological order). To achieve its purpose, the text will move 

through a different set of stages: a) an orientation letting the reader knows who 

is involved, where, when, etc. b) the retelling of a series of events in 

chronological sequence. Recounts are written to retell events with the purpose 

of either informing or entertaining their audience (or both). Frequent use is 

made of words, which link events in time, such us next, after, when then, after, 

before, first, at the same time. It describes events, so plenty of use is made of 
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verbs (action words), and of adverbs (which describe or add more details are 

often chosen to add interest or humor to the recount).  The structural text that 

is used in this research is the chronological order of events/ activity that 

happened in daily activity and it has a solution. Furthermore, the aim of the 

text is also to entertain the students, to teach the students about social, cultural 

value and retell the past event or to tell someone's experience in chronological 

order. Recount text is a text written to retell for information or entertainment 

(Wikipedia, free encyclopedia, 2010). This type of text is not only used at 

school but also at other media written and electronic, it's used in many real 

social contexts. For example is used in diary, blog, letter, biography, travel 

report, police report, sport report etc. The researcher took the type of recount 

text. Personal recount text is a recount that retells an activity that the writer or 

speaker has experienced. It has personal and emotive comments and anecdotes 

added and may take the form of an oral story, a letter or a diary entry. It is 

written in the first person using personal pronouns, I and we. Details of who, 

what, when, where and sometimes why are included but the sequence of 

recounting may change. The researcher chose personal recount because “My 

Love song” and “Gift of a Friend” song were explained about emotion and the 

past experience that the writer had. Also, in “My Love” song, the writer used 

personal pronoun in that song. The goals of teaching and learning process are 

the students are able to know and understand deeply about English songs, get 

the important points of important information and also applying procedural 

knowledge on specific areas of study that suit their talents and interests to 
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solve the problem and the main goal is to achieve the minimum passing grade 

in the school that is 80. SMAN 2 Tapung give the minimum passing grade in 

80 score because it should be based on the students‟ background and their 

needs also the teacher already measure the ability of the students in that 

school.  

Based on preliminary research the researcher found that most of the 

students‟ achievement was under the passing grade as stated in the minimum 

learning achievement which is the students are able to identify the generic 

structure of the recount text itself such as orientation, events, and re-

orientation. In orientation, the students must be able to know the background 

information such as who was involved, where it happened and when it 

happened. Then, in events the students must be able to know what happened in 

the story or find some conflicts in the text. Last, in re-orientation the students 

must be able to find what the conclusion was or what happened at the end of 

the story or event. Also, in recount text the researcher used past tense (V2) to 

emphasis that the event happened in the past.  

 The researcher found out from 150 students only 15 students were 

able to get 95 score in a very well level symbolized by A, 45 of the students 

were able to get 80 score in a satisfy level symbolized in B, 25 of the students 

were able to get 70 score in a sufficient level symbolized by C and 65 of the 

students were able to get 45 score in an inadequate level symbolized by D. It 

means that the minimum criteria achievement of listening comprehension 

SMAN 2 Tapung could not be reached because the (MCA) in SMAN 2 
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Tapung is 80. From this percentage it can be concluded that the students‟ 

listening comprehension in recount text is low.    

In order to achieve the goals, many efforts that teacher did to teach the 

students‟ listening comprehension during listening activity. Such as, plays the 

audio for plenty of times to get them clear of the ideas, tells the students about 

the vocabularies which they are going to hear, asks them to find out the 

missing words of the songs, gives them a motivation to listen carefully the 

hidden messages of the conversation, encourages them to listen more about 

English, translating the words that they do not know, and tells them the correct 

pronunciation of the words. Hence, the teacher is also prepare many kinds of 

song to comprehend the students to have a good understanding in listening 

comprehension and make the learning process become effective and efficient. 

Based on the preliminary research conducted by interviewing the 

English teacher at SMAN 2 Tapung, students still had difficulties to 

comprehend the listening English songs such as the students cannot find the 

important information in the songs, some of the students are able to identify 

the ideas of conversation and he students still have struggle and lack of 

vocabulary to understand and get information in listening English songs. 

That‟s the reason why researcher wanted to find what exactly problems 

happened in that school. 

Underwood (1990) mentions some kinds of difficulties in listening that 

are directly related to the students. One of the problems is based on the fact 

that students have established learning habit in the sense that they have been 
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encouraged to understand everything by listening carefully to teachers who 

probably speak slowly and clearly. Hence, when they fail to understand every 

word while listening, they stop listening and lose the thread, which seems to 

be the reason for the state of panic and worrying. Then, Costa in Murqobin 

(2013: 52) someone who has a habit especially in listening they will be good 

listener, then, if they become a good listener, they will listen closely to get the 

information that is useful and important for them. So, when someone has a 

listening habit to English song, they will listen closely to get the meaning of 

the song that they listen. 

