e Judges 15:14 When he (Samson) came to Lehi, the Philistines came
to meet him shouting.

— A man’s spirit can endure sickness, but who can
survive a broken spirit? (Prov 18:14)



Other spirits

Seven spirits are before the throne (rev1:4)

Spirits interact with God and obey Him (1 sam 16:

Jesus is Lord of unclean spirits (matt 10:1; Mark 1:27;
