If you need help with any homework, you may see me during my office hours or go to the Tutoring Center in MATH 105.  I 

am also willing to help you via e-mail. 

 

Quizzes:  The quizzes for this course will be completed in the “Quizzes & Tests” section of MyMathLab.  You will see the 

due dates for each quiz displayed on the left hand side of the quiz when you visit the “Quizzes & Tests” section.  The 

quizzes are worth 17% of your overall average in the course.  Each quiz can be taken more than once before its deadline, but 

only your highest score on the quiz will be used in your overall average.  You will be required to score a minimum of 80% 

on section homework before you can attempt the quiz for that section.  Three quiz grades will be dropped at the end of the 

semester to accommodate any missed quizzes. 

 

Tests:  Over the course of this semester there will be 4 Tests assigned.  The Tests for this course will be completed in the
