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Hazardous Waste Site Health Assessment Program

Overview

The Hazardous Waste Site Health Assessment Program is a program within the lowa
Department of Public Health (IDPH) that identifies and evaluates environmental health
threats to communities. Most of these health threats are found at hazardous waste sites.
This program is supported by federal funds from the Agency for Toxic Substances &

Disease Registry (ATSDR).

Program Services

There are several services offered by this program. Included in these services are:
Health Assessments, Health Consultations, and Health Education and Promotion. The
following is a summary of each of these services.

Health Assessments

A Health Assessment reviews all
available information about hazardous
substances at a site and evaluates
whether exposure to them might cause
any harm to people. Anyone can request
a health assessment be completed.

Public Health Assessments consider:

e The levels (or “concentrations”)
of all hazardous substances

e Whether people are being
exposed to the hazardous
substances

e What harm the substances might
cause to people

e Whether working or living near
hazardous substances might
affect people’s health

Health Consultations

A Health Consultation reviews available
information on a public health issue to
determine if people are being exposed to
unsafe levels of a hazardous substance.
Most health consultation requests come
from Federal, State, and Local
environmental agencies, although
citizens can request one also.

A Health Consultation allows IDPH to
respond quickly and provide health
information on hazardous substances and
to make recommendations for actions to
protect the public’s health.

For example, recommendations in a
Health Consultation can contribute to:

e Site Cleanup

e Keeping people away from
contamination and physical
dangers — for example, by
fencing the site.

e Giving residents acceptable
drinking water.

e Health education for residents
and health care providers
regarding ways to reduce or
prevent health effects.
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Health Education and Promotion
Health Education and Promotion
services provide health-related
information, promote public awareness
and health, and inform people of ways to
reduce their exposure to hazardous
substances. Health Education and
Promotion services include:

e Coordination and implementation
of community outreach activities
related to hazardous waste sites
and hazardous substances.

e Education of community
members and health care
providers about hazards posed by
hazardous waste sites.

e Preparation of chemical and site-
specific fact sheets that address
community health concerns in a
timely manner.
