to First Street and marched to City Hall. Singing strong-voiced

spixjitual songs and weilding various signs and placards, they
arrived at the City Hall Plaza for a 3 p.m. rally.

; The rally revolved around speakers, testimonies, and mu-
sic, featuring the Rev. E. Hill of Mt. Zion Missionary Baptist
Church in Watts, Bob Norton of Hollywood Presbyterian
Church, the Watts Community Choir and the Salt Co. folk-rock

musical group. Dr. Don Williams, pastor of the college depart-
ment of Hollywood Presbyterian was Master of Ceremonies.

3 Although Christians of many different denominations par-
ticipated, the main theme and purpose of the rally was to dem-
onstrate unity in the love of Jesus Christ.

A pamphlet widely distributed at the meeting read: “We
pray all Christians will respond to this call, no age limit, or de-
nominational distinctives, for we are all members of one body
and Christ is the head.” '

Aslfed if the march was a statement against negative dem-
onstrations and ‘“love ins”, a young man who identified himself

‘only as “a Christian” said, “The march and rally wasn’t a

statement against anything.”
