Heavy idea, isn't it? I mean it's about time we overthrew
some of these archaic, phoney standards and really became
liberated! It's not so much that right now, we can't go

just about anywhere and do just about anything with anyone

we please....the real hooker in the whole system is that lousy
feeling of oppression that creeps up inside of us and spoils
the beautiful freedom we almost had.

Curious thing about that "lousy feeling'--what it really
proves is that we aren't experiencing "free love" at all.
It's still the standard, cheap counterfeit. You see, most
"love" being shared today has some demands built into it.
It's "I'1l love you if you'll go to bed with me," or "I think
you're groovy because you see the "issues" the same as I do,"
or "You'll have my love as long as someone more attractive
doesn't turn up."

Consider one more abservation. If you check yourself,
you'll find that your response to love is in direct
proportion to the "freeness" with which it comes to you.
"Freeness" is simply the amount of belief you have that the
person loving you is unselfish, has your best interest at
heart, and isn't demanding anything in return. If a person
"freely" loves you seven on a scale of ten, you'll want to
"freely" respond seven on a scale of ten. Any response
above that leaves you wide-open to get hurt.

What, then, is the key to the whole problem? We have found
that the gross lack of "free love" between people stems from
the "ego trip" most all of us are on, either overtly or
sub-consciously.

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I consider the basics of Christianity to be

that Jesus died on the cross, and was raised
from the dead. That only through Him can we
come to know God fully, and only through God's
Holy Spirit can we be opened up enough to know
Jesus fully. These precepts, to me, are not
argueable within the definitions of Christianity.

‘Areas like "is smoking cigarettes wrong?" or

theological debates on the rapture being a pre
or post-millenium affair, I consider very peri-
pheral, almost extra-curricular.

All I care to put my faith in is Christ cru-
cified and risen, and my sins forgiven with a
promise of eternal salvation through God's grace.
Rapture theories, anti-christ speculations, end-
of-time schedules, and the like, do not shed
spiritual light on who I am, or who God wants

me to be. They do not tell me how to live each
day or be more obedient to the spirit. They do
not offer clear cut ethics or morals to help me
love my brother or neighbor better. And so they
remain academic speculations; interesting and
awe-provoking, and perhaps encouraging, but not
crucial.

Concerning the rapture, I am content enough to
know in my heart that Christ will return, and
when it occurs, becomes unimportant to me. For
if Jesus returns before the tribulation, I will
gladly escape the persecution and martyrdom.

But if He returns after the tribulation, I am in
the same way secure in His promise to comfort

me with strength and wisdom to survive that
troubled time or be tortured unto death.

While I am encouraged to see so many young peop-
le studying the deeper mysteries of the scrip-
tures, I am uneasy when I hear "witnessing" that
consists more of end-time prophecy than of sal-
vation; more of the anti-Christ and satan's
growing power, than of Christ's love and God's
total power; more of Revelation than of Matthew.
Because the "good news", the "gospel", is that
God so loved the world that He sent His only son...
that Jesus died for our salvation...That we all
have sinned and that the wages of sin is death...
but that the gift of God is eternal life. And
Ltz g this message which brings men to conversion.
PO RS I Tt
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The BRible does not say, "believe on the Lord
Jesus Christ, and understand all the mysteries
of the scriptures, and the end time prophecies,
and thou shalt be saved." God made it a lot
more basic than that. So basic that anyone can
be saved. Simply by believing on Jesus Christ.

And to believe in Him, to walk in His Spirit and
not after the flesh, and to accept God's forgive-
ness, apparently covers the total ground of obedi-
ence and fulfillment. So let us not consume our-
selves in the debates and theories and specula-
tions, but instead be grounded in the gospel which
brings friends and strangers to conversion.

Do not misunderstand me. I am not saying that
the study of these mysteries is unprofitable;
only that it is secondary to the message of sal-
vation. And the need to believe in them is also
secondary.

What about smoking? Is it on the periphery of
basic Christianity? 1Is it also a matter of sec-
ondary importance? I know Christians who do not
smoke, and Christians who do. And I consider it
theologically unsound to debate the loss of some-
one's salvation through cigarettes (as some peo-
ple do) as if omitting cigarettes would guarantee
that salvation. In fact, I wouldn't bring it up
at all except that I see many, many new Christians
who are still smoking, and it has become such a
point of division and aggravation among believers
that it should probably be discussed openly.

First of all, looking at it physically (and not
spiritually), it is an unnecessary invention.
Tobacco is not required for bodily function. An
immunity to it must be developed by most people...
(did you or did you not cough your way through
your first pack or two?) It is in some ways im-
polite... (other people must breath the same air
you smoke - in essence, smoke the brand you smoke.)
And smoking becomes a physical habit after a while,
a kind of narcotic...(many people who insist it is
not habit forming say so without ever having tried
to stop. Others, who have tried to quit, admit =
the opposite.) And I would think the cancer linkage
alone would be a deterrent for most people.

