It will be a time of seclusion when believers of
Christ Jesus will be forced underground in the
worship of God; a time of persecution when we
shall be imprisoned, tortured, and even killed

and so rare and treadsured that we will rip out
pages, amd memorize them with other believers,

Records will become
bootlegged, illegally pressed and sold or given
away through the grapevine, until a time when
records will become obsolete and impractical

And because men will
be unable to go to church and learn from elders
and teachers, they will begin to rely fully
upon the Holy Spirit.

AT AROUND 6a.m., THE GUARDS
CAME TO TAKE US AWAY...

an interview with Heinz Kliem

Heinz, what is your background? Where were
you born?

I was born in East Germany, in a town called
Gorlitz, which is very close to the Polish
border. I was raised in a Christian home with
Christian parents. My grandparents were poli-
tically active in East Germany. Being Chris-
tians, this brough them under fire with the
Nazis during the war. They were imprisoned,
and watched, and interrogated, etc. After the
war, they ran into trouble again with the Com-
munists. Christian vs Communism doesn't mix.
However, during the space between the war and
the Communist takeover, my grandfather had
again, obtained civil power, in a particular
province over there, and the Communists had a
tough time getting a foothold in over there
because the people stuck to what my grand-
father said.

Finally, they indicted him on some sort of
technicality regarding a dog license, and there-
fore, he was unfit to rule. The penalty was

the salt mines. He had a document, and with
that he took his life in his hands and went to
the West. Two weeks later, we got the fire-
they started getting after us. So, finally, we
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had a choice of staying to hear our sentence

or take a chance. The guards had started

coming around asking where we were, and they'd
gone to my Father's boss, and he was a Christian
too. At the dead of night, that evening, he
came over and told us about it. He had fixed

up some papers and pre-dated them, so we had a
legitimate excuse to be on the road.

That night, we took with us whatever we could
carry at 3 a.m. in the morning, and off we went.
We found out later that at around 6 a.m., the
guards came to take us away, so we just barely
made it. On the way through, we took the rail
to Berlin, and we had a pass for a city which
was on the opposite side of Berlin, so the most
logical thing would be to go through Berlin,
which would include the West sector, and there
we planned to get off, just in case anyone asked.

Now there was a little thing we had to do. The
train pulls into the station and there was a big
fence on the left side, and usually the gates
there are closed. That time, this one gate was
slightly ajar.. All the people had to exit on
the right side, and the guards were there, and
while everyone went that way, we went this way.
We ducked through the gate and into the subway.
With the subway, we were on the platform between
cars, and there were 2 or 3 guards going through
the cars checking your visas, etc. If you
looked suspicious, or didn't have papers, that
was it, then they came marching through and one
guy put his hand on the door and opened it,

and my Father prayed, "God we're in your hands."
The whistle blew, the train moved and started
rolling, the guy paused a minute, shut the door,
and they both walked back and jumped out of the
other side. That's an unnatural act, so that's
the way we got out. We came over to Canada and
started all over again.

Heniz, where are you living now?
I'm in Vancouver, British Columbia, Canada.

Heniz, share something of your personal rela-
tionship with Jesus Christ.

Ever since I was a small child, about 3 or 4,
I was aware of God's presence, and through Sun-
day School, and a Christian home, I realized
Christ was God's .Son - so, very consciously at,

- that small - age, I accepted Christ as my Savior.

Maybe not in those words, but I did ask Him to
lead my life and come into me, and He's taken
me on ever since, and all I can say is praise
His name for that!.

When was the first time you made Him LORD of
your life?

That was when I was around 5. The thing is,
the Christian life- the way I see it, and I've
come to live it - it's a daily thing. There's
a difference between asking Him to be Lord of
your life, and yet not yielding day-to-day.

You say that every morning, every day, and it's
a day-to-day, moment-to-moment experience, and
then things really begin to happen as you look
to Him in everything and for everything.

What is needed to prepare the Underground Church
for survival during coming tribulation?

The definition of the Church, is the Body of
Christ, and everyone who has Christ living in
their heart is a member of that body, so the
first thing is an intimate relationship with

the head, and then, an intimate relationship

with fellow members, close Co-operation on a
daily personal basis and not just one day a

week like Sunday, a very close-knit - like

where you can go to someone with your most
intimate problems and trust them for that.
Preferably, when you look at the workings

of the early Church. They had small cell

groups, like in Jerusalem, there were over 4,000
Christians, and they didn't all meet in one place.
Yet, they were in small groups, say, 20 in a home
and they met regularly and got to know each other
personally. They studied scripture, prayed and
worshipped together. From there on, you go to
the second step where these small intimate

groups fellowshipped with more groups together,
and this is where you build your congregation.

