New York City, in the latest census 
count, boasts of 10,740,693 people. This 
figure includes suburban area into New 
Jersey, Connecticut, and up state, but 
the entire territory in which these peo­
ple live can be seen from an airplane 
view of the city.

However, the total is just a bit stag­
gering and unbelievable, even to the 
veteran New Yorker. Not that I am 
yet in that class, but to me New York 
is an immense, fascinating, busy, but 
an extremely friendly city where youth 
plays a dominant role. Young people 
migrate to New York from all parts of 
the country. They hold responsible 
positions and do good jobs of them. 
They are in all types of work; and be­
cause they so often have something 
valuable to contribute, their elders wel­
come their ambition and determination.

Of the steady influx of collegians, 
Montana has a goodly share. Montan­
ans seem to find their way to interest­
ing positions, and a good many of them 
have come to the fore in their work. 
It is not a gross exaggeration to say 
that even with its more than ten and 
a half millions, one rarely goes places 
in New York without meeting someone 
he knows—a friend, an acquaintance, 
a business associate, yes, and sometimes 
even a classmate. Casual meetings have 
been many, and I like to experience 
the feeling of warmth and intimacy 
which accompany them.

Yet, once of a Sunday morning per­
haps a Murad would have helped mus­
ter nonchalance to assist in the sur­
prising moment. I was dashing down 
Barrow street to keep a breakfast ap­
pointment when I casually noticed a 
girl in a gaily colored smock, watering 
a window box of plants and flowers. 
That corner house is one of the few 
houses in our neighborhood, and for

being a house I had always admired it. 
The utter domesticity of the scene im­
pressed me that morning, and I 
watched enviously in passing. A sec­
ond glance, then a third—lo and be­
hold—’twas Joran Birkland Dahlberg! 
We chatted from sidewalk to window, 
for I was in a hurry, and planned a 
more extensive visit. Since then I have 
seen Joran and Darcy occasionally, and 
they have told me about a number of 
Montana people. Joran is with the 
Njew York Times Index and Darcy is 
with the Encyclopedia of American 
Biography.

Clarence Streit is certainly doing a 
whale of a job in journalism. He is 
considered one of the most important 
writers on the New York Times for­
eign correspondent staff. This is sub­
stantiated by the fact that he is now 
covering the meetings of the League of 
Nations in Geneva. He spends most of 
his time in Europe.

Dick Crandall is another Montana 
journalist whose success has been rapid 
and outstanding.
