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ABSTRACT

The security of judges’ rights and interests is the prerequisite for judge's to
independent exercise the judicial power, is the need to realize judicial fairness and
justice, is also an important part of the construction of the rule of law in our country,
and an important issue for judicial reform to serious address. The central government
comprehensively deepens the relevant normative documents and the series of measure
that has been issued by the leading group of the reform. It also clearly shows the
importance and expectation of the central level for the protection of judges' rights and
interests. However, the security system of judges’ rights and interests construction in
China starts late, and it is conditioned by many systems, structure, cognitive factors, and
many of the new mechanism of the current still belong to the exploratory operation
stage, so the rights and interests protection system for judges still exist many loopholes,
and it must be optimized.

In this paper, the author analyzes the current situation and problems of the rights
and interests of judges in combination with the judicial reform, and makes further
demonstration by combining the actual results of Putian area. At the same time, the
author proposes corresponding solutions to existing problems in order to be helpful to
the establishment of a perfect system of judicial rights and interests.

Author make comparison between two periods of judicial reform to
show the current situation of rights protection, and according to the legislation,
security of judges’ independence, security of judges’ status rights, security of
judges’ economic rights and security of judges’ other specific rights, analysis the
judge rights protection problems, and correspond to the perfect measures to put
forward below.

Chapter 3: The empirical analysis of the rights and interests of judges in
Putian district. Through data statistics and case analysis, the author reveals the
present situation and problems of the rights and interests of judges in Putian
district, and verifies the above argument through the empirical analysis of this
part.

Chapter 4: The improvement of the protection system of the judge's rights
and interests. According to the existing problems of the protection system of the
rights and interests, the author puts forward the corresponding improvement

measures in combination with the current situation.