Ross (2006) says that the example of authentic listening materials is 

listening to song to learn more about well-known bands that sing in English. 

As we know wherever we are, songs always follow us at home, school, office 

and car. So, we can directly listen to the song and also interest to learn the 

value of language in it. Hence, the students need to be motivated and stay 

motivated. 
 

From that theory and the teacher‟s efforts above, ideally the students of 

SMA N 2 Tapung be able to understand and can comprehend what they are 

listening about.  (NO. 5) In fact, based on informal interview that the 

researcher did on December 17
th

 2018 towards the English teacher and some 

students of SMA N 2 Tapung. The researcher found that some of the students 

still had problems in comprehending listening. Those problems indicated that 

there is no correlation between the habit in listening to English song and 

listening comprehension. It can be seen from the following phenomena:  
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1. Some of the students are unable to comprehend the pronunciation of the 

words while listening but able to identify the meaning of them.  

2. Some other students are able to comprehend the pronunciation of the 

words while listening but unable to identify the meaning of them. 

3. Some of the students are able to identify the ideas of conversation but 

unable to translate the meaning of the words. 

4. Some other students are able to translate the meaning of the words but 

unable to identify the ideas and meaning of the conversation.   

Based on the phenomena explained by the writer above, the writer is 

interested in conducting a research entitled: “The Correlation between 

Students’ Habit in Listening to English Song and Their Listening 

Comprehension at SMA N 2 Tapung”. 

 

B.  The Problem 

1. The Identification of the Problem 

Based on the background illustrated above, it is very clear that the 

students still have lot of problems in term of the correlation between both 

terms. So here are some problems that can be formulated. 

a. Why some of students unable to comprehend the pronunciation of the 

words while listening but able to identify the meaning of them? 

b. Why some of students unable able to comprehend   the pronunciation 

of the words while listening but unable to identify the meaning of 

them. 

c. Why some of the students are able to identify the ideas of conversation 

but unable to translate the meaning of the words. 
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d. Some other students are able to translate the meaning of the words but 

unable to identify the ideas and meaning of the conversation.   

2. The Limitation of the Problems 

Based on the identification of the problems above, many problems 

happened to the students. The researcher needs to limit the problems of the 

research in order to focus on the topic. In this case, the problems are 

limited to the listening English songs habit in listening comprehension. 

Thus, in this research, researcher only focus on investigating students‟ 

listening English songs habit in listening comprehension of the second year 

students of SMA N 2 Tapung. In which, the writer will focus on the 

correlation that shows whether the listening English songs habit influence 

the listening comprehension or not.   

3. The Formulation of the Problems 

Based on the problems limited above, thus, the writer formulates the 

formulation of the problems in the following research questions: 

a. How is students‟ listening habit in English song at SMA N 2 Tapung? 

b. How is listening comprehension at SMA N 2 Tapung? 

c.  Is there any significant correlation between students‟ habit in listening 

English songs and their listening comprehension at SMA N 2 Tapung? 

 

C.  The Objectives and Significance of the Research 

1. The Objectives of the Research 

Concerning with the problem statements, this study has some 

objectives described as follows: 
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a. To find out the students‟ coefficient correlation in listening English 

songs at SMA N 2 Tapung. 

b.  To find out the significant correlation between students‟ habit in 

listening English songs and their listening comprehension at SMA N 2. 

2. The Significance of the Research 

Theoretically, the writer can get a lot of information that can be 

very useful to enlarge knowledge, especially about listening English songs 

habit in listening comprehension. 

To provide some information about the importance of mastering all 

of the important aspects in the process of listening comprehension in order 

to make the students improve their listening skills. For the students as well 

as English teachers about their weaknesses in listening comprehension, so 

they will find solutions in order to master it. 

 

D.  The Definition of Terms 

In order to simplify the process of designing and the application of 

research and to avoid misunderstanding and misinterpretation about the 

meaning of the terms used in this research, the researcher provides the 

following definitions: 

1. Correlation  

According to Leedy and Ormrod (2010), correlation research is 

connected with establishing relationship between two or more variable in 

the same population or between the same variable in two population. As in 

the title of this research and the purpose of the research, the writer wants to 
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know about the connection between the two variables. In which this terms 

related to correlation research. The correlation between the two variables is 

where the variable X (listening English songs habit) influence the variable 

Y (Listening Comprehension). Or it can be said that if students have a 

good listening English songs habit their listening comprehension will be 

good too. 