“WHO'S YouR FRIEND WHEN You'Re FOOR' by Dino Raineri

Who's your friend when you're down and out

When you need a meal and your future's in doubt,
There is one who cares, but we count Him out

His name is Jesus.

The walls of the church are firm and stout.
The doors are heavy that keep you out,

The hearts of Christians seem very hard.

It's just that these Christians have to be sure
That the folks that ask are really poor,

There's many phonies that come in off the street,
Their stories sound good and their words are
sweet,

But the only help when you're really beat

Is to find Jesus.
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Although I find no clear cut scriptures in the
Bible“that specifically discourage smoking cig-
arettes, (beyond a verse or two which say the
body is the holy temple of God, and to keep it
pure, clean) I think a totally different pre-
cedent is set here. It is the concept of
"stumbling blocks". Simply put, a stumbling
block is something done, even in good conscience,
that might cause another believer to lose his
grip on his faith, and to fall out of growing
fellowship with God...or keep a non-believer
from coming to accept Christ.

You might argue that if the believer had his

faith solidly set upon Jesus that nothing could

be a stumbling block, nothing could shake it.

But which of us has set his foundation upon Christ
without the help of another Christian, and if we
see that Christian fall or even sin, something
inside us is not shaken just a little.

Men look to other men easier than to God, especi-
ally new Christians. And the apostle Paul pre-
ferred not to eat meat, rather than make a non-
meat eater come to distrust or overlook the gospel
which Paul preached. Some men see the meat and
will not see the gospel until the meat is out of
the way. Some men will see the cigarettes and
refuse the gospel until the cigarette has stopped
blocking their view, until smoke has cleared the
air so that they may see the light.

Can you understand that cigarettes are a source
of contention and disapproval to many people?
That smoking and drinking, even in moderation,
are considered such a trait of worldiness (even
by the world, who has glorified it on magazine
page, billboard, and until recently, T.V.) that
while the world continues to "do its own thing",
we who are Christians have been called to do
God's thing. And that we must consider the ef-
fect our actions may have upon our neighbor, if
you call yourself a Christian, and a man sees you
doing something he considers wrong, or something
that makes you as much a part of the world as he
is, he may despise your salvation in his heart
and reject your message of God's love. So we
must avoid as many "stumbling blocks" as pos-
sible for the sakes of those who we would have
believe in Him who saved us.

Pursuing these worldly similarities further, I
am aware of too many young converts who sin-
cerely confess their "Christianity" and yet con-
tinue to smoke, drink, use marijuana and stronger
commodities, have sexual intercourse outside of
marriage, and in this framework of behavior, the
term "Christian" loses its credibility to the
saved as well as the unsaved. If God is supposed
to make a person different, where is that dif-
ference?

And I hear all kinds of reasoning in defense of
these areas. "But I don't think it's wrong to
smoke grass, and God still seems to use me, so
it must be alright." Perhaps. But, how deeply
can He use you, and for how much longer will you
let Him? "Well, I only smoke a few cigarettes a
day since I've been saved. And it's noét that
important to me anymore, but I still enjoy a few."
Well, if it's not that important to you, but
continues to bother other people, why don't you
quit totally, if only for their sakes?

Can you understand what I'm trying to relate?
There is a definite pattern involved in all of

these matters. Can you see that the need not to
smoke is a spiritual necessity, when the need to
continue smoking becomes a physical one. Mastur-
bation, even if considered a trivial indulgence,
becomes a large issue in the life of a person who

can't stop. Marijuana, wine, pills or harder

drugs may not have you hooked, but as long as you
need even one toke, one sip, you are "hooked";:

on that one-toke-one-sip level. And having sex with
your girlfriend or boyfriend may seem beautiful,
clean-minded, even spiritual, but the Bible seems

to say that outside of marriage it is a misused
gift, and is wrong.

I am certain that God did not create these bound-
aries to keep us from having fun and enjoying life,
but exactly the opposite. To insure a well de-
fined path in the direction of life and away from
unhappiness and regret.

I personally see smoking, drinking, and drugs to be
unnecessary adventures, and sex best appreciated
and understood within marriage. Because of

lung cancer, addiction, unwanted pregnancy and
veneral disease, thev each seem impractical and
dangerous. But for ‘various. reasons, many of us
choose to dance out our lonely, guilty, or frus-
trated feelings in these hiding places instead

of approaching God for help with our life.

And if reading this article has made you uneasy
or offended you, please do not be frustrated

or angry. These are monumental and timeless
controversies that affect almost everyone. I
have not written this in an attempt to discourage
you or limit your freedom. I have written in

the hopes of stirring up our consciences and
permitting public dialogue in these disputed
matters, that we might search the scriptures

and our own hearts, and together discover God's
will, which in turn will increase our freedom,
and make us real brothers and sisters. &