The way I see it, we're not strong enough in-
dividually to stand. Although God is beginning
to move, He's raising up people, He's causing
Christians to come together and read the scrip-
tures in homes again. There's no real organ-
ization needed except that this intimate fellow-
ship is developed. There is where your key lies,
and your strength lies.
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Do you feel that there are imposters in the
underground Church, posing as Christians,
gathering information to use against the leaders
in the underground movement?

Definitely yes! There are groups forming or al-
ready formed, which have certain political af-
filiations and other subversive groups which
are specifically trained to gather information,
to see how the Church works, so when the clamp *
is put on, the persecutors know who to grab and
where to hit. The Hell's Angels and several
other Biker's groups, have already formed gangs
with the specific purpose in mind to persecute

Chr;st;aqs, because they‘ve lost so many to Christ.

Another factor which would speed up this perse-
cution, is an economic factor. The economy of
the world needs a dictator, so when you have a
dictatorship, something like a philosophy which
sets a person free such as Jesus Christ does,
where the personal identity is retained, it's
terribly dangerous to such a set-up.

It's a natural sort of infiltration, very real.
They are very good impersonators, actors,‘very
good con men. They're even religious to that

extent. They'll get up on your philosophy and

satisfy every external means that they see. The'

only difference there will be that, "ye shall
know them by their fruits..." because there's
no love, just works, and it's a cold superficial
thing, once it's tested. This is where you find
out if they're real or not is when real intimate
work is required- intimate fellowship. These
people will never become intimate. They'll tend
to be impersonal. They'll be around, they'll
be friends, but you won't know them as a person.

There's a group of people, an organization in
existence already for the last 5-10 years, who
are setting up a political power base on which
the anti-Christ will arise. I can't specify,
because already our lives have been threatened,

and we'd be endangered. In'II Timothy 3, we find

a very good description of what these people
will be like &X¢
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".....The light still shines in the darkness and
the darkness has never put it out." John 135 (J.B.
Phillips)

In this glorious hour God is sovereignly fulfilling
His Word recorded in Act 2:17,"And it shall come to
pass in the last days, saith God, I will pour out
my Spirit upon all flesh..."

The Holy Spirit today is leaping across iron, bam-
boo and sugar cane curtains in the Communist world,

,proving that He cannot be hedged in. God is revealing

that His purposes shall indeed be fulfilled in the
earth in spite of all man made barriers.

The Prophet Habakkuk declared, "For the earth shall
be filled with the knowledge of the glory of the
Lord, as the waters cover the sea." Hab. 2:14.

A recent visitor to Cuba brings glowing reports of
a surge of Divine life being manifested in Castro's
island. He says, "The true nature of Communism and
its hatred toward religion in general and Christi-
anity in particular began to be felt in Cuba about
two years after the Castro coup. The .church was
placed under severe restrictions in an effort to

stifle her witness. All Gospel programs were ban-
ned from the airwaves and advertising of religious
services was forbidden. It became a legal offense
to gather for Christian fellowship or prayer in
private homes. All churches were obliged to regis-
ter with the authorities, and all gatherings of a
special nature required a special government permit.
All of these restrictions exist until the present
time in Cuba.

God, however, has a marvellous way in which He
causes, "the wrath of man to praise Him." Instead
of curbing the advance of the Gospel in Cuba,

these very restrictions, coupled with a tragic eco-
nomic situation, has caused the Christians in Cuba
to cry unto God.

We read of Israel in Egypt that, "by reason of their
bondage began to cry unto God" (Exodus 2:23) God
heard this cry and His answer is recorded in the
following chapter (3:7,8) "And the Lord said, I have
surely seen the affliction of my people...and I am
come down to deliver them..."

Pastors shared the fact that young people com-
pletely disallusioned with Communism's empty
ideologies are coming to their churches, finding
Jesus Christ as their Savior and Lord.

At a recent conference held in the eastern part of
the island over 1200 gathered to meet with God.
During the first day a spirit of brokenness came *up-
on the gathering. Many, including pastors, were
moved to a confession of coldness of heart and

other things that were hindering the flow of God's
Spirit in their 1lives."