2. Listening Comprehension 

Listening comprehension is not just about hearing what is said, 

rather it is the ability to understand the meaning of the words. As said in 

Oxford Advanced Learner‟s Dictionary 8
th

 Edition, generally 

comprehension means the ability to understand. To be more specific, 

comprehension is an exercise that trains students to understand a language. 

In addition, listening comprehension is an exercise which involve an 

activity to listen to particular conversation, or the audio of what native 

speakers said, that trains students to understand the meaning and the 

information.  

3. Habit 

Habit in listening English song can help students to learn English 

more joyful. According to Davanellos, (1999: 13) “song are not only fun, 

they have a serious purpose for language learning. It means that song not 

only entertains us but also song can be used in learning English activity”. 

By listening English song, the students will automatically engage to learn 

English because it makes them joyful. When they have enjoyed it, it will 
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be easy for them to catch what they are listening to without any force.  

Giving the students a lot of listening activities is a good way to 

enlarge their vocabulary. So, to improve student vocabulary we need 

strategy, it means, it is a specific action by the student to make learning 

easier, faster, more effective. There are many strategies that can be used to 

learn vocabulary easier. For example: by using games or using English 

song by listening English song students can learn vocabulary easier, faster 

and fun. 

As we know in this era, song is really familiar or well known by 

everybody, from child to adult. In Indonesia, English songs are really well 

known. It can be medium for students to be an independent learner.  
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CHAPTER II 

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE 

 

A.  Theoretical Framework 

1. The Nature of Listening Comprehension 

Listening is the most crucial skill in language learning. Learners 

spend most of their time to listen rather than to read, write or speak. 

Listening is one of receptive skills. It means that listening is the skill to 

receive something that being spoken. According to Burley and Allen 

(1995), listening as a method for taking information is used far more than 

Reading and Writing combined. Yet, it is still misunderstood by people. 

People tend to assume that listening is same as hearing. In fact, both of 

them are different. While hearing is a physical ability, listening itself is a 

skill.  

In the listening process, the listeners not only listen what is being 

spoken, but also they are required to understand of what they have 

listened. The process of understanding the spoken language is often called 

listening comprehension. Listening comprehension is the ability to listen, 

process it and understand its meaning. 

Richards (2008) defined listening from two different perspectives. 

First, listening as comprehension. Second, listening as acquisition. 

According to him, listening as comprehension is facilitating an 

understanding of spoken discourse. Another definition of listening

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comprehension stated by Field (2008) the term listening comprehension is 

refer to all the learners works in listening skills. It means that listening 

comprehension is all works that required students to understand the 

language in spoken form.    

Buck (2001) also stated that listening comprehension is a very 

complex process. An active process to construct the meaning by applying 

knowledge to the incoming sounds. He also argued that the comprehension 

of the message may be affected by a wide range of variables. Such as the 

characteristics of the speaker, the situation, or the listener itself.                            

2. The Concept of Listening Comprehension 

Listening is the process when listener hear the spoken language and 

he/she try to understand the meaning of it. Teaching listening 

comprehension is very important. It helps the students to bring out their 

own background knowledge, linguistic knowledge to understand or 

interpret the meaning. Based on the purpose of listening, Fauzana (2014) 

mentioned five types of listening, they are: 

a. Discriminative listening: the basic type of listening, whereby the 

difference between difference sounds is identified. 

b. Comprehensive or active listening: type of listening which focus to 

understand the spoken discourse. 

c. Therapeutic or emphatic listening: is aimed to not only understand about 

what speaker said, but also to understand the speaker‟s feeling.  

d. Critical listening: is about to analyzing, evaluating, judging and forming 
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opinion about what is being said. The listener is required to think 

critically what they have heard from the speaker. They may show their 

agreement, denial, suggestion, or other opinion about what the speaker 

said. 

e. Appreciative listening: is listening to appreciate what the speaker was 

saying. This type of listening often happen in our daily activities. When 

listener tend to talk with the same person about their problem or people 

that he/she is enjoy to spending time with. Because they listen to 

him/her, they appreciate his/her sharing. That what appreciative 

listening means, to appreciate others. 

According to Nation (2009, p.40), there are two types of listening, 

they are: 

a. One way listening: it is typically associated with the transfer of 

information (transactional listening). 

b. Two way listening: it is typically maintaining social relationship 

(interactional listening). 