If History has proven one thing above another, it
is this. The Church is not dependent upon the
political climate to maintain its faith in Jesus
Christ. Cuba is no exception.

Let us unite in prayer and believe God for a mighty
visitation of His Spirit that will sweep from one
end of this Carribean island to the other to glorify
the Name of our Savior.

History is being repeated in this hour. There is a
move of the Holy Spirit in Cuba today which I be-
lieve may go down on record as one of the prime
examples of the power of the Gospel of Christ to
change the very course and destiny of a nation.

A Russian-born evangelist who recently returned
from an extensive preaching mission thrgughout

the Soviet Union says the signs are unmistakeable:
Young Russians are turning to Christ in increas-

ing numbers.

"A spiritual vacuum exists after 54 years of red
rule," says the Rev. Andrew Semenchuk, West Coast
Representative for the Chicago-based Slavic Gos-
pel Association and director of its.Ru551ap Bible
Institute in Buenos Aires. "Youth in Russia can't
demonstrate in their police state, but they are
not hiding their search for spiritual fulfill-
ment."

He said they're curious about life afFer_death,
unwilling to be only a cog in the socialist
machinery. Semenchuk explained: "Everywhere

we traveled we saw the government's counter propa-
ganda in the form of a Leninist personal@ty cult.
There are signs reading, 'Lenin is the light of
our new world,' or Lenin lives!. or 'Communism
supplies our daily bread.'"

Semenchuk reached the step of Novosibirsk in
his 7,000-mile trip through the U.S.S.R. where he
preached in the only evangelical church-- a con-
gregation of 1,400 members--serving a city of a
million people.

There are Communist books, he said, on such sub-
jects as The Revolution and Its Moral Mission,
and similar subjects "attempting to show that the
Red government is after all interested in the
individual too."

The slavic leader said it is a mistake to lump all
evangelical believers into an "underground move-
ment." "Such secrecy is impossible in a police
state with an extensive spy system and an infil-
tration program both in the registered and the
unregistered churches. My Russian brothers are
meeting openly, paying the heavy fines on oc-
casion and meeting outdoors when they are barred
from halls."

He said young Russians who declare themselves be- '
lievers cannot expect to receive university
diplomas, are prohibited from the professions,

and can expect to endure. the constant surveill-

ance that is so much a part of the spy system of
the Soviets.

Rev. Semenchuk, representing the largest mission
to Russians today, sings and preaches the gospel
on many of its 80 weekly broadcasts to the Soviet
Union. He also helps produce extensive literature
in the Russian language and participates in preach-
1ng missions. On this tour he traveled with Bill
Winchell, director of TEAM Radio Station HLKX in
Korea, with Mrs. Winchell and with Alex Kuvshin-
ikov, former student of his in the Russian Bible
Institute. They took in what scripture portions
they could carry and urge all tourists to do the
same. Half of it, however, was confiscated at

the border. "We cannot be criminals and lie about
what we carry, "he said. "But they must find it
themselves if they want to confiscate it.

"Contrary to what Red officials say--that only

tbe superstitious illiterate and backward old
timers believe in God (these were teen-agers 54
years ago when Communism was introduced!) one can
see many 40- to 50-year -old people in the churches
who were born and raised under Communism," the

Rev. Mr. Semenchuk said. "Youth choirs, young
people_playlng in church orchestras and reciting
Christian poetry are in evidence in all the
churches. They jeopardize their future by parti-

Cipating in the services but they do it because
they love Christ."

The traveling quartet of Christians was stopped
constantly on the street by students wanting to
pracylce their English--by far the most popular
foreign tongue in Russia--and to discuss Spiri=
tual matters and moral values.-- 7/24/71

The HOLLYWOOD FREE PAPER has published several
letters, both pro and con, about a group called
"Children of God." We therefore accepted the
invitation of the Children of God to meet with
them at their Los Angeles headquarters. Present
were leaders of the Jesus People, including the
Editor of the H.F.P. and leaders of the Children
of God. During the meeting all persons involved
realized again that all Christians are one body in
Christ. The differences often are of methods
instituted and the interpretations of certain pas-
sages of scripture.

In the following article WRITTEN by the Children
of God, they explain their approach to winning our
generation to Jesus Christ. We found the Children
of God are sincere, devoted Christians, where some
of their methods, perhaps, are unusual, different
and often misunderstood.