Besides that, Nunan (2003, p.31) said there are three types of 

listening: 

a. Listening for specific information: This usually involves catching 

concrete information including names, time, specific language forms, 

etc. It means that, it requires the listeners to know detail information 

about what they heard.      
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b. Gist listening: Students try to understand in general way. Example; 

students catch the main ideas, nothing sequence of events. 

c. Inference: this is listening for meaning that is implied but not stated 

directly. The learners try to catch specific or to understand a text 

generally when they come across information that is not stated 

directly. Inference is a higher level because it requires listener to think 

abstractly. 

To understand the way the learners listen, it is the best way to know 

first about the level of listening. Burley and Allen (1995) divided listening 

into three levels, as follows: 

a. Level 1: Emphatic listening, the aim for this level is listener show both 

verbally and non-verbally that she or he is truly listening. It requires 

listener to listen from the heart that cause an understanding, caring, and 

empathy. 

b. Level 2: Hearing words, but not really listening. In this level, listener 

tend to hear what is being said, but less understand about the meaning. 

It is because they make a little efforts to understand the meaning. It 

may lead to misunderstanding. 

c. Level 3: Listening in spurts. This level of listening make the listener 

not willing to hear the speaker say. They tend to stay quiet and not 

responding to the speaker. 

According to Fauzana (2014) there are 8 stages in listening, such 

as, access to words, parsing, memory process, hearing, attending, 
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understanding, remembering, and evaluation. Here are the explanation 

below: 

a. Access to words: refers to understanding the words mean. 

b. Parsing: refers to how the mind work out the grammar structure and 

meaning of sentences when it is being spoken. 

c. Memory process: in which listening comprehension depends on the 

storing and processing of information by the mind.   

d. Hearing: is about the physical ability. The learners perceiving sounds 

by their ears. 

e. Attending: refers to attending the non-verbal parts of conversation. 

Such as, body language, gestures, facial expressions, and eye contact. 

In this stage, listeners are required to focus on the message received. 

f. Understanding: in this stage, the listener learns what the speaker truly 

means, the thoughts, and emotional tone.  

g. Remembering: the result of memory allows the listener to record the 

information, idea about people, objects, and events. 

h. Evaluation: in this stage, after receiving information, the listener is 

required to evaluate the information by giving their respond, opinion, 

or thought about what she/he heard.  

All those stages are involve in listening process. In which, these 

stages should be done systematically to get a better comprehending. The 

most important stage of comprehension is understanding. Because this 

stage require the listener to understand the utterances. In addition of 

emotional tone, body language and the stare of the speaker.       
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3. Students’ Listening Comprehension 

Most of the students listening comprehension happen when they are 

given a tasks at school. With basic understanding that listening is the 

matter about hearing and answering the questions given by the teacher. In 

fact, listening is more complex than only answering the questions. 

According to Rost (2011, p.54), in terms of language processing, 

comprehension is the experience of understanding what the language heard 

refers to in one‟s experience or in the outside world, and sensing how any 

incoming burst of language enhances or suppresses one‟s current 

understanding. Listening comprehension refers to understanding, and 

before the learner understand about what the speaker was saying, they 

have to learn first about the elements that needed to comprehend the 

spoken discourse.  

Brown (1990) argued that many courses that supposed to „teach‟ 

listening comprehension, in fact consist of exercises which expose the 

students to a chunk of the spoken material and ask comprehension 

questions to know about their understanding. He also stated that this does 

not seem too much example of „teaching‟ listening, instead it was „testing‟ 

listening comprehension. The students do not receive any help to 

understand the spoken discourse, and it often lead to students‟ failure.     

Students‟ listening comprehension varies based on many factors 

that may influence it. Such as students‟ prior knowledge, their ability in 

comprehending the listening materials and acquiring the vocabulary, the 
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differences of their intelligent, the facility of the learning activity, and 

many more that may affects them. 

Based on those explanation, teacher is required to teach the students 

about the aspects that need to know in listening. According to Underwood 

(1989) teacher need to provide planned and systematic opportunities for 

the students to learn how to: 

a. Determine what is the conversation or an utterance is about. 

b. Establish who is the speaker and to whom the speaker is talking. 

c. Recognize the mood and the attitude of the speaker. 

 In conclusion, those aspects can be used to measure students‟ 

listening comprehension.  