WHAT PHE CHILDREN OF GOD BELIEVE

We, the Children of God believe it is better to
be a sample than sermon, so you are invited to
please "come and see" what we are doing in our
daily lives and stop wondering. Our way of life
sometimes provokes criticism. But why should it?
It is not something which we began, but was the
New Testament plan for the early Church; We be-
lieve in gracticing and living the Bible, as well
as in studying and memorizing it. Therefore, just
as strongly as we believe John 3:16 that salvation
is free, so do we believe Acts 2:44 where the dis-
ciples of Jesus were then called to live together,
and have all things in common.

The financial plan of the Children of God is found
in Acts 2:45 and Acts 4:34. The giving of all
material possessions to be distributed in the
group according to the needs of each. It is a
sacrificial giving to share completely with others.
Every church or religious organization survives .
on gifts of its members. So do the Children of
God survive on the giving of material possessions
by our disciples, who also willingly give their
lives as a total committment to win other lost
souls; our lives and our possessions are used
totally for the purpose of preaching the gospel
of Jesus, giving all for Jesus! Didn't He give
all for us?! Consider that though as disciples,
we may give all, we are entering a family which
assumes the responsibility for our welfare.

As a way of life, as member, we do not hold out-
side jobs, because there is a whole world that
needs to know of the love of Jesus. We believe
with Jesus that "the laborers are few." The ori-
ginal disciples reached the whole known world of
their day with the Gospel, because they totally
committed themselves and preached fervently that
everyone else who became a Christian should also
be a disciple and win others to Jesus. We lead
many to Jesus as their personal Savior, and know
that other groups also lead people to Jesus. We
differ from some other religious organizations only
in that we personally want nothing less than for
every born-again believer to be a full-time dis-
eiple. A Children of God "Disciple™ is someone who
rids himself of everything which keeps him from
living and preaching the gospel daily, Lk. 14:33.
»

We, the Children of God not only witness in the
parks, on the beaches and the streets, but also
go to the ghettos and pass out free food and
clothing. Wherever we go in our prophet buses, as
we witness, we offer to feed those who are also
physically hungry. This is a fulfillment of the
scripture, "to tell of the love of Jesus," and

to show the love of Jesus."” This is what will win
the world for Christ, a sample of His love as you
give the Word which tells of His love.

We, the children of God definitely believe that
spiritual revolution is the only solution. We are
crusading for a return to primitive faith and the
simple life of the patriarchs in the peaceful, un-
polluted, unselfish atmosphere of truth and love
as told by Jesus. Some 1,200 Children of God
strive to do this now, by living in approximately
thirty colonies throughout the U.S. These 1,200
live full-time to spread the Gospel of Jesus; every-
thing that is done in our colonies is simple to sc-
hieve that result. Our way of life is our greatest
testimony.

The Children of God feel the right kind of education
is a vital necessity of life.” We began teaching our
own children at the age of two, using the Montessori
method, in order to center their education around
God and the Bible. Following graduation from high
school, Children of God youngsters attend six hours
of Bible class daily, as do all other disciples.
Education never ends; even leaders must take classes
on leadership and how to run a colony from the dish-
washing to changing diapers. We say; that we are

a young movement and have a lot to learn, and not
much time in which to learn It." We claim the
thing which makes us strong is discipline on
scripture memory.

Though we speak of the Children of God movement as

a whole, each colony is a totally separate unit from
the other colonies, and must be self-supporting.
However, colonies share new ideas, classes to be
taught, witnessing methods, and ways to perform
practical work. There is a good deal of the latter
xnm;;lery colony, whether it is composed of 25 or 250
members.

The fact that you can get 1,200 people voluntaril
and in great love to lay down their lives for one
another (as in I Jn. 3:16) for the purpose of
reaching this generation, shows the good fruit of
our zeal. The bond of the Children of God is of
the spirit and of love, not of fear. The concept
of love and sharing was well portrayed by N.B.C.
on First Tuesday documentary viewed on nationwide
TV January 5th. Nothing is kept hidden or secret
a.bout our way of life; the Children of God rejoice
in it and eagerly witness of salvation and are
more than ready to explain from the scripture

why we feel everyone should also commit himself
100% to preaching the gospel.

One reporter said of us: "But beyond any complaints
one can see they live a fantastic life, filled
with love, companionship, concern and service to
others. One might be critical of their methods,
but no one can deny the fulfillment and happiness
they have obtained, disregarding the guidelines of
society."