4. The Assessment of Listening Comprehension  

Buck (2001), defines that listening comprehension should be 

fulfilled three aspects, they are phonemic discrimination tasks, paraphrase 

recognition, and response evaluation. Phonemic discrimination tasks is a 

test takers listen to one word spoken in isolation. The students need to 

identify which word they have heard.  Next, paraphrase recognition is 

something that we must focus on the point and a small part of the utterance 

to make the students more understand not only the point just being tested 

and asked. Then the last one is response evaluation. This item is focusing 

the students on whether the students understand the songs that are given. 

Hence, there are some factors that may influence the students in listening. 

Brown (1994, p.252) stated that there are eight factors in listening process 
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such as Clustering, redundancy, reduced forms, performance variables, 

Colloquial language, rate of delivery, stress, rhythm, and intonation The 

first is clustering. In clustering, we should make a speech into smaller 

group of words. The next is redundancy. This redundancy may help the 

hearers to process meaning by giving more time and extra information. 

Then, reduced forms discuss about the form of phonological word such as 

“Djeeyet?” Did you eat yet? Or form morphological such as “I‟ll” from I 

will. This is very influencing and it is a significant difficulty especially for 

the learners. Then, performance variables has a function for spoken 

language except for planned discourse, hesitation, false stars, pauses and 

correction are common. The next factor is colloquial language. 

Sometimes, learners are difficult in relating colloquial language such as 

idioms and slang in conversation whether it is monologue or dialogues. 

The next one is rate of delivery. This is the language delivered fast will 

make learners difficult to comprehend it. So, the number and length of 

pauses that are used by speaker is more crucial and easy to comprehend 

the information. Next is stress, rhythm, and intonation. In this aspect, we 

can comprehend the spoken language easily if there is any stress, rhythm, 

and intonation. We can understand whether it is question, statements or 

emphasis. Interaction: learning to listen is also learning to respond. The 

learners have to understand that good listeners in a conversation are good 

respondents. They know how to negotiate meaning; to give feedback, to 

ask for clarification and to maintain a topic. The last one is Interaction: 
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learning to listen is also learning to respond. The learners have to 

understand that good listeners in a conversation are good respondents. 

They know how to negotiate meaning; to give feedback, to ask for 

clarification and to maintain a topic. Besides, according to Brown and Yule 

in Nunan (1991, p.24),  that there are four clusters of factors which can 

affect the difficulty of oral language tasks such as: the speaker (how many 

there are, how quickly they speak and what type of accent they have), the 

listener (the role of listener: a participant, the level of response required, 

the individual interest the subject), the content (grammar, vocabulary, 

information structure, background knowledge assumed) and support 

(whether there are pictures, diagrams and other visual aids to support the 

text). In teaching listening comprehension, teacher should aware about 

these factors. Due to make the learning process become more effective and 

efficient. Teacher also need to know about the elements that need to 

include in a listening discourse. In other hands, Underwood (1989, p.22),  

stated that there are at least seven elements that students need to learn such 

as: aware of how lexis and lexical sets can indicate topic, interpret the use 

of stress, intonation, loudness, recognize transition words and what they 

indicate (e.g. „although‟, „for instance‟, „but‟, „for example‟), predict what 

is coming next in an utterance or a conversation, using both their general 

knowledge and the clues from what they have heard, make guesses based 

on the context, the tone, listen between the words‟ (the listening equivalent 

to „reading between the lines‟) to know what is really meant by speakers 
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who do not always say precisely what they meant and distinguish between 

facts and opinions as they listen, so that they can be critical listeners, not 

easily persuaded by other people‟s clever use of language (e.g. Utterances 

where „spying on‟ is used rather than „watching‟, to suggest that there was 

something suspicious/sinister about the action).  According to Hughes 

(1989), because listening is a receptive skill, the testing of listening 

parallels in most ways the testing of reading. As with the other skill, the 

specifications for reading test should say what it is candidate should be 

able to do. Furthermore, Kline (1996), added that listening comprehension 

is further an active process involving receiving, attending, understanding, 

responding, and remembering. In other hands, Underwood (1989), stated 

that listening is paying attention to and trying to get meaning from 

something we hear. From this meaning, we conclude that listening is a 

conscious activity. It involves a deep understanding of meaning that are 

sent to us in the form of sounds, word and sentences and these have to be 

processed by the brain. Based on the explanation above, it is clear that 

listening comprehension is an active process where the listener should 

know what sound is, source, topic, meaning and so forth are. So, listeners 

should use their brain for thinking. Listening comprehension is not like 

listening only without understanding.  

So, the researcher conclude that listening comprehension is 

further an active process involving receiving, attending, understanding, 

responding, and remembering the factual information in the song and an

active process where the listener should know what sound is, source, topic 

and meaning. So that the listener especially the students can gist what the 

meaning is being said and can find and emphasis the specific information 

inside the song. From the explanation from the experts above, the 

researcher took: 

a. Listen for specific information. 

b. Obtain gist of what is being said. 

c. Paying attention and trying to get meaning from the songs.  

d. Respond the songs that are heard. 

e. Recognize the topic of the songs.  

5. The Definition Habit 

Habit is something that is not conducted drastically but it is 

conducted slowly, repeatedly, and continuously. In addition, Longman, 

(2010:256) defines habit as a pattern behavior that is regular and which 

has become almost automatic as a result of repetition. Meanwhile, Carter 

said that Habit is an action practice has become familiar and easy 

(1973:247). Habit is habituated routines of behavior that are repeated 

regularly, without directly thinking consciously about them. Habitual 

behavior sometimes goes unnoticed in persons exhibiting them, because it 

is often unnecessary to engage in self-analysis when undertaking in routine 

tasks. Someone who has a habit, they usually concentrate when they 

listening something.  

From the definition above, the writer concludes that habit is 
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something that is conducted repeatedly, continuously and frequently in 

doing something. In this study, the habit is intended as the students‟ 

listening habit to English song in their daily activity wherever and 

whenever it is. A habit listening English song can be done at home, at the 

school, on the way and other places. In short, Some Indonesian students 

listening to English song is entertaining. Then, English song can also 

enrich their vocabulary, grammar, pronunciation, spelling, etc. 

6. The Assessment of Habit in Listening to English Songs 

According to Hornby (1990), a song is a piece of music with 

words that is sung. Song is also a great language package that bundles 

culture, vocabulary, listening, grammar and a host of other language skills 

in just a few rhymes. Songs can also provide a relaxed lesson. In other 

hands, Ross (2006), says that the example of authentic listening materials 

is listening to song to learn more about well-known bands that sing in 

English. As we know wherever we are, songs always follow us at home, at 

school, at office, at cars, and so on. So, we can directly listen to the song 

and also interest to learn the value of language in it. When designing 

lessons and teaching materials to further develop listening comprehension 

skills, students need to be motivated and stay motivated. Hence, Brown 

(2006), stated that teachers need to think carefully about making the 

activities successful and the content interesting. We can create interesting 

and motivating activities when listening such as using English songs. 

So, the researcher conclude that songs are very important to 
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teach the students about listening, especially in listening comprehension 

because it could make them study with a pleasure. Also, when the teacher 

use a tool that is “songs” so that the students will be motivated and 

interested in what they are listening to. From that explanation above, the 

researcher took the indicators of songs such as; 

a. Vocabulary 

b. Motivation 

c. Pleasure/Relax 

d. Interest  

7. The Concept of Song 

Songs, as Griffee in Yulianto (2010: 8) states are pieces of music 

that have words. Webster‟s dictionary (1976: 506) defines song as a short 

musical composition of words and music. The main parts of songs are 

music and words. While music itself is related with rhythm, a group of 

words without music to perform them cannot be included as a song. Songs 

are generally performed in a repetitive pattern that makes them easy to be 

memorized. Repetitive pattern means that song, there are usually several 

lines of the song, which are repeated twice, or more what a so called 

“refrain” when they are performed. Songs are typically for a solo singer, 

though they may also be in thethe indicator of form of a duet, trio, or 

composition involving more voices.  

In addition, Davanellos (1999: 13) said that song are not only fun, 

they have a serious purpose for language learning. It means that song not 
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only entertains us but also song can be used in learning English activity. 

According to Yulianto (2010:8) English song can be broadly divided into 

many different forms. There are: art songs and folk songs. 

2) Art song. Art song are songs created for performance in their own right, 

usually with piano accompaniment, although they can also have other 

types of accompaniment such as an orchestra or string quartet, and are 

always noticed. Generally they have an identified author(s) and 

composer and require voice training for acceptable performances. The 

lyrics are often written by a poet or lyricist and the music is composed 

by a composer.  

3) Folk songs. Folk songs are songs of often anonymous origin or public 

domain that are transmitted orally. They are frequently a major aspect 

of national or cultural identity.  

 

B.  The Relevant Research 

According to Syafi‟i (2007, p.103), relevant research is required to 

observe some previous researches conducted by other research in which they 

are relevant to our research. It means in order to conduct this research, the 

writer need to take and observe some relevant research. Syafi‟i (2007) also 

stated that these relevant research will guide the writer to select and determine 

the fix designs of the research  

In 2016, Nurkholis Solehuddin conducted a research entitled “The 

Correlation between Students‟ Listening in English Songs Habit and their 

Listening Skill At The Second Semester of The Eleventh Grade of MA Al 
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Islam Bunut Pesarawan Year”. In this research he stated that there was a 

significant correlation between students‟ habit to English songs and their 

listening skill. In this research, Nurkholis analyzed about the correlation 

between the students‟ listening in English Songs, and the Listening Skill 

scores of the whole participants.  

There was a significant positive correlation found between the 

Listening Skill Test and the students‟ listening in English Songs with 

coefficient correlation coefficient of correlation is rxy = 0.84 Then this value 

is compared to r table at significance level = 0.05 for N = 30. It is found that r 

table is 0.361. It means that r observation is greater than r table. The 

contribution of students‟ habit in English song (X) to listening skill (Y) is 

Y=R2 x 100% = 0.8428 x 100% = 0.710312 x 100% = 71%. It means that 

71% variance of Y is influenced by students‟ X1, while the other 23% is 

contributed by other factors. Based on the analysis above, it can be stated that 

the null hypotheses is rejected, and the alternative hypotheses is accepted. The 

conclusion is that there is positive and significant correlation between 

students‟ habit in English song (X) and listening skill (Y).  

A journal written by Jiati Endah Sari in 2013 entitled “The Correlation 

Between Students‟ Ability in Listening to the English Songs and Their 

Vocabulary Mastery”. The purpose of this study was to examine the 

relationship of students‟ ability in listening English songs and their vocabulary 

mastery. In collecting the data she used tests for both variables and non-test of 

questionnaire. The two tests were used to get data about students‟ ability in

listening to the English songs, and their vocabulary mastery. The questionnaire 

was used to acquire additional data about their difficulties in doing the tests.  

The result of both tests showed that rxy was 0.269, df was 18, and r-

table was 0.468. In other words, r-counted was lower than r-table. It means 

that the correlation between students‟ ability in listening to the English songs 

and their vocabulary mastery was not significant. Moreover, there was a 

positive correlation between the two variables, since the r-counted value was 

positive. 

C. The Operational Concept 

In carrying out this research, it is very necessary to clarify the variables 

used in this research. This research consists of two variables; those are 

independent variable (X) and dependent variables (Y). Variable X refers to 

listening English songs habit, and variable Y refers to students‟ listening 

comprehension.   

1. The Indicator of Variable X (Student’s habit in Listening to English 

Songs) 

The researcher took the indicators of habit in listening to English 

Songs such as; 

a. Vocabulary 

b. Motivation 

c. Pleasure/Relax 

d. Interest  
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2. The Indicator of Variable Y (Listening Comprehension) 

The researcher took some of the indicator of listening 

comprehension such as: 

a. Listen for specific information. 

b. Obtain gist of what is being said. 

c. Paying attention and trying to get meaning from the songs.  

d. Respond the songs that are heard. 

e. Recognize the topic of the songs.  

 

D.  The Assumptions and The Hypotheses 

1.  The Assumptions 

a. The students‟ listening English songs habit and their listening 

comprehension are various. 

b. Many factors that may influence students‟ listening English songs habit 

and their listening comprehension. 

c. The better students‟ listening English songs habit, the better students‟ 

listening comprehension will be.  

2.  The Hypotheses 

H0  :  There is no significant correlation between students‟ listening 

English songs habit and their listening comprehension at SMA N 2 

Tapung. 

Ha :  There is a significant correlation between students‟ listening 

English songs habit and their listening comprehension at SMA N 2 

Tapung. 
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CHAPTER III 

RESEARCH METHOD 

 

A.  Research Design 

The researcher employs correlational research. According to Gay 

(2012, p.204), correlational research involves collecting data to determine a 

relationship exists between two or more quantifiable variables. The degree of 

relation is expressed assessment as a correlation coefficient. If two variables 

are related, scores within a certain range on one variable are associated with 

scores within a certain range on the other variable. For example, intelligence 

and academic achievement are related; individuals with high scores on 

intelligence tests tend to have high grade point averages, and individuals with 

low scores on intelligence tests tend to have low grade point averages.  

Creswell (2008) stated that the correlational research design is a 

procedures in quantitative research in which investigators measure the degree 

of association (or relationship) between two or more variables or sets of 

scores. The exactly reason the researcher chose this type of research is because 

the researcher wanted to find out whether or not there is a positive correlation 

between students‟ comprehension in listening and their listening English songs 

habit of the second grade students of SMA N 2 Tapung. The writer describes 

the correlation of both variables in this following scheme: 

X →Y 

The research design is variable X correlated to variable Y, where 

variable X is listening English songs habit and variable Y is listening 

comprehension.  
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B. The Location and the Time of the Research 

This research had been conduct at SMA N 2 Tapung. The time of this 

research had been conducted on July until August 2019 in academic year 

2019/2020.  

 

C. The Subject and Object of the Research 

The subject of this research was the tenth
 
grade students at SMA N 2 

Tapung in academic year 2018/2019 with the object of this research is 

students‟ listening English songs habit and their listening comprehension. 

 

D. The Population and Sample of the Research 

The population of this research was the tenth grade students of at SMA 

N 2 Tapung in 2018/2019 academic years is 150. It has 5 classes. The total 

number at SMA N 2 Tapung is 150 students which consist of 30 students for 

each class. 

The population above is large enough to be all taken as sample of the 

research. Based on the design of the research, the researcher used simple 

random sampling to take the samples from 5 classes. According to Singh 

(2006) a simple random sampling is a technique for choosing the sample in 

which all the population get an equal and independent chance to be selected. 

In choosing the sample, the researcher write the number of attendance lists and 

class of each students on small pieces of paper, put them into a box, shake 

them, and take out 60 papers from the box and take 30 papers out of 150 

students who were not selected as a sample became the sample for try out. So, 

the sample of this research is 60 students.

E. Techniques of Collecting Data  

In order to collect some data in this research, the writer will apply the 

techniques as follow: 

1. Questionnaires 

In the questionnaires contain above, there was a number of the 

questions for the respondent dealing with the listening English songs habit. 

The writer made 20 questions. It would be indicated by using the scale 

transformation of the sample rating schedule items namely; always, often, 

sometimes, seldom and never.   

2. Test 

This technique is used to find out the students‟ score in listening 

comprehension. So the writer will use the written test for purpose to 

pinpoint strength and weakness of students‟ listening comprehension. She 

will make 25 questions and all the questions are the form of multiple 

choice. 
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F.  Techniques of Data Analysis 

In order to analyze listening English songs habit and listening at SMA 

N 2 Tapung, the writer will analyzes the data by using the statistical analysis. 

In this research, the writer used the analysis Pearson Product-Moment of SPSS 

22 version to know whether there is a correlation between the two variables or 

not. 

 

G. The Validity and Reliability of the Instrument 

Validity and Reliability are the standardized criteria of instruments. A 

good instrument must be valid and reliable. While validity is about accuracy, 

reliability is about the consistency of a test. More explanation about these, are 

discussed as follows:  

1. The Validity 

Brown (2000) stated that validity is a criteria of an instrument 

which measures what it is supposed to be measure. Hughes (1989, p.22) 

also stated that a test is said to be valid, if it measures accurately what it is 

intended to measure. In addition, validity is about a test or an instrument 

which measures accurately what it wants to measure. So in this research 

the researcher said the data is valid because all of the data have a good 

measurement and there is no missing score and also the instrument is 

related to the listening comprehension that is the materials that taken from 

many English songs.  
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2. The Reliability 

Wikipedia stated that reliability is the overall consistency of a 

measure. Brown (2000, p.386) argued that a reliable test is consistent and 

dependable. In addition, reliability is about the consistency of a score or a 

result which is not influenced by any condition. The result is still the same. 
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CHAPTER V 

CONCLUSION 

 

A. Conclusion 

Based on the result of this research, the resarcher found that this 

research had significant correlation. As stated in research question, the result 

of the first formulation about students‟ habit in listening to English song at 

SMAN 2 Tapung was categorized into Enough Level with mean 67,26. The 

second formulation was coming from students‟ listening comprehension. The 

result was categorized into enough level too with mean 62,34. The significant 

(2-tailed) correlation was 0,00 and pearson correlation was 0,499. Based on 

the table interpretation of correlation coefficent, the correlation was 

categorized medium. The postive correlation of this research was supported 

by the other researcher which had conducted the same research. Jiati had 

conducted a research entitled The correlation between Students‟ ability in 

listening to the English songs and their vocabulary mastery of the elevent 

grade students of SMAN 1 Palu. The rsearch of her research was postive 

(0,269). However, it was low which meant that the correlation of both 

variables was not strong or weak. Furthermore, according to Faboh (2013, p. 

25), listening to each song once and again pupils will memorize structures 

and words and will be capable of them repeat automatically.
